INTRODUCTION

With the introduction of this travel
guide in 1936, it has been our idea
to give the Negro traveler informa-
tion that will keep him from running
into difficulties, embarrassments and
to make his trips more enjoyable,

The Jewish press has long pub-
lished information about places that
are restricted and there are numer-
ous publications that give the gentile
whites all kinds of information. But
during these long years of discrim-
ination, before 1936 other guides have
been published for the Negro, some
are still published, but the majority
have gone out of business for warious
reasons.

In 1936 the Green Book was only
a local publication for Metropolitan
New York, the response for copies
was so great it was turned into a
national issue in 1937 to cover the
United States, This guide while lack-
ing in many respects was accepted by
thousands of travelers. Through the
courtesy of the United States Travel
Bureau of which Mr. Chas. A. R,
McDowell was the collaborator on
MNegro Affairs, more wvaluable infor-
mation was secured. With the two
working together, this guide contained
the best ideas for the Negro traveler.
Year after year it grew until 194r
“PM" one of Newr York's great white
newspapers found out about it. Wrote
an article about the guide and praised
it highly. At the present time the
guide contains 30 pages and lists nu-

merous business places, including
whites which cater to the Negro trade.

There are thousands of first class
business places that we don't know
about and can't list, which would be
glad to serve the traveler, but it is
hard to secure listings of these places
since we can't secure enough agents
to send us the information. Each year
before we go to press the new infor-
mation is included in the new edition.

When you are traveling please
mention the Green Book, in order
that they might know how you found
their place of business, as they can
see that you are strangers, If they
haven't heard about this guide, ask
them to get in touch with us so that
we might list their place.

If this guide has proved useful to
you on your trips, let us know, If not,
tell us also as we appreciate your
criticisms and ideas in the improve-
ment of this guide from which you
benefit,

There will be a day sometime in
the near future when this guide will
not have to be published. That is
when we as a race will have equal
opportunities and privileges in the
United States. It will be a great
day for us to suspend this publica-
tion for then we can go wherever
we please, and without embarrass-
ment. But until that time comes we
shall continue to publish this infor-

mation for your convenience each
year.

Details of the company's line of 1950
model passenger cars were disclosed to-
day by H. 5. Vance, chairman of the
board and president, with a prediction
that this Jatest Studebaker will be
acclaimed the most distinetive looking
car on the road.

In these new cars the company's de-
signers, Raymond Loewy Associates,
have achieved an automotive style pat-
tern as revolutionary today as were the
first Studebakers of postwar design

three vears ago. A complete change in

frontal appearance and fender treat-
ment gives the 1950 models sleek, new
lines: which- make them appear in mo-
tion even when they're standing still,

Both ride and handling ease have
been considerably bettered by engineer-
ing innovations complementing the use
of an improved self-stabilizing coil
spring front suspension,

The front of the 1950 Studebaker is
particularly striking. It embodies an
airplane fuselage-type hood, flanked by
air-foil front fenders and set off by a
chrome “spinner.”

Land Cruiser, and because of its proved
durability, the company 15 introducing
it in all Regal Deluxe models of the
Commander series and in two patterns
on both the Champion and Commander
convertibles. Leather upholstery is op-
tional on the convertibles at no extra
charge. Foam rubber cushions are
standard eguipment 1n all models with
the exception the lower priced
Deluxe Champion.

An unusual feature of the Studebaker
coil spring front suspension lies in the
fact that both upper and lower control
arms are pivoted so that they rake to
the rear about 15 degrees. This has the
effect of cushioning the ride on rough
roads since the front wheels tend to

Engines in both the Champion and
Commander have a new compression
ratio of 7.0 to 1, and for high altitudes
only, a ratio of 7.5 to 1 is ‘available.
Commander engine horsepower has been
increased to 102 at 3,200 revolutions per
minute while the Champion has been
raised to 85 horsepower at 4,000 revo-
lutions per minute.

A convenient program for seeing the
capital is to go first to the Rotunda,
then visit the Hall Statuary, the Hall
of Representatives and its rooms, old
Senate Chamber and the Senate Cham-
ber and its rooms. The walls are hung
with paintings commemorating great
events in our history. Visitors 9 to 4.
Open till 4:30 if Congress is in session
and until one-half hour after adjourn-
ment during a night session,

THE SUPREME COURT
BUILDING
Is east of the Capitol. Visiting hours
are 9 to 4:30 Saturday (June 15-5Sep-
tember 15) 9 to 1,

THE LIBRARY OF CONGRESS

I[s on Capitol Hill, The white granite
building covers almost three and a half
acres. It was planned on a generous
scale for it houses one of the largest
libraries in the world, and the collec-
tions are growing with the years. Hours
are 9 to 10. Saturdays 9 to 6. Saturdays
in summer 9 to 1. Sundays and holi-
days 2 to 10.

THE TREASURY BUILDING

The Treasury of the United States
at Pennsylvania Avenue and 15th St,
is a building of sandstone and granite.
The cash room is on the first floor.
Here the Treasury cashes various war-
rants drawn upon it and presented here
for payment. Visiting hours 9 to 2.
Saturdays 9 to 12. Of the several func-
tions of the Treasury, the manufacture
and distribution of currency
which will interest the wisitor. This
may be seen at the Bureau of Engrav-
ing and Printing, 14th and C Street
§. W. Visitors are conducted 8:30 to

15 one
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11 a. m., and 1 to 2 p. m. No tours on
Saturdays or holidays.

THE DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE

The Federal Bureau of Investigation
building is on Constitution and Penn-
sylvania Avenues, 9th and 10th Sts.
Visitors are conducted through the Bur-
eau and its identification division on
tours from 9:30 a. m. to 3:30 p. m.
H.,Llur-:!:t_'.':i 930 to 12 noon,

MT. VERNON
Is on the Virginia shore of the
Potomac, 16 miles south of Washing-
ton. It is open every day of the year
to the public. An admission fee of 25
cents 18 charged. Route to Mt. Vernon:
Is via the Mount Vernon Memorial

Highway, the river route is by the

Wilson Steamboat Line leaving the 7th
Street Wharves.

THE NATIONAL
ZOOLOGICAL PARK

Is reached by Connecticut Awvenue
and cars and buses. The park com-
prises 175 acres of natural park lands
adjoining Rock Creek Park. The col-
lections number about 2400 specimens
of wvarious animal life. The park is
open at 7:30, the exhibits at 9. Feeding
hours are: Monkeys 9:30 am., 3 p.m.
Lions and tigers 1:30: Sundays ex-
cepted,

ALEXANDRIA

President Washington's pew in Christ
Church, Alexandria is still preserved
as it appeared when occupied by the
Washington family. One may make the
visit to Alexandria in connection with
the Mount Vernon trip. The Church is
open on week days, and the curator is
on the premises from 9 o'clock until 6.
The church 15 on Washington St.




DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE

SENATE OFFICE BUILDING
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GEORGETOWN
Three miles west from the Capitol is
reached by the Pennsylvania Awenue
cars. The city was founded before
Washington and is the seat of George-
town College.

ARLINGTON
NATIONAL CEMETERY

Is in Virginia on the heights of the
Potomac opposite Washington. Arling-
ton House, built in 1802 was the home
of George Washington Parke Curtis
and afterwards of Robert E, Lee, Dur-
ing the Civil War it was a hospital,
and the Arlington estate was taken
over by the Government for a national
cemetery. The Cemetery is open all day.
The building is open from 8 to 4. The
tomb of the Unknown Soldier is across
the roadway from the Memorial Am-
phitheatre.

THE WHITE HOUSE

The home of the President is on
Pennsylvania Avenue at Sixteenth St.
This was the first public building
erected here. President Washington
laid the cormerstone im 1792, President
John Adams was the first to occupy it
in 1800, The White House is associated
with all the Presidents, and in the
political parlance it means the Presi-
dent, his policies and acts. In the Civil
War it meant President Lincoln,

Visitors are admitted to the corridor,
east entrance, and East Koom. On the
walls of corridor are hung portraits of
former mistresses of the White House.
Exhibition cases display examples of
China used by different administrations.
You may visit there 10 to 2.

WHITE HOUSE
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LINCOLMN MEMORIAL

THE LINCOLN MEMORIAL

In the form of a Greek Temple of
pure white marble, is in Potomac Park
west of the Washington Monument.
The Union is expressed in the Colon-
nade of thirty-six Tonic fluted columns,
one for each State in the Union at the
time of Lincoln’s death. The central
hall is 60 feet wide, 70 feet long and
60 feet high. In central hall is the
colossal statue of Lincoln by Daniel
Chester French. In the south hall is
inscribed the Gettysburg Address.
Above are symbolical paintings by
Julius Guerin, The central group sym-
bolizes Freedom and Liberty. Lhe
Angel of Truth bestows freedom upon
the slaves. You may visit the memorial
from 2 to 9:30.

CORCORAN GALLERY OF ARTS
Is on Seventeenth Street, southwest of
the State Department. On Tuesdays,

23

Thursdavs, Sundays and

Saturdays,
holidays admission is free, other days

25 cents, The Gallery was founded
and endowed by William W. Cor-
coran as a gift to the public, for the
perpetual establishment and encourage-
ment of fine arts. The central hall is
devated to casts of ancient and renais-
sance sculpture. The walls are hung
with paintings. The gallery may be
seen intelligently only with a catalogue
which may be purchased at the en-
trance, Hours 9 to 4:30.

THE SMITHSONIAN
INSTITUTION AND
NATIONAL MUSEUM
The three buildings occupied by the
Smithsonian Institution and National
Museum are situated on the Smithson-
ian grounds—that part of the Mall
bounded by B Street N. W., B Street
5. W. and Seventh and Twelfth







Streets, The Institution stimulates and
encourages scientific investigation and
study in various departments of knowl-
edge. The old Museum building, whose
collections now embrace several mil-
lion of specimens, has the largest and
most valuable groups of animals to be
found in any museum. The new Na-
tional Museum, houses the collection
and laboratories of natural history,
geology, ethnology and archeology.

WASHINGTON MONUMENT

The monument is a shaft of white
marble, rising from elevation on the
Mall near the Potomac River. The
stairway has 900 steps which lead to
the top and contains an elevator which
carries visitors to the top without
charge. The monument is obelisk shape
and measures from the floor to its top,
555 ft. 534 inches and is the tallest
work of masonry in the world, The
outside masonry is of white marble
from Maryland and the interior is of
Gneiss and New England granite and
cost $1,300,000 to build. Visiting hours

are from 9 to 4 the year round.

THE NATIONAL GALLERY
OF ART
Is located on the Mall, Madison
Drive, Constitution Avenue, Fourth
and Seventh Streets, N. W. It is easily
reached by any bus on the routes 30,
33, 52 or 54 which travel over Penn-
sylvania Avenue. The late Andrew
W. Mellon donated funds for this
building and gave his collection of
paintings and sculpture. It also pos-
sesses a number of paintings from
other sources and has many loans
constantly on exhibition. Visiting hours
10 to 5. Sundays 2 to 5.

THE NAVAL OBSERVATORY

On the heights of Georgetown is
conducted by the Bureau of Navigation.
It contains a 26 inch telescope.

THE NATIONAL
BOTANICAL GARDENS
At the foot of Capitol Hill, contains
the rarest plants from all parts of the
world, Visitors from 8 to 5. The De-
partment of the Interior is located at
18th and C Streets

UNION STATION
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UNION STATION

Accommodates the  Pennsylvania
Railroad, Southern Railroad and other
railroads from the South coming into
the Capitol through train tunnels. It is
a very impressive structure of archi-
tecture, the length being 760 ft. and
the width 343 ft. The passenger con-
course is 760 ft., is the largest in the
world under one roof. An army of
50,000 men could stand on its floor. At
the southern end, an arched doorway
which leads to the President's private
walting room.

STATE DEPARTMENT
The State Department is on Pennsyl-
vania Avenue—I17th St., West of the
White House. You may visit there 10
to 2, Saturdays 10 to 12,

PAN AMERICAN UNION

The building of the Pan American
Union, located between B & C Sts. on
Seventeenth. It is near the Washington
Monument and the Lincoln Memorial.
This is one of the most beautiful public
buildings in the world, It was erected
at a cost of one million dollars which

was given by Mr. Andrew Carnegie
and by the twenty-one American na-
tions including the United States form-
ing the Union. The Pan American
Union is an international organization
and office maintained by the twenty-
one American Republics. There 15 a
typical Latin American Patio, with a
foundation designed by DMrs. Harry
Payne Whitney. Passing through or
around the main building the wvisitor
comes upon a beautiful setting which is
called the “Aztec Gardens.” There is a
figure here in heroic size enlarged
from the famous “Sad Indian.” The
most precious of Aztec relics. Hours 9
to 4. Saturdays 9 to 12:30.

GOVERNMENT
PRINTING OFFICE

Is at the North Capitel and G
Streets, Government publications are
printed here. It is the largest printing
office of the world. Visitors are escorted
from 10 to 12 a. m. and 1 to 2 p. m.
Building is closed to visitors 2 p. m.

PENNSYLVANIA AVENUE
Is the historical street of Washing-

In which occurred the assassination
of President Lincoln, is on 10th St,
No. 13.
