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INTRODUCTION

With the introduction of this travel
guide in 1936, it has been our idea
to give the Negro traveler informa-
tion that will keep him from running
into difficulties, embarrassments and
to make his trips more enjoyable,

The Jewish press has long pub-
lished information about places that
are restricted and there are numer-
ous publications that give the gentile
whites all kinds of information. But
during these long years of discrim-
ination, before 1936 other guides have
been published for the Negro, some
are still published, but the majority
have gone out of business for various
reasons,

In 1936 the Green Book was only
a local publication for Metropolitan
New York, the response for copies
was so great it was turned into a
national issue in 1937 to cover the
United States. This guide while lack-
ing in many respects was accepted by
thousands of travelers. Through the
courtesy of the United States Travel
Bureau of which Mr. Chas. A. R
McDowell was the collaborator on
Megro Affairs, more valuable infor-
mation was secured. With the two
working together, this guide contained
the best ideas for the Negro traveler.
Year after year it grew until 1941
“PM" one of New York's great white
newspapers found out about it. Wrote
an article about the guide and praised
it highly. At the present time the
guide contains 30 pages and lists nu-

merous business places, including
whites which cater to the Negro trade,

Rail travel has been the standard
bearer of travel for years, not only
in Europe, but in the United States
also. The United States has the most

extensive rail system and the best fa-
cilities for traveling than any country,
hence it has alwavs been the travelers
first thought, until the event of the
bus and the airplane.

about 3,700 new passenger-train cars
have been installed, and these are im-
proved in almost every way over those
in use even a decade ago.

These cars, along with the other
mndcm cars in service and those be-
ng LD[][’]I'I.LtrJ.Hj" mstalled, go a long
way in making rail trav el more com-
fortable and convenient than ever be-
fore. Whether the trip be in a coach
or a sleeping car, every effort has
been made to assure a more pleasant
journey.

Fluorescent lighting bathes the in-
terior of these new cars with glare-

less, even light, and many cars fea-
ture mdividually controlled lights.
Careful attention has been given to
interior decoration of cars, and they
have restful color combinations such
as blue, grey and ivory walls and

ceilings and with rose upholstery and
carpets.

Seating facilities in the new coaches
offer all the comfort that improved
design can give them. Reclining seats
with adjustable footrests invite relaxa-
tion, and many seats can be swung
around to provide a clear, unobstructed
view of the countryside through wide
windows.

Coach lounges are larger and more
luxurious, and have comfortable chairs,
large mirrors and additional wash
basins. Electro-pneumatic devices cause
doors to open at the touch of a finger
and remam open until the traveler
has passed.

Public address systems carry an-
nouncements, music and radio pro-
grams of interest through many trains.

coaches. This greater space for each
passenger 15 reflected in such things
as more leg room between seats and

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the greater proportion of total space
allocated for such purposes as lounge
rooms and lavatories and dining, club,
observation and other special purpose
cars. »ome of these new type cars are
equipped with domes from which the
passenger can obtain an entirely new
perspective as he watches the country-
side from a sun-glass-enclosed posi-
tion at the top ot the car.

In sleeping cars, the trend is toward
the small type room for single occu-
pancy, but here, too, the range in
improvements runs from individual
berths to drawing rooms. For instance,
a typical drawing room on a new car
offers spacious accommodations for
three passengers and includes a pri-
vate, fully-enclosed lavatory. Along
one wall is a three-place sofa with
adjustable arm rests. There are also
two movable lounge chairs, and hight-
ing and temperature controls are all
on one convenient panel.

sleeping car include roomettes which
provide complete privacy for one, with
a bed which lowers from the wall at
the twist of a handle and which folds
into the wall in the daytime to become
a sofa-seat, and bedrooms which can
accommodate two persons and which
have an enclosed toilet. Compartments,
which accommodate two persons and
contain a sofa-seat and a folding
lounge chair, also have an enclosed
tt}l]ct The comfortable berths are wide
seats by day and sleep-inviting beds
by night.

While the new cars which go to
make up the new trains are the more
obvious features—the “show window™
of railroad progress—they are only a
part oi the railroads’ program for
improving passenger service. For ex-
ample, in 1949, the railroads put more
new locomotives into service than in
any other year in their history. These
new locomotives have more “get up
and go,” too, and are capable of pull-

for longer distances and at greater
sustained speeds. They help to explain
why the United States today has the
largest number of high-speed passen-
ger trains in the world.

Although they might escape the
passenger's attention, there are also
many improvements i roadway and
structures. Rails are heavier and
stronger, and 1 combination with
better ballasted roadbed give the foun-
dation for smoother-riding passenger
cars. Reduction of grades and elimina-
fion of curves contribute greatly to
faster, more comfortable rides, Faster
and safer rides also come from im-
proved signals of all kinds, and cen-
tralized traffic control, which enables
an operator to control tram move-
ments over a wide area from a master

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Just as constant investment In new
railroad equipment means greater coms-
fort and dependability for the traveler,
it has also meant greater safety. In
1949, the railroad safety record was
better than ever before. There was
but one passenger fatality for each
one billion four hundred milhion miles
traveled. To travel that far, a passen-
ger would have to ride on a fast train,
making a mile a minute, e¢very hour
of the day and night, for the next twe
thousand years.

But even with the much better
equipment and roadway which the
railroads have in service today, a con-
stant program of research and im-
provement is being carried on to the
end that the railroads can continue fo
produce more comiortable, dependable
and sater transportation at the lowest
possible cost.

The chief industry of Los Angeles
is the production of motion pictures,
thereby giving it the distinction of
heing the motion picture Capital of
the world.

Interesting Places To See:

The famed Forest Lawn Cemetery,
located in Glendale—where the crypts
of many Hollywood notables are open
to visitors daily—and replicas of ia-
mous little churches from all Samnts
of the world, where one can attend
services, ete.

Small communities such as, Little
Mexico and Little Tokyo with their
traditional theatres and stores—the
splendid shopping centers in the heart
of the city and on the Strip—which
is Sunset Blvd, and of course the
wonderful Huntington Library.
