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OFTHE ARMY AIR FORCES WESTERN FLYING TRAINING COMMAND

The Army Air Forces Western Flying Training Command was founded in August, 1940, when
s handful of officers armed with ordars from te War Department fook over a few desks at
Moffett Field California [until their advent a factical bass). Previcus o this, 'Fll,-'ing training
in the Air Forces had bean restricted to Randoph Field and its few branches in Texas.

The eleven Wastern States: California, Oregon, Washingten, Idaho, Mevada, Utah, Arizona,
New Mexico, Colorade, Wyoming and Montana—plus the small wasternmest portions of Texas,
Mebraska, Morth Dakota and South Dakots—was the territory assigned fo AAFWFTC, |ts quota
was, and is, ona-third of the nation's flying officers.

In those opening months three years ago AAFWFTC had under its jurisdiction anly three fly-
ing schools—G&lendale, S5anta Maria and San Diego, all primary—with & total enrollment of 250
Aviation Cadets. Hs sights were aimed at 2,000 flying officer graduates a year.

Within a year, by August, 1941, AAFWFIC was expanding at a rapid pace. Ifs schaols
grew to |7 activated and five under construction. Basic schools like Minter Fiald at Bakers-
field, advanced schools l'ke Albuquerque and Mather and Stackfon, supplemented the primery
schoals. Three thousand Cadets were enrolled,

Today. with AAFWFTC going into its fourth year, its iurisdiction covers dezens of schoals
throughout the Western States. The exact number, of course, cannot be published, but it's &
far cry from thosa starh'ng day‘l of two years ago.

Headquarters of AAFPWFTC maoved fram Moffett Fleld to Santa Ana, California, whan tha
former was returned fo the status of a Mavy lighter-than-air base in April, 1942,

The first Commanding @enerel and organizer of the AAFWFIC was Brigadier General
Henry W. Harms. After slightly lass than a year he was ordered to Washington in Juna, 1941,
and Colonal [now Brigadier Seneral) Edwin B. Lyons temperarily assumed Command, [In July,
1941, Major General (now Lieutenant General] Barton K. Yount arived from a tsctical com.
mand in Florida to take over.

After six months as head of AAFWFTC, General Yount was called to Washington in Janu-
ary, 1942, and appeinted head of the new Training Commeand, now headquariered at
Fort Worth, Texas. His successor was Major General Ralph P. Cousins, West Point graduste
and member of the staff of Lisutenant Genaral Henry H. Arnold.

Today AAFWFTC includes War Service Training Detachments, many callage fraining datach-
ments, a huge classification and pre-flight training center at tha Santa Ana Army Air Base; pri-
mary, basic, single-engine, and twin-engine advanced pilot training schools; twin-engina and
four-engine trarsition schools, three gunnery schools in Mevada and Arizona, and bombardier
schools throughout the Southwest,

The prospective loss of Moffett Field as an Air Corps
Training Center in 1941 led to the consideration of
various other sites for a proposed Cadet Replacement
Training Canter. Believing that the center of training
activities was moving teward the Southwest, and that
a location there would be more convenient to the bulk
of the Civil Aviation Schools which it was propoted to
use for more advanced training, higher autharity finally,
on 16 June 1941, recommended that the Cadet Replace-
mant Center be located on its present site near Sents
Ana. The ground selected was known as the Whittier
Estata, It was formerly the Barry Rancho. and before that
was part of the Ranche Santiago de Sante Ana, & grant
of the Spanish crown to Jose Antonio Yorba in 1810,
The site eontained a little over 400 acres, and was
ideally located from the standpoint of sccessibility and
transportation facilities. [t had often been considered
as the site for a civilian aviation schoel and the im-
mediate vicinity wos the location of the Glenn Martin
plant and esperiments in 1911, The ground wos flat,
with few obstructions, and before construction began
was planted to beans, beets, and alfalfa. Climatic con
ditions were very favorable for training activities, there
baing few days of the year on which outdoor work can-
not be carried on.

Arrangemaents were made between the War Depart.
ment and the City of Santa Ana for the leasing of the
land at §1 per year, The L. 5. Enginsars started adver-
tising for hids on the building construction on 18 Oe-
tober 1941, The prime contract was awarded to the

Griffith Company of Los Angelas; and formal ground-

breaking ceremonies were held on 23 October.
Meanwhile, on 12 October, the present Commanding
Officer of the Base, Colonel [then Major) William Ab-
bott Robertson, & veteran flyer and experienced or-
ganizer, arrived st Santa Ane and sel up temporary
headquarters at the Federal Building. Choosing & cadre
of officers from Moffett Field and other stations, and
studying other replscament centers throughout the coun:
try, he gradually built up the organizaticn necessary far
the project. Additional officers, enlisted man, and sup-
plies poured into Santa Ana. The events of 7 December

1941 caused all plans to be revised upward, however,
and even before the first installations on the new base
were ready for occupancy it was known that they would
be quite inadequate for the program being evelved by
the heads of the Army Alr Forces, Colongl Robertson's
chief assistant in the early organization was Ligutenant
Celonel (then Captain] Thomas P, Atkinson whe was
Adjutant and Commander of Troops.

On |5 February 15942 the headouarters wes mowed
from Santa Ane to the new base, Some buildings were
ready for the cadets, 350 of whom arrived. mainly from
Williams and Minter Fields, in the lest wesk of February.

The training of Avistion Cadets for aircrew was the
primary obiacﬁvalof the new base, and it was thus named
tha Air Corps Replacement Training Center [Aircraw):
this name was changed to Santa Ana Army Air Base on
7 Apeil 1942, After the first weel cadets began to
paur in until, during the first week in March, the officers
in charae were told on Thursdey that they were to start
sthool the following Monday with 5000 cadets. At
this time the Aviation Cadst Section was orqanized and
arranged into companies, the infantry system beina used
since a qood deal of the ground training was in basic
military subjects. In May, 1942, this system was changed
inte an organization of Wings, Greups, and Squadrons
in view of indoctrination in Air Corps organization.

For the training of the fulure alrcrew officers procure-
ant officials went out to the high schoels and colleges
and recruited a faculty of frained and experienced
teachers, & staff which Increased until it numbered over
250. Most of these men had advanced degrees, and
thair prasance and duties actually made the base a great
university. The ingtructors were uniformed for discip.
linary and morale reasons, and were, within the year.
simost completely militarized, most of them being com.
missioned as officers in the A, U. 5. The training pro-
gram at first was the tame for future pilofs, bombardiars,
and navigaters, and consisted of military training, phys-
ical training, and academic iraining in propartioned
doses. The academic {raining included courses in mathe-
matics, physics, Morse Code, maps and charts, nawal
and airceaft racognition, organization and use of ground




rarces, military custems and courtesies, safeguarding mili-
tary information. military hygiene, and War Department
publications,

On |5 June 1942 most of the kinks in the training
program had been ironed out and on that date the
Aviation Cadet Seclion was split wp inte the three
schools: Air Force Classification Center: Air Force Pre.
flight School [Pilol): and Air Force Preflight School [Bom-
pardied-Mavigator). The lstter are self-explanatory in
titla: the Classification Center was responsible for the
testing of putative aircrew trainees, the elimination of
the unfit, and the placing of thote who passed in the
most appropriate category., For these purpeses the
trained scienlists and educators in charge have developed
battaries of tests of all types for mental alertness, me-
chanical aptitude, ete., which have gained great atten.
tion from the educational authorities ocutside of the
Army, The testing work in Classification Center is large-
ly perfarmed by Psychological Research Unit No, 3 and
by the 33rd Alfitude Training Unft, which cooparate
with the Flight Surgeon in physical and psychological
pxamination of the fitness of the candidates, |1 may
be noted that Santa Ana was the only base in the
country training all three types of preflight training—
Filot, Bombardier, and Mavigator, and also the only one
having a Classification Center as well as the preflight
schoals,

Other Schools developed on the Base have been the
Student Officers School. started on April 12, 1943, for
the preflight training of officers transferring from other
services to the Air Corps, and the Chingse Detachment,
for the indoctrination, English language training and
praflight training of Chinese officers, cadets. and en-
listed men of the Chinese Air Forces under a Lend-
Lease arroangement with tha Republic of China. The
Chinese Schoel was started in Saptember 1943,

The Base has had, of course, the aid provided by
other services and branches of the Armed Forces, The
Quartermaster Corps hat supplied il adequately and
well: the Corps of Engineers has comstructed appro-
priste buildings and built roads, pavemants, and parade
grounds: the Finance Department has looked after the
large payrolls; the Ordnance Department has taken care
=f rangos, waapons and ammunition; the Chamical Waer-
faro Service has given training and supplies in tha vital
pragram of Chemical Defense,

Maorala has always basn high on the Base, and this,

o8]

of course, has bean largaly due to the fine squipment
and services provided by various Army morale agencies,
whosa activities have been sought and encouraged by
the Commanding Officer and his aides. These include:
the Army Postal Service, with its main Post Office and
five branches: the Post Exchange, with five branches and
varicus concessions; the Army Theater Program, with
threa movie theatars: the Special Services Branch, with
its oparation of Public Relations, Army Emergency Re
lief, the Service Club, the Post Library, and the "Cadet™
MNewspaper: the American Red Cross, with its Field
Office and Hosoital Service: and above all the Chap-
lain's Departmert, with its four chapels staffed by de-
voted ministers of various failhs,

The Station Hospital is a most important activity.
Mot enly has it developed into a 1500-bed hospital with
all modern facilibies, but it has proved te be a training
ground frem which many Medical Officers have gone
out to organize snd head other installations. It has also
dane considerable valuable original research, the results
of which have been made available to, and used by, the
entira Armad Forces, and it hae cooperated in the ox
amination and salection of aircrew candidates,

In September 1943 higher authority changed the ocb-
jectiva of the Base from the single one of training air-
crew 7o include also the training of enlisted man. Since
then, under the direction of the Base Plans and Training
Office, here has been a strong program of basic military
training for enlisted men, resulting in preparation and
shipping of many men for overseas duty.

The Base hes contributed greatly to the Amy Air
Forces Training Program in the development of new
methods, techniques. and training aids; it has contri
buted, in practically every department to the training
of officers who bave taken over higher positions in other
installations: but above all it has had a most important
part in the training of the Pilots, Bombardiers, and Navi-
gators who are the principal cogs in the mighty machine
of the Army Air Forces. General Arncld has released
for publication the fact that we have trained since 1941
over 100,000 plets, over 18,000 navigators, and over
20,000 bombardiers. We cannet give figures but every
officer and man of the Sanla Ana Army Air Base is proud
of the fact that no small propertion of thess men have
received their preflight training at Santa Ana, "The
Cradle of the Craw”,

the air arm of the service on this date, the value of aircrafi
in a military way was not immediately apparent, particularly
lo a natien at peace, and it was not until March, 1911,
almast two years later, that Congress for the first Hime
specifically appropriated money for aviation . . . to the tune
of §125,000. By September, 1913, Army aviation had grown
slewly until it had |7 planes, with a personnel of 23 officers
and 21 enlisted men,

Inasmuch as the original conception of the role of aircraft
in warfara was purely that of observation, the central of
military aviation was left in the hands of the Signal Ceorps,
and, indeed, aviation remained in this branch unbil 1918,
when it was diverced from the Signal Corps and expanded
into two departments—the Bureau of Military Aerenautics
and the Bureau of Aircraft Production. Upen the termina-
tion of the war these two departments were consolidated
into the Air Service. The first actual use of aircraft by the
Army began in March, 1916, when the First Aero Squadron,

compaosed of 16 officers, 77 enlisted men and eight airplanes
began operations with the Punitive Expedifion in Mexica.

The World War, of course, with ifs constantly accelerating
&mphns?s upon air pawer, wasi ms?oniihie for the fapid
expansion of American aviation, By the time of our declara-
tion of war upen Germany in April of 1917, Army aviation
consisted of 85 officers (35 of whom were flyers), 1,087
enlisted men and 55 airplanes. Mo better commentary can
be made upon the changing role of air power at the begin-
ning of the Warld War and of the present conflict than to
compare this number with the 10,697 officers, 125,650
enlisted men and 8,707 aviation cadets which we had on
June 30, 1941, with the number constantly increasing under
the impetus of the greatest expansion program in history.

During the first sight years of its existence, 1909-1916—
a total of 147 airplanes had been delivered to Army Avia-
tion, Congress, in July of 1917, appropriated $640,000,000
for Army Aviation, the largest appropriation which had ever
been made up until that time for any single purpose. Work-
ing as rapidly as possible, the country began the gigantic
task of eatehing up in production with countries long at war,
The first task was to train American flyers and for this pur-
pose flying schools and ground schools were set up at a
number of schools and colleges. Nearly 15,000 flying cadets
received training in this country, and about | 800 in Europe.
By March, 1918, our Army Aviation strength was [1,000
efficers and 120,000 enlisted men.

At the time of the Armistice we had 757 pilots, 481 ob-
servers, with 740 planes and 77 balloons at the front, and
1,402 pilots, 769 airplanes and 252 balloon observers had
entered the Zone of Advance.

While at the time of the Armistice less than 25 per cent
of the planes flown by American pilots were of Amarican
manufacture, we were already beginning to swing into large
scale produetion, principally of British designed DeHavillands
and Handley-Page's equipped with the American Liberty
moter, the greatest contribution of American manufacturers
to the war effort, American aviators were officially credited
with the destruction of 491 enemy airplanes, of which 462
were accounted for by 63 aviators, We had 43 squadrons
at the front at the time of the Armistice, Following the con-
clusion of the war, our air strength was allowed to dwindle
to 1,000 officers and 10,000 men.

The Army Recrganization Act of 1920 provided for 1,515
officers and 10,300 enlisted men for the Alr Service, and
the Air Corps Act of 1925 authorized a "Five Yaar Pro-
gram' which contemplated at its conclusion a persannel

~ strength of 1,650 officers and 15,000 enlisted men with 500

cadets, and equipment consisting of 1,800 serviceable planes.
On March [, 1935, the famous GHQ Air Force was estab-
lished, embracing all tactical Air Corps Units within the
Caontinental United States. Prior to its formation combat
squadrons ware trained under widely different mathods,
depending upon the conception of the Group Commandars,
The purpose, which was asccomplished, of the GHQ Ajr
Ferce was to co-ordinate the systems of training so as to
preduce uniformity and the ability to operate together as
a team, Another accomplishment was the later development
of the combat crew as a fighting team. In practice, the
same officers and men were assigned to the same airplane,
and each team, through constant cooperation and practice,
was able to attain a high degree of efficieney,

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Even more important than all these innovations, howaver,
was the fact that the Air Corps, as it was known then, was,
for the first time, under & unified command, and under an
air officer, Major General Frank M. Andrews, later Lieu.
tenant Goneral, whose untimely death over the barren
wastes of lceland brought a major loss to the Army Air
Forces, Here was another notable step toward the fullest
development of our Army Air arm as an independently-
functioning entity complete within itself,

This organization of air power lnto & highly mobile striking
force of great unified power had, as its backbone, the func-
tion of Bombardment, The GHQ Air Force was divided into
threo Wings, The First Wing, with headquarters at March
Field, California, comprised two Bombardment Groups, one
Attack Group, and two Reconnaissance Squadrons. The
Second Wing, with headquarters at Langley Field, Virginia,
comprised two Bombardment and twe Pursuit Groups, and
twa Reconnaissance Squadrons. The Third Wing, at Barks-
dale Field, Louisiana, was composed of one Attack and one
Pursuit Group,

But even this organization was to be changed soon by the
pressure of aver-increasing expansion of our Army Aviation,
On June 23, 1941, the Army Air Forces was established,
These included the Headquarters, Army Air Foreas; the
Air Force Combat Command [which supercaded the GHQ
Air Force), the Air Corps and all other air units. At the
same time an Air Council was created to review and co-
ordinate major Army aviation projects. The Air Council
included Assistant Secretary of War for Alr, Robert A
Lovett [ex officio), General H. H. Arnold, president of the
ecouncil, Licutenant General Delos C. Emmens, Lisutenant
General George A, Brett, and the Chiof of the War Plam
Division of the War Department General Staff. In addition
to his dulies as Deputy Chisf of Staff [Air), Ganeral Arnold

became Chief of the Army Air Forces. General Emmons
was made Chief of the Alr Force Combat Command, and
Ganoral Brett, Chiaf of the Air Corps.

At the end of May, 1941, the Ferrying Command was
organized to speed up the process of getting bombers to
our English allies, Originally under the command of Celonal
Robert Olds (later a Brigadier General in command of the
Second Air Force at Spokane, Washingten, now deceased),
it is now commanded by Majer General Hareld L, Geerge,
and designated Air Transport Command, Since Pearl Har-
bor its activities have been vastly expanded into a huge
world-wide organization engaged in the transport of all types
of aircraft, plus supplies, equipment, and personnal to all the
fighting fronts,

By the final recrganization, or "streamlining,” which took
place last March, the Air Corps ceased to exist, sven as a
purely administrative erganization, and the Combat Com-
mand was eliminated, as well The varieus combat Ak
Forces, which are complete units, of themselves, are now
direclly under the command of overall field commanders
such as General MacArthur, another step forward in unified
command. It is interesting to note that many of these field
commanders, whase commands comprise all arms of the
sarvies, are themselves alr officers, such as General Brett,
in the Caribbean. Each Air Force is, of course, commandad
by an Air Force Officer, of general grade, whather within
the continental United States or overseas. These combat
forces include all units of military aviation such as bembard-
ment, intercoption [fighter squadrons), observation, and
ground-air support, together with the necessary maintenance
service.

As a result of the March 9 change, the Air Forces are
recognized as one of tha three eloments of the Army,
together with Ground Forces and Supply. This new organi-
