1, This memo will cover the essential facts of my takks with several

people in the Agency with reagard to my proposed meeting with Subject.

2. As Ibelieve is covered in previous memoranda, I have discussed this
matter with Win Scot$ of IR, who was in agreement with my suggestion to
have Subject cowe to the U.S. for any discussion we were to have with him.

1 huve discussed the matter with ' ) B DC/SE, as to the operational
and security viewpoints. He is in agreement with the proposel to enter into
explorat ory talks with “ubject, but is of the strong opinion that no
cormittments should be made to Subject until the re sults of this exploma-

tory mesting have been fully duscussed and evaluated.

3. I have briefed L 7\ (SE/CFI) on the bachground of this case,
and explained what we hope to do. e This Idid on 30 June and azain on
6 July 195L4. He is agr:eable to exploring the possibilities, but is rightly
concerned that we do not get iuto the game hassle that we had with L
j’. I am in thorough agreerent w th this, as I have long expressed

my view that nany of cur troubles with (= I might have been avoided if
he had been approached as any other "creep" who had a "plan”, and put under
a definite contract that stated his responsibilities and the lirits of his

author ity to conduct operations and to spend money. I fesl that we should
do tris sort of thing with Subject if it should develop that he has so:ething
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3, (cont'd) to cffer that we want to buy.

L. While [~ Jwas in town last week, I briefed him on what I
had been doing and proposed to do with regard to Subject, stating that
since I was leaving this all to him within a few weeks, that I would make
no commitments whatever, but would gather whatever data I could obtain
and leave it to him to make the fimal decision as to whether the Branch
should go ahead with the propcsition, assuming, of course, that there is
an operational potential there. fDean was, I believe, somewhat opposed to
the idea that Subject might be/:ny value to us. He pointed out that he
had know Subject in Austria and Bermany after the war, and that Sub ject
had not impressed anyone (at least not Yean) very favorably at that time.
Dean felt that Subject was a rather "small-time" political charlatan,”

While I agreed that this might be so, I pointed out that I felt we
should have the benefit of an independent survey of recent date to
determine just what, if any, assets and/or potential the man offered
us now or in the future. I said that if nothing else, he might give us
good leads to a number of men who could well be useful come D-Day as
PM cadre-type men., I also pointed out that ki the men we hzd had the
best results from in Creece, at least in the period 19L9-52, had been
followers of Subject, and that based on that/ experience, I felt we
stood to gain rather than lose by getting the names, locations, and
estinated potential of the men he says are sworn to follow him.

Dean was concerned that Subject would capitalze on the medting

with a member of the U.S. Government, even thoush, since I would reet

Subject under an alias, he coul g’e_%frove thet there was such a person,
Uilks .
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L. (Cont'd) I agreed that this was a possibility that must be taken into

account, but felt that that was always a possibility in dealings with

any emigre, and that unless monéy and activity wzare forthcoming, it

would not help him much with his followers.

The fact that it appears that neigher the British ncr the Canadians
have used him (at least as far as we can tell from his reager financial
situation) was discussed. Mo decision could be made on this point, but
it was one that should not be overlooked in any subsequent dealings with

or consideration of, Subject.

5. A letter was received from = 7 enclosing a translation
of a letter from Subject dated 25 June 195k, Toronto, on 30 June 195k.
This stated that Subject was going to the U.S. Ccnsulate on 6 July, and
expected to receive his visa either that day, or by the end of the week.
He thought thet he would thus be able to uake "the meeting" any time
during the week of July 10. I called [ at 09LS on 6 July and told
him that I would have definite word on the meeting date that afternoon,
and wonld call him at about 1430 on § July. C Jis then tozet off a
letter to Subject immedistely giving him the date of the meeting,
After discussing this with L[ 71, 1 have ddcided to try to make the
meeting far 15 July. If this is confirmed by Subject, I shall meet

hir as already arranzed at the hotel in Sgringfield, kass. on that date.
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6. On the morning of 6 July, I discussed the matter of travel orders,
travel vouchers, etc., at casiderable length with [C 3. Itold
him that E expected to be going to Soringfield, kass. on or ahout pin
July, depending -n the firm date to be established, and that I shoild
be returning by or before 2L July. I added that if the deal on o |
jelled in Boston, I shculd also want to run over there while in the
area, so had this written into the travel orders., I pointed out that
this was only a possibility, and might not materialize; that I merely
wanted to wover it in case it should come about.

I told Ted that I would pay hotel and meak bills for Subject while
in Spkngfield, and pay his transportation expenses TorontoyCpringfield-
N.Y.-Toronoto. The raascn for paying them via N.Y.C. is that he has
made arrangements with certain of his friends and correligionaries to
visit them, and that this visit to his friends wixidix will furnish
cover for his meetings with me. We agreed that a Travel Advance of some
#$300.0C should take care of my expeuses and DOCHEV'S, I am to advise

Ted if there are any changes in this schedule.

1. At 1500 today, I talked with kr. Winston Scott of F&R-with regard
to th: present status of our negotiations wi.th DOCHEV. I told him that
I was geing to seée Dochev tomorrow and sound him out on what he had to
offer. 1 said that I would be under an alias, and that I would not ee-
veal the fact that I wokred for CIA, but would say that I represented

the U.S. Government -

2. I stated that if anything developed out of this meeting that it
would then devlove apon my successor, 3, to carry the

$all on any further negotiations, and probably, if we were goin to use
the man at all, that it would be advisable and/or necessary tc bring

him to the U.S. where wé could control him and see him regularly.

3. ‘¥r. Scott said that he felt that that was all right, and that he
4 could not see what complaint the Canadaian Govt. would fave even if they
learned of this meeting. He said that if he got anycomplaints, he would

call me, but that in the meantime, he did not need to know my alias.
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15 July 1954

1. I contacted Dr. DOCHEV by phone at 1230, I phoned the YMCA from a phone
booth at the Railroad Station. The desk clerl =aid NANHWV yag in and got

him on the phone. I identified myself as = . 1 and asked if
he could see me at 1300. He agreed. I said I'd meet him in the lobby
of the YMCA.

2. I found him sitting in the lobby of the YMCA at 1256 when I entered. I
recognized him from his picture (although he looks older) and his "blue
suit and blue necktie". I introduced myself as ;- 1., sat down
with him on the sofa a few moments; showed him my half of a torn folder;
he produced his half, and, at my suggestion, went to lunch. We walked

. over to the Sheraton-Kimball, where I was staying. I learned he did not

e [ care for a drink, nor does he smoke, so we went strdight to the dining
room, which is just off the lobby.

3, We had only been seated & few moments when I looked up to see an old
acquaintance greeting me, with, "Hello, Don, where have you been". I
recognized him as & Mr. Wells (len Wells, I believe) who used to be one
of my essureds when I worked for the Mason Insurance Agency! He said he
had tried to catch my eye when I sat down, but since he couldn't, came
over to my table, Seeing that this could soon become embarrassing (with
DOCHEV 1istening) I spotted his table where his wife was sitting and
moved over to spesk to her. She asked what I was doing and I said I was
taking a few days off to take care of some personal business and expected
to stop off in New Hampshire over the weekend to see some friends, and
assured them I would try to stop by and see them. (with the thought of
postponing further conversation now.) A few words were said by Mr. and
Mre. about McCarthy, etc., was I in Washington, etc., I said I was, but
that I was prospecting for a job in private business. They suggested
Keene, but I said I was thinking of N. Y. Then, after wishing them well,
I excused myself and returned to my table, mentally wiping my brow!

L. I apologized to Dr. DOCHEV, saying they were old acquaintances whom I had
not seen in years who were passing through, (I had previously ascertained
that they were leaving for Keene this afternoon.) After this, I made it a
point to restrict conversation to gemeral topics such as his family, his
business, business conditions in Canada, ete.

T cannot say for certain, but I do not believe Dr. DOCHEV overheard my
true name, If he did, he made no mention of any such suspicion.

5, After returning to my table, I told Dr. DOCHEV he should let me "buy"
him an American drink, to which he agreed. I ordered two Daiquiris - he
said he liked it, elthough said he would only have one.
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As soon as we finished lunch, we came up to my room for our meeting. I

started by saying that I had come to meet him in response to his renuest

and that I was ready to listen to whatever he had to say. Before we went
any further, however, I said I must know whether he was in the employ of

any other service. He said he was not. I asked about CIS, BIS specifically,
whether he had approached them, He said he had not, Had they approached
Any other service? He stated firmly and positively that he had
not worked for any foreign IS except for "American Military Intelligence"
while he was in Germany after the war. He said thet was four years ago

and that he had done nothing since, but earn his own living and do his

own "organizational work".

I pointed out that our government was on very friendly terms with Canada
end England, and would wish to have no discussions with him if he were
in any way working for either of them. Also, that we could check his
statement by asking these services.

I also pointed out that our government had reports on him as being a
Nazi, Fascist, collaborator, a political charlaton, etc., and that he was
not very highly regarded there., I added that we would be willing to
listen to whatever he had to offer including any explanation about his
prewa? and postwar activity.

He denied that he had ever been & Nazi-collaborator, but stated that his
activity had been pro a strong Bulgaria and anti-commnist. He pointed
out that he had organized the National Legions in the early 30's and
that it had been declared illegal by the government before the war.

He then launched into a long statement about the strength of the Bug-
Commnist groups in U. S, and Canada, (particularly the latter). Iatter
called "Cenadian-Bulgarian Club", had its own building, numerous meetings,
published & paper regularly (Novo Vreme) and was able to publish regular
propaganda and attacks on him (and other non-Comminists) while he was
nearly powerless to reply due to lack of funds to publish his paper except
very occasionslly. He said that this created a bad impression among the
Bug emigres because they could read the propaganda and accusations in
NOVO VREME and NARODNA VOLYA, but could not read any counter-propaganda
or rebuttals when he could not afford to publish his paper, which he
claimed was the only non-Communist Bug paper in the U. S. and Camda,
except, of course, for the MAKEDONSKA TRIBUNA.

In this connection, I askad him what support he got for his paper and

how he printed it. He replied that he paid most of the cost out of his
own pocket with very few contributions from his friends. He has it
printed by the Ukrainien press in Toronto which publishes two (2)
Ukrainian anti-commnist papers called HOMINI UKRAINA, and UKRAINSHI
ROBITNIK. He added that there was a large Ukrainian population (60-70,000)
in and around Toronto, and that they cooperated with the BNF people and
vice versa on certain anti-commie programs.

I then asked himvhy it was, if he and his group had anything to offer,
that it was not possible to hold meetings, stir up interest, get peovle
to donate work ard even small contributions, hold picnies, "vecherinki",
concerts, lectures, etc., without any finencial support?
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DOCHEV replied that he was and had been holding meetings, lectures, etec.,
but that the main factor was this: that his group took in as members
only those who were of the "new emigration" made up of younger people
and those who were "politically-minded" and that these people, being
recent arrivals, were working full-time earning enough to live and

had little time, money, or energy to contribute to the "cause"., He
further said that hic "action" group must be made up only of this kind
of persons since they were the only ones who would be willing and able
to give themselves to clandestinework; that the older emigrants (those
in America for 15, 20, 30, 40 years had no latention of returning to
Bulgaria, and wanted little or no part in any such activity. He said

if he developed a "going" organization with a repular paper, and some
activity, the older group would help out financially, at least, and
support him probably in other ways, such as showing themselves as in the
anti-commie camp rather than being totally indifferent, or from lack of
anything else, reading NOVO VRFME and going to the Commie Clubs functions.
He pointed out (quite truly} that a great many of the older emigrants
could not read English well, if at all, and for that reason subscribed
to any paper‘printed in Bulgarian, and attended functions of the Commie
Club because they spoke and understood 1little English.

I asked how the Canadien-Bulgarian Club got its money if it wasn't from
contributions from 2 large and active membership and a large circulation
of the paper. He said that they did get some money that way, but men-
tioned two examples of how they got money from Bulgaria:

4. Simeon TSVRTKCV is editor of NOVO VRFME. He has lived in Canada
for 23 years. Two years afo, he wrote in his paper that DOCHEV
talked against the present regime but didn't know what he was
talking about. Therefore, he, TSVETKOV, would go to Bulgaria and
find out who was right. He did; stayed 3-4 months and returned with
"many trunks full of Bulgarian embroidery, blouses, etc.'} which he
put on disply in their Club house and sold. Asked where he got the
money for all these things, he (TSVFTKOU) seid he had owned a "big
house" in Bulgaria} had sold it, bought these things with the money
from the sale of the house and now sold them in Canada to convert
his leva into dollars.

DOCHEV commented that in all his 23 years in Canada, no one had ever
heard him speak of having a house in Bulgaria. He felt morally
certain that much if not all of that money went into the treasury
of the Club and the paper. TSVETKOV, of course, reported that
everything in Bulgaria was "just fine",

B. Elia BEZOV - an importer in Totonto, imports large tonnage of Kashkaval
and Olrene from Bulgaria end sells it in U.S. and Canada, He ad-
vatizes heavily in NOVO VREME. DOCHEV feels certain that this gimmick
covers his contributions to the Club and paper.
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34, I said I could see that the anti-commis group needed ' "beefing up", but
was not at all sure that we were the ones to throw in the money, and
that I thought we would like a demonstration of what his people could
do without a subsidy. I also pointed out that Bulgarians never could
get together; were content to stay in little splinter groups fighkting
each other, thereby allowing the commies to be the strongest single group.

DOCHEV agreed that this was, unhappily, so, but made a strong point of
the fact that given a little support, his group could meld a large portion
of the emigration with its program since it was a non-party organization
whose main purpose was liberation of Bulgeria and the re-establishment

of the Tirnovo Constitution, after which it's work would be done and

the Bulgarian people could choose its own form of government and belong
to any party they wished.

15. Here, DOCHEV gave me the BNF, 3-point program:

I. Fight against Commnism for Liberation of Bulgaria.

II. Restoration of Tirnovo Constitution.

III. Win Friends in Western World who can help in Fight against
Communism,

16. In this connection, I asked how he felt about King Simeon II. He replied
that the Tirnovo Constitution provided for a constitutional monarchy;
therefore, he stated that if the Constitution were restored, it would
give Simeon the right to return as King. He reiterated, however, that
this would be a decision up to the Bulgarian people after liberation,
and not a bridge he would cross now, emphasizing that free elections
after liberation would determine this,

17. DNOCHEV pointed out that Simeon II would be 18 next June (1955) end there-
fore old enough to be King inhis own right. He slso mentioned that he
had written Col. Marchev (Markov?), ADC to the Queen, asking about the
Royal Family's views on restoration of momarch, etc., but that Col. M.
had replied that it was too early to say anything definite now.

12. I gained the impression that DOCHEV favored a monarchy, but did not wish
to commit himself fully at this time. Apparently, he, like many others
familiar with Bulgaria and the Belkans, feels that the time is not yet
ripe for what we ere pleased to call Democracy in Bulgaria, and that a
modified form of repu-licanism plus a constitutioral menarch would be
far better for-the country. (At the risk of going out on a 1imb, I
mst say that I agree with this position. Englend still finds 1t useful.
T think we often make the mistake in politics as well as religion, re-
frigeratore, etc., of firmly believing that "what is good for us is good
for everyone“, overlooking the fact that the background, economy, mores,
etc., of a given country may be quite different from ours.

NOTE: (This brings to mind the fact thet a certain wealthy retired
U.S. statesman was supposed to invite Stmeon to his home in the
U.S. this summer. Let's query Paris about this.)
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DOCHFV emphasized that his group, BNF, was not a political party, but

a liberation movement whose objective and reason d'etre would be accom- 3
plished upon the liberation of Bulgaria from Commnism. At that time his .
organization could be dissolved. Asked if he had political ambitions in
post-liberation Bulgaria, he said that was something else - if the Bulgarians
elected him to an office, he might serve, However, he emphasized that his

one objective was to liberate his country. He said he could not remain

in Canada or U.S.; he must return to his homeland; that when the time for

an active resistance movement came, he must lead his hard-core cadre of
"partizan" into Bulgaria where he would personally lead his men., He

stated emphatically that he could not sit idly hack in safety and send

his men in; he had always led his men and must do so again.,

I pointed out that while I admired his courage and purpose, I could not
agree to consider him in connection with clandestine info-gathering if he
were insistent on exposing himself (with his knowledge) to 90% sure
capture. DOCHEV readily agreed with this, saying he had no intention

of doing this until the "open fight" began, and would not consider going
into Bulgaria with or as an info agent, as he fully recognized how this
would jeopardize not only lives, but a whole program,

Alorg this line, he told me that about 2-3 weeks ago, he had received a
letter from a Bulgarian-Jewish dentist, a close friend of DOCHEV's
brother (an M.D,) in Bulgaria who had recently migrated to Israel.

The dentist (NU) said that DOCHEV's brother told him before he left that
he would soon have to write a letter (under Militia direction) to DOCHEV
saying that if DOCHEV did not return to Bulgaria, it would go hard with
him and their mother. He told the dentist to tell DOCHEV to pay no at-
tention to this as it would be under duress, and that his return to
Bulgaria could not help them and would only be playing into hands of
commies, DOCHFV added that he had not written to anyone in Bulgaria
since 1944, nor had he received any letters from his brother or mother.

His brother is about 35, graduated from Med School in 44, started practice,
interned 5 yrs. in camp, let out and now apparently was being used as
doctor by regime., His mother is in late 70's. (Full details his biographic
data and family will be mailed to me before he leaves U.S.)

Early in our talk, DOCHEV made a great point of fact that he wanted to be
able to counteract commie propaganda of Bug-Commie group in U.S. and
Canada, Said he'd like very much to be able to start up his paper in
AUGUST in order to build steam for a Protest Meeting ir Toronto on 5
September to remind everyone this was the tenth (10th) year of Communism
in Bulgaria, It tuned out that the American-Bulgarian League is holding
its convention in Toronto 4-5 Sept (Sat. and Sun) and DOCKEV had arranged
with Iliev, President of APL, to let the ABL out for two hours to attend
the Protest Meeting. DOCHEV believes this will be one thing they can do
to counteract the commie propaganda, but said the more publicity he could
give it the more people he could get to attend, the more successful it
would be, (I agree)

NOTE: Since 9 Sept is on a week day, and 5 Sept is a Sunday, the meeting
will be on Sunday. He has already arranged for the use of the
Orthodox (non-MPO) Church hall for the meeting. Hopes for
300-400 people.

His next point was that he wanted to form a cadre of some 300 men
selected for combat duty as partizani "come the day". These men will be
trained and equipped for the day when the time is ripe for guerrilla
warfare in Bulgaria.

He then touched on the idea of "winnowing" over all his men to come up
with about 10 of the best for IS agents. This, he feels, is of great
importance and must be started soonest. He would like to be able to start
next spring with at least one or two men to go into the country. Asked
from where he would plen to send them in, he seemed to think primarily
of Greece. He was very emphatic about not letting the Greeks know
anything about this business. (One of the reasons for this is that he
has apparently been told that it was the Greeks who picked up Digko,

gave him an office, cave him funds to btuild an orgenization, send teams
to Bulgaria who went straight to DS and "seng". He was quite bibter
about this as he felt that this had brought about a cessation of American
activity putting several of his boys (MARIOV, BAKAROV, etc.) out of
business, also blew names, routes, training, ete., to the Bugs.

T made a grest point of the necessity for knowing your agent "from
bvefore", i.e., before 9/12/4.. He said he would not use anyone unless
either he or one of his trusted men knew the man before. He said this
was the value of working through 2 PA; him for instance! I agreed that
this system might have some meri’, btut tkat it also had disadvantages,
particularly in that it usually invelved insecure transmittel of infor-
mation via open meil.

T then asked him =bout his organization, how many members, where, who were
the leaders, etc. He said that the Bulgarian National Front had about
1500-1600 active members. He pointed out that he selected members only
from the "new emigration" and the younger men. By "new emigration" he
means those who have come out of Bulgaria since 1944, or generally since
WW II. The other qualification for membership was that the persons
should be "politically-minded". I gathered that thie phrase meent not
only that the person should be interested in and knowledgeable about
politics, but that he should also be mentally and physically prepared to
combat Commnism.
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28. The following is the 1ist of chapters of his organization and the
presidents:

CANADA - (about 200 members)

They also have "friends" in Pittsburgh, Cleveland, Los Angeles, etc.,
but nokormal organization there.

I then asked DOCHEV to fill me in on how, when, and why, his organization

got sterted. He said that it started with a meeting of some 50 Bulgarians

in Heidlbarg, Germany, in October 1948, These 50 men were all personal 7
friends of DOCHEV's whom he had known in Bulgaria before 19%Z, and in whom
he had confidence. The general idea was to form some sort of an organiza-
tion to do something about liberating Bulgaria from Communism. The con-
census was that they would try to form a non-party organization the mein
purpose of which was to take in anyone who subscribed to certain principles
(mainly the liberation of Bulgaria from Communism and the restoration of

the Tirnovo Comstitution). As a result of this meeting, they invited all
such Bulgarians that any of them knew about to attend a meeting in

December 1949. This was the organizational meeting held in Munich. An
executive committee of three men was elected: Ivan DOCHEV, Hristo STATEV
(Rome), Dr. Dimitur VUICHEY (Munich). There wes no chairman, and, accord-
ing to DOCHEV, each had equal authority, but each headed up a different
phase of the work, as follows:

VULCHEV - editor of the paper (Natsionalna Bulgsria) and head of
the Propaganda Department.

STATEV - in charge of relations with other organizations and groups

DOCHEV - 3n charge of organizational work. FHe said that all corres-
pondence comes to him in Toronto, end he passes the word
on all matters pertaining to the organization, (This, in
effect, makes DOCHEV the executive member of the committee,
end thus head man. While he makes no point of this, it is
evident in everything he says that he is the "leader".)

I asked him about the newspeper, "natsionalna Bulparia" that his group
publishes in Munich, particularly where they got the funds to publish

it. He replied that they used only funds that could be provided by the
membership personelly, since they &id not want to be beholden to Germany,
or any other power at that time; they wanted to rem2in independent and be
able to expeess their own views without having a sponsor who could request
that articles be slented certain ways in order to keep up the subsidy.

He added thet this made it necessary to publish the paper only when they
had enough money, hence the publication was irreguler and infrequent,
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31. In addition to the exeaitive committee, there is a Board which consists
of the presidents of each of the local chapters. Hence the men listed
in paragraph 28 would constitute the Board.

32, I asked him what his views were on the MACEDONIAN QUESTION. He said that
he felt that the furor caused by MPO and IMRO was greatly exaggerated;
that there was no great feeling any more among the people in Yugoslavia,
Greece, and Bulgaria for an autonomous Mecedonia, but that the people in
the U.S. and Canada were constantly whipped into & frenzy about this matter
for purely business reasons. I asked what he meant by business reasons;
he said that it was his firm conviction that Liuben DIMITROV et al,
heading up the MPO, kept up this enthusiasm in order to keep themselves
in well-paid jobs. He pointed out that Liuben DIMITROV is head of the
MPO and editor of the Macedonska Tribuna and gets a salary from each
job. He also mentioned that there is really very little about a free and
independent Macedonia in the paper; that its content was mostly advertise-
ments, news about picnics, meetings, weddings, etc.

DOCHEV went on to say that he felt it was exactly the wrong thing to do
at this point to make any noise about a free and independent Macedonia;
he felt that the first and major point was a free and independent Bulgaria,
that if that were achieved, then would be time to t.alk about Macedonia,
He also pointed out that at & time when we were all béfnding our efforts
toward fighting Communism, when we were a8king Greeks, Turks, Yugoslavs,
etc., to help liberate countries behind the Iron Curtein (Bulgaria),
that it made no sense at all to antagonize those people by telling them
that we should fight the Greeks to obtain a free Macedonia, likewise the
Jugs, and so forth. (This is a very sound point, and one that has long
caused problems in our relations with the Creeks, who greatly fear a
strong Macedonian movement. It will be recalled that even the small grmp
of IMRO boys who made up the THORAX operation caused the Greeks no small
amount of worry. It will also be recalled that the Greeks made a good
deal of the fact that they claimed they had evidence that GAMMA was
really an IMRO man, citing the fact that he was born in a little town
now in Greek Mszedonia, formerly in Bulgarian Macedonia. Therefore, it
becemes more than clear that any infiltration of the idea of a free
Macedonia (meening the loss of the grester part of northern Greece) into
the picture when we are planning to utilize Greek forces in any forth-
coming conflict with Commnism hat area, would be disastrous, regard-
less of the rights and wrongs involved.)

DOCEFV further stated thet he knew Ivan MIHAIIOV personally, hed, in fact,
hidden him out in Austriz after WW II, and obtained false documentation
for him so that he could cross the border into Italy., He explained that
he had been working for CIC at the time, and had gotten the documentation
from them without revealing to them that it was actually for MIHAIIOV.
(this may or may not be so; it is possible, but should be checked.)

SEGRET
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He went on to say that MIHAIIOV had been very angry at him (DOCHEV)
because of the following incident: that in 1950, MIHAILOV had submitted
a report to the American Military in Germany saying in effect that he
had thousands of men ready end willing to spring to arms and overthrow
the government of Yugoslavia if the U. S. would supply him with arms.
DOCHFV was asked by CIC to comment on this, and he, DOCHFV, had replied
that he thought that MIHAIIOV(s report was greatly exaggerated; that he
undoubtedly did have a few followers who would rise if MIHAILOV guve
the word, but that it constituted nowhere near the force that MIHAIIOV
claimed, DOCHEV thought that word of this must have leaked to MIHAILOV
as shortly after he arrived in Canada, at which time the Macedonians had
been most cordial to him, a letter arrived from MIHAILOV &elling all the
MPO people that DOCHEV was their enemy, and not to help or support him
in any way.

As the American-Bulgarian League had come into the conversation several
times, I asked DOCHEV what-he felt about the League, and whether he
thought that it served any useful purpose. DOCHEV replied that he
thought that it had no great significance as far as his aims were con-
cerned, primarily because the stated aims were those of establishing
good relations between Bulgarians and Americans, He made a point of
the fact that while he agreed with this aim 100%, and thought that it
was something that definitely needed doing because of the fact that the
Bulgarians enjoyed a rather dubious reputation in the U. S, and Canada,
he said that their membership was made up mostly of people who had come
here to make this their homeland, and had little or no intention of
returning to Bulgaria, snd therefore, had very little interest in
undertaking any action that would involve them in espionage, armed
resistance, propaganda; in short, they would not be particularly
valuable in the sort of work he planned to engage in and desired our
help for.

He went on to say, however, that he had & high regard for most of the
people he knew in the League, and that they had worked together success-
fully on & number of occasions, He again mentioned the cooperation that
existed between the League and his own people in toronto, and elsewhere
at the time the League Convention had been held in Toronto., He also
referred to his most amicable arrangements with Mr. ILIEV, (pres. of
ABL) with regard to cooperating in his orotest meeting on 5 September
1954.

DOCHEV was, however, concerned about the affiliation of such persons
as KOBUROV in New York, whom he described as a Communist of* Communist-
sympathizer, He pointed out that anyone who traded with the Commnist
government of Bulgaria wes being of material assistance to that regime
and could not very well take his place in the ranks of the Anti-
Communists.
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DOCHEV also mentioned his concern about the fact that the Orthodox
Church had many Communist members. He had no good solution for this
(and I did not pursue this topic), tut felt that the root of the
trouble was that Bishop Audrey did not recognize the danger of his
group being penetrated and the dissension tthat existed within the
Church as a result of this penstration.

Just to bring this report back into focus again, I shall put down
now the sequence of the above-mentioned events. Most of this dis-
cussion took place the afternoon of 15 July 1954 in my hotel room.
At about 1800, I suggested that we break up for a couple of hours
inprder for him to review some of his plans in his own mind and for
me to review what he had told me. I asked him to prepare in writing
a precise statement of his proposal, in order that I might have it
exactly as he wanted it expressed. We agreed to meet again in my
room at 2130 that night.

At 2130 he returned to my room and handed me several pages of
handwritten.material in Bulgarien. He apologized for not having
been able to finish 21l he had to say, and asked if he could have
more time to complete his proposal. I agreed, saying that if he
could have it by the next morning, it would be all right. We agreed
to meet in my room again at 1000 hours on 16 July. We then spent an
hour or so in further discussion of certain of his other problems,
after which he excused himself and left the room. I spent the rest
of the evening in reviewing my notes and writing up the events of
the day.

At 1000 hours on 16 July, DOCHEV came to my room with a sheaf of
papers he had written since last night, When we sat down, I told
him that we had received numerous "broad plans" from several emigre
leaders and that I wanted him to understand that we would not give
any consideration whatever to anything but very specific plans that
had some chance of success. I pointed out that this meant exact
names and blographic data of the men who were to be recruited;
specific persons inside Bulgaria and what exactly they could be ex-
pected todo for us, just how he proposed to get his prospective
agent from where he was at the moment to the interior of Bulgaria,
contact the man, obtain information, and then get the information
to us. I asked him if he had such plans in mind at this time.

DOCHEV said that he recognized that this was what we needed, and said
that he could not supply that type of plan now. That could only come,
he said, after he had carefully reviewed the persons available, per-
sonally talked with them to determine if they were suitable for the
work now (he seid he would not get ir touch with anyone in whom he

had not had confidence as of the time he last talked with him), or
whether they might have changed to such an extent that they would no
longer be suitable. He said that he could produce such plans at a
later date. I replied that I was disappointed in this as I had assumed
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that he would come prepared with this sort of informetion. He said
that he had assumed that this sort of thing would come later, after
we had assessed him and decided that we wanted to work with him,

or have him work for us.

I then asked him why he had stopped working for U, S, Military Intell-
igence in Germany. He replied about as follows: he said that he had
never been in direct contact with any Americans in this work, but that
he had been handled only by a German P/A, He said that this had not
been very satisfactory for a number of reasons. For ore thing, he
maintained that the German was only interested in results versus money
paid, and that frequently he felt thet his P/A withheld some of the
monies due him. He also said that the P/A interfered too much in his
work, and did not allow him to follow through on some work that he
(DOCHEV) felt that he would accomplish. He cited as an example, a
certain agent whom he, DOTHEV, had recruited in Germany and sent into
Bulgaria, to gather intelligence. He said that this man had good
connections with the Commnist regime, and, as such, was free to travel
to and from Bulgaria, and to obtain information that a non-Commnist
or at least a non-Commnist sympathizer would not have access to.

He related that fact that the man had gotten to Sofia and had obtained
information but had been unable to get out of Bulgaria to return to
Germany. DOCHEV said the man commnicated with him, and told him

this, saying that if he could have a certain amount of money, he would
be able to escape from his surveillance in Sofia, head for the moun-
tains, end escape to the free world. Although DOCHEV claims he pled
with the German P/A to obtain the money, he did not get it, and never
heard from the agent again, He said that his feeling was that he could '
not justify having failed to do all he thought he reasonably should
have done for his agent before giving him up as lost, but that he had
been unable to convince his German P/A of this reasoning., He pointed
out that the fact that he was obliged to tell the man's wife (who
lived in CGermany with three children) that he did not know what could
have happened to her husband, This kind of thing went against his
grain, and was one of the contributing causes (he says) to his deciding
to leave the service and emigrate.

Another reason was the fact that although he had a good penetration

of the Bulgarian legation in Vienna, and was getting information from
it that was very useful, he was censured for the fact that his agent
was a Communist. His argument to his PA was that if he had not been

a Communist, it would not have been possible for him to obtain the
tvpe of information thet he wes furnishing., In spite of this eminently
raasonable argument, the PA told him that he should be let go.

(I cannot say how much of this is true, end how much of it is
eyewash to make me think that he was and is a real hot operator, and
thet he left this fob of his own free will and not because he was
fired, It is, however, gratifying to note that he has a firm grasp
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of the very simple but oft overlooked fact that if you are going o
get information about what goes on inside a lLegation, you have to hire
an agent who can get in and out regularly ard freely.)

43, He said that he migrated to Canada beceuse he felt that he could do
little in Europe at that time, 2nd he felt that it was better for
him to go to Canade, earn a living, and prepare for the day when he
could do something toward the liberation of his country. The matter

with his newspaper, organization, etc. have been covered elsewhere.

f.!”.,’i 44, T asked DOCHPV to what political party he had belonged in Bulgaria,
y having in mind the fact that he had 1isted himself in an application
% e as being sec-gen of the Agrerian Party. At first, he misunderstood
. / (at least he appeared to), and started telking about how the Bulgarian
5 - National legion was not a political party; I interrupted and explained
that I meant actual political party. He replied that he had never
telonged to a political party as such, but that in 1938, when all
political parties were outlawed, a number of "professional" organi-
zations had sprung up, but that all of them Bad political aims under-
neath even though they had laudable "professional" aims on the surface.
The outlawed political party was called the Bulgarian Peoples Agrarian
Union. The "professional” group (organization) was kmown as the
Bulgarian Agrarian Union, He says that none of the old leaders of
the Agrarian Party (Bulgarian Peoples Agrarian Union) joined the
9 "professional” organization, but stayed on the sidelines until it
5 \ was possible to enter into a political party.

NOTE: I don't know how accurate this is, and it should not be
accepted as gospel until it is carefully checked out. It sounds
generally right from what I know of the situation at that time, I
know that political parties were outlawed for some time, and that
"professional" organizations were formed, but whether this particular
one is as he has described it or not, I can't say.

DOCHEV said that at. the same time he was sec-general of the Bulgarian
National Legions, which had to operate clandestinely since that, too,
had been outlawed, He added, however, that since this organization
was anti-Communist, and the government was strongly anti-Commnist
and interested in locating and arresting all Commies, the police

7 were inclined for the most part to wink at his activities with the

; Legion, and not to bother them, as long as thsy did not meet openly.

46, I asked DOCHEV to give me a quick breakdown of the dates of the
Legion, He gave me the following:

Formed in 1922, mainly of high school students. lLater, older
men (roughly 20-40) were taken in, but still
90% of membership was made up of young men.

of how he has made his living in the trucking business and his efforts -

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First Outlawed: 1934 in coup d'etat of May 19, ﬁ 3’("
Permitted: 1935 - 38

Again outlawed: 1938; DOCHEV in jail one year.
From this time on the Legion was illegal.

In this connection, he told me that Dr. Kalin KOICHEV, his representative
in New York now, had worked with him (DOCHEV) in Bu’lgaria and elsewhere
for the past twenty (20) years; that he had had a great deal of experience
in clandestine work due to the fact that he had worked om Legion matters
for a number of years during most of which time the Legion hed been in
illegal status., He added that he had great confidence in KOICHEV's
ability, security, loyalty, etc.

I then asked DOCHEV about what Pulgarians he knew in Canada who were
recent emigres. He pave me the following names and brief info on each:

a. Gospodin GOSPODINQV: Z 1 - described as being a young man whom
DOCHEV had known tefore 1944, a member of the Legion, a very able,
loyal man who had ha! some experience in Greece where he had worked
for the Americans; he has not been into Bulgaria on any missions.
DOCHFV felt that he would be most useful in giving him (DOCHEV) recent
and reliable information about Bulgarians in Greece who could be use-
ful to us in the fight against Communism. He said he did not plan to
use him for any kind of mission into Bulgaria, or, outside of Canada.

}
/ b. Vulcho VUICHEV: he did not say much about him, except that he was

a good, loyal man, who had done some work for the Americans in
Greece, and that he would use him in much the same manner as he
would use GOSPODINOV.

c. TARALFSHXOV, FNIk (. —3) - said he could nét recall his first
name, but that he had known TARALESHKOV in Bulgaria before 1944; that
he had been an army captain; had done some work for the Americans in
Greece; he had confidence in him as being a loyal Bulgarian; but that
he would use him only to gather information on people in whom he had
some operational interest.

I did not take time to query him fully on these people as time was running
short, end I felt that if we decided to enter into contractual relations
with DOCHFV there would be ample time to interrogate him fully about all
the people he knew of or mentioned.

He then went on to tell me about some of the Bulgarians he knew in Greece.
They are as follows:

8. Hristo MARINOV: he is presently in Camp IAVRION; hes been in Bulgaria

on missions; DOCHEV knows and trusts him, feels he is very able; s2ys

.;:if-k that VAPIN(‘V wrote him from LAVRION asking DOCHEV to help him get to

Cenade; but said that he waits MARINOV to stay put in Greece in the
event that he would have something for MARINOV to do; says he will
write him to sit tight, that he (DOCHTV) will work on his csse, but
that it will take several months.
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b. BAHAROV, FNU: DOCHFV knows him from before, says he is an ermy
1ieutenant, good man, has had operational experience, is presently
in Camp IAVRION, and that he feels BARAROV would be very valuable
to us.

c. CHONOV, FNU: a former army sgt. who had served with border troops,
verv pood, able man in late 40's; has had experience on missions in
Bulgaria; lmows RHODOPI Mountains extremely well, lmows POMAKS well,
gets on well with them and has numerous contacts among them; has
worked for the Americans there; but has now left, he thinks for
Australia,

NOTF: D

. I did not
indicate that I knew him or any of the other pédple he mentioned,
although DOCHFY himself said in passing that I probably kmew
of some of the people he mentioned.

DOCHRV said that he also knew Diko DIKOV (Diko Adamov DIMITROV) and some-
thing about his activities in Creece. He said that he had known him in
Bulgaria during WW II; that he had been about the tag-end of the Pladne
Agrarians whom even the Agrarians didn't have mich use for; that he under-
stood that he had been picked up by the Greeks, who set him up in an office
in Athens, gave him money and assisted him in forming the National Bloc,
and in recrubing and sending teems into Bulgaria. He said that Diko's
agents were uniformly bad eggs, that the first thing they did was to
report to the Militia or DS and reveal all they had learned in training,
etc., which resulted in the blowing of numerous other agents, operationms,
safehouse, etc. As a result of this, DOCHEV feels, a number of the
American agents and operations had to be cashiered. This, he believes,
accounted for a great many agents being dropped and sent to LAVRION, CYROS,
etc. This is what he thinks accounts for our dropping the people he hes
mentioned above, such as COSPODINOV, BAHAROV, VULCHEV, CHONOV, etc. This
whole episode, he feels, was pretty bad going, and he blames the Greeks
entirely for it. This made him say that if we (he and the U.S.) ever
mounted any operations from Creece, that the CGreeks should not be cut

in on them at all, that they should be entirely restricted to American
personnel.

NOTE: As long as he seemed to think thet the Greeks were responsible
for the Diko affair, I did not attempt to disabuse him of this,
nor to question him too fully or with the type of leadine cuestion
c ‘ =

At this point, I took up with him the question of how he would work for

us, if, indeed a declsion were taken to do business with him and his co-
religionaries. I told him that my interview with him would have to be
reported in full in Weshington, and that it would be very cerefully con-
sidered. If it were felt that there were any merit in him or his men or
plans, that further meetings would be held with him, very probably by

other persons than myself, to go into mirute details of any proposed under-
taking. I pointed out that in such a case, it would be necessary to work

-
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out a very detailed contractual arrangement with him, stipulating his exact
relationship with us, his duties, his responsibilities, limitations of
what he could and could not do and say, how much money he would receive,
and how it had to be accounted for, etc.

He said that this seemed like a fair and workmanlike arrangement, and

that it was perfectly apgreeable to him. He szid that he had, of course,
hoped that he would be able to settle all these metters on this trip and
in this meeting with me, but that he realized that it had to be otherwise.
I poirted out that even had I been the person to determine this, that his
plans would have to be carefully analyzed, and details worked out so that
there would be no misunderstandings, and the the U, S. Government did not
believe in just handing out money to anyone who asked for it, unlbss there
seemed to be a good reason, and that contractuzl arrangements were entered
into stipulating duties and responsibilities., At this point, I thought it
nmight be a good idea to discuss his travel claim.

I hed acked him the day before to prepare in writing whet his itinerary
and expenses had been and give it to me. He had done this the evening
of 15 July. This appears in Attachment A, and covers his trip to Spring-
field, New York, Chicago and Detroit. I pointed out thet I had not been
aware of the fact that he intended to go farther than New York and return
to Toronto; that I had authorization to pay him for his expenses only
from Canada to Springfield and return, but that we had included his trip
to New York as we agreed with him that it was necessary for him to have
g cover reason for coming to the U.S, As that was the cese, I said we
could reimburse him for those expenses, but not for his trip to Chicago
and Detroit, I pointed out that until such time as we might enter into
contra€tual relation with him, and instruct him to take such a trip, it
was entirely on his own. He readily agreed to this, saying, as he had
at the time he gave me his expense and itinerary voucher, that he was

not presenting it as a "bill" at all; that he did it only so that we
would know what his expenses were, and that anything we wanted to give
him was entirely up to us. I repeated that we felt otligated to pay him
for his expenses incurred in this meeting, and would do so; but that any
other expenses he had were his own affair, and that if he did not have
enough money to carry out his proposed itinerary, he would have to cut

it to fit his pocketbook. He said that he felt that he could mzke it all
right as he would stay with friends wherever he went, and that he might
even obtain some contributions from them if need be. This being under-
stood end agreed, I gave him his expense money ahd had him sign a receipt
for same which is made a part of my travel and expense voucher,

At this time, we went over his itinerary. He gave me a copy which
appears as Attachment B,

He said that he would be staying with the following people on his trip:

DOCHEV stated thet his visa was good until 28 July, and that if I wanted
to see him again before he returned to Canada, that he could meet me again
in Springfield on 26 or 27 July. We agreed that if such should be the
case, I would send him a letter or postcard to one of the above addresses
saying, "I em sorry I will not be able to see you on Monday, 2€¢ July,

(or Tuesday 27 July) because you are returning to Canada", signed "Koicho",
this would mean that he was to come to Springfield on the dated indicated,
and that I (or someone else) would meet him in the little park in front of
the Hotel KIMBALL at 1100 that date. If no one was there at that hour,

he was to return at 1200, and 1300, and every hour on the hour thereafter
until the meeting took place. If I wrote anything else, it would mean
that no one would see him, and that he was to return to Toronto.

I told him that I would get an address in New York where he could write
me any future correspondence, and that I would try to send this to him
before he left the U,S. I also gave him the Coperman box in Washington
for him to write me before he left the U.S. I told him under no circum-
stances to write to this box after he left the U.S. He agreed to this,
and added that he felt it far better for him not to write to Washington
once he had returned to Toronto.

He further said that he would obtain a letter from one of his friends in
the U.S. which he could use to obtain another visa for the U.S., and that
shortly after his return to Canada, would apply for another visa which
would be valid for six months and could be used et any time during that
period, I agreed that this was okay.

At this time, I told him that he was not under any circumstances to reveal
to ANYONE that he had had conversations with a representative of the U.S.
Government, and that if we learned that he had so stated or even implied
this, that we would have nothing further to do with him. He readily agreed
to this, saying that he quite understood this, and had so arranged his trip
that it would not be known to anyone. He pointed out that he was returning
to Albany in order to board the regilar train from Toronto to New York,
and had told KOICHEV that he would arrive Friday night in New York, i.e

16 July. (I wae pleased to note that he had been smart enough to realize

LN Rl
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that if he came in to N.Y. on another train, his story to KOICHEV would

not hold up.) This does not mean that I sm convinced that he will not |
reveal this meeting in some form or other in the future if he feels that

it is to his adventage to do so. It has to be taken into account that he

might. However, I feel quite sure thet he will not do so until and unless

he is sure that we will not play bgll witn him at all. IF we do work with

him, we shall have to de~ide what he is to tell his followers; it will be-

come quickly obvious that he is obtaining support from some one, and he !
must have an answer. I am inclined to recommend that this answer be ;
held off as long as it can, and it will go over with some peopole for a

while thet he has rotten greater contributions from some of the Bulgarians

in U.S. and Canada snd is thus able to spend more on his newspaper, meetings,

etc., and travel more than he did. This, however, will not last very lone;

it is then that he will have to have an =nswer to satisfy at least those

men whom he asks to work for us, I rather imagine thet at that time, he

will have to say that helms agreed to assist the U,S. with some of his

"assets" end that in turn, the U.S. is supplyinz some of the logistical

support,

At this point, T asked him about any connectiors he had with any organi-

zations in the U.S; had he done enything about gettirg in touch with NCFE?

He replied thet he hed, through Dr. KOIZHFV in N.Y., and that he was

supposed to see a Mr. FRASIFR (his spelling) of the Bulgarian Desk of

NCFE while he was in N.Y, I asked him if he planned to see this Mr. Fmsier,

and if so, what about? He replied that he was not at all sure thet he !
should see Frasier, and would not, if I so directed.

I said that first of a1l I was in no position to tell him (DOGHFY) whom i
to see and whom not to see, but since he asked, I told him I would have ‘
no objection to his seeing Mr, Frasier and talking with him or listening

to any proposzl that he might make. I said, however, in view of the re-

lationship that he DOCHFV had proposed to me, I would ask that (a) he

make no commitments to Frasier, and (b) that he write me a report of what

transpired at the meeting. This DOCHEV agreed to do, saying he would send i
it to the Coperman P.O. Box in Washington, as I had previously advised d
him to do with eny correspondence he had with me while in the U,S. T also i
sugrested that it micht be possible that Frasier could help him with his :
newspaper publication which should in any event be kept separate from his

IS work, but that it was too early to speculate until he had talked with

Frasier.

DOCHYEV then said that it was most important that he heve some kind of
overt work that chould in theory, at least, keep him busy full time, and
furnish his income and support. He said that he felt thet the newspaper . !
would sccomplish this as he could say that he had drummed up enourh
enthusiasm and support in the U.S. on this trip to be able to publish
another issue or two, and could probably parley it into 2 sort of full
time job that would enable him to eive up his trucking business. I told
him that I agreed that he must have a cover for his IS and other covert
activities, but tkat we would work that out later. In the meantime, I
apreed that being editor-publisher of a regular newspaper might be
reasonably good cover.




64, During a break in our conversation, DOCHEV made some comments about Dimitur
MATSANKIFV and Vladimir PASKAIFV. These are rather uncomplimentary in
nature and are covered by separate memo.

65. This was just about the end of our meeting. I went over a few detalls
with DOCHEV to be sure that we understood each other, before he left to
catch his trein.

would probably take another meeting to clear up certain details before !

careful study end plamning would have to go into anything of this sort.
He thanked me for coming to meet him, and expressed the hope that we
would never regret a decision to work with him, which he hoped we would
meke, and then we said "good-bye" and he left the room at a little
after 1200 on 16 July.

67. After he left, I had lunch, wert to the Railroad station to varify my
reservations, end to use the public phone there. I phoned 3to
tell him the meeting had taken place and to let him know wbout the
possibility of another cover job. A4s to the latter, I said it looked
promising, tut that it was too early to count on yet. I asked about
his wife, and lesrned that she was improving and was able to be out of
bed a 1little now. I told him I'would be in touch with him and would
let him know when it was necessary to come to Wadhington, but that i 3
did not think it would be necessary until the end of next week at the
earliest.

68. I then called the office to see if anything had developed that I should
know about. Rosalie told me that she did not know of anything, but
that Wayne had just stepped out and she would try to reach him. This
she was uneble to do, so I decided to hang up.

Dr. Borislav DOCHEV, physician, spent several years after 9 Sept i
in a Concentration Camp. At present he performs his duties as a |
physician in the villages. I do not maintain amy contact with him. i

I resided in Shumen until I completed Gimnaziya and for six years thereafter - !
vwhich was 1930.

I completed Gimnasaya in 1925 in Shumen. Following this I was a clerk for six !
years in the Obshtina Administration - the last three years as Secretary of the !
Obshtina Administration. During this time I took an active part in educational, :
patriotic and athletic arganizations in my native town of Shumen and always beld |
an administrative position, sometimes Holding the office of Chairman. 1

During 1930 I went to Sofia to contimie my education and enrolled as a student |
of the Law faculty of the University there.

During this period the Communists were very active. I initiated the foundation

of the Bulgarian National legion - a patiotic, non-political organization 100% -

anti-Communist. Up until this time I had not belonged to any political party.

The Natiohal Legion, of which I had been chosen leader, performed great deeds - I
especially among the Youth., This organization cut /defeated/ the Communists

and prevented them from influencing the Yath. Inasmuch as the party spirit in

the country had been disintegrated, the National Legion later proclaimed a

political program - for revival. The organization was completely independent of I
foreign countries. Towards the end there were 100000 members throughout the

entire country. At the time of the establishment of the regime on 19 May 1934,

when political parties were disaolved, the organization of the National Legion

was also dissolved. I was the first and only person to come out in open war

against the regime of 1934 by distributing statements with my signature on them.

During this year I was chosen Chairman of the Bulgarian Students League. Due |
to my oppositionist actions I was interned by the 9th Right Wing-May power in :
Dere Dere (Zlatograd) where I remained until the fall of the govermment in Feb 35. [
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In the latter half of the year 1935 the National Legion received permission to

exist again legally and it became active agaih. Toward the end of 1936 the

existence of the organization was again forbidden. In my capacity as leader I

gave orders for the contimuation of the organization illegally. Because of :
these orders of mine and because of my activities which were not in agreement !
with the Bulgarian govermment then in existence, I received a one year jail :
sentence and sent to jail.

I vas released from jail in June 1937 when the Amnesty was issued on the
occasion of the birth of the present boy King SIMEON II.

During the fall of 1937 I took my University examinations. I completed the Law
faculty at the University of Sofia and received a Diploma in Juridicial Univer-
sity education. 1938-1939 I took steps to be permitted to practice Law, which I
completed in the beginmning of 1940. At the same time I continued to develop-
unofficially, the organization of the National League.

After the annexation of Dobrudzha to Bulgaria - during the war - I became

Mayor of the city of Silistra, my mother&s birthplace. I remained there for :
two years (1941-42), after which I became Chief Secretary of the Bulgarian '
Agrarian league - the largest organization in Bulgaria, with almost 1,000,000
metbers, I held this position until 9 September 1944. In the capacity of
Chief Secretary of this organization I increased the scope of activity of the
organization - especially in the villages throughout all of Bulgaria - against
Cormunism, against which I had been sentenced by the illegal Communist Party !
even prior to Septembar 9, 1944.

With the invasion of Bulgaria by the Bolshevik Army and the establishment of a
Commnist regime, my life was in danger. In spite of this and in spite of the
fact that I could not tolerate a Red Oppressor regime, I emigrated from Bulgaria to
Germany - Vienna, A4t that time that was the only way a person could emigrate

from Bulgaria. During my atsence, in the year 1945, the Communist People's

Court sentenced me to death. In Viemna I immediately contacted the Bulgarian
Anti-Cammnist emigrees and took the most active part in the war which existed
against the Communist regime in Bulgaria. At no time, however, just as previously
in Bulgaria and then in Germany, did I accept service nor did I accept support

from anyone, even a foreign service.

Before the Bolshevik Army entered Vienna - 1945 and before the Reds could take
the city I left for Salsburg where the American Occupation forces had already
been established, I lived in Austria until 1951, then I went to Toronto, Canada.

In 1946 I was the first Bulgarian emigre who, on his own and by his own means
began to write and distribute pamphlets among Bulgarian emigrees in all countries
opposing Communism.

During 1948 I took the initiative in organizing the Bulgarian National Front, the !
strongest organization, at preseant, among our emigrees which opposes Bolshevism.
From the very beginning and up to the present. time I have been active in this
organization -~ I have been a member of a three-member Executive Committee.
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In Europe in 1948 I published a small book against the Bolshevik regime in
Bulgaria entitled "Bulgaria under the Red Terror" - written in German. During
1950 I wrote a second book, in English, called "A Danger for World Peace -
Red Bulgaria”.

During 1948 and up until the end of 1950 I was employed in the service of the
Information Service of the American Occupation Forces Command.

During the fall of 1948 I completed my dissdrtation for my Doctorate in
Constitutional Law in Heidelberg University in Germany, where, in the same year
I took language examinations and received my Doctorate.

I arrived in Canada in May 1951.

I worked there independently and until the present time. I have my own business
transportation of construction materials, I contimme to direct the organizational
activities of the Bulgarian National Front from Toronto. In Toronto I hegan to
write and publish the newspaper "Bulgarian Naroden Gas" which is the only paper
in America and Canada, at present, which is published in the Bulgarian language.

In 1935 I married Maria DOCHEV nee SELVELIEVA who was born in Sofia, Bulgaria,

in 1909, the marriage took place in Sofia. She emigrated from Bulgaria with me
in 1944 and is presently in Toronto. My wife has a University education in
Classical Philology. She studied in Milan, Italy, for some time and graduated
from Sofia University. She apeaks English, French, German, Italian and a little
of some Slavic languages, particularly Russian. She has been my active assistant
throughout our entire marriage of 20 years, in my political work. In Bulgaria
she had been a leader of the Women's organization of the Bulgarian National
Legion - before she became my wife. At present she assists me in the publication
and writing of the newspaper in Toronto.

Mr. FRAZIER committed himself, after my repeated request, eventvally
to come to New Yrk, if I notified him 2-3 days in advance, to organize a
meeting with me, of all those people from the Committee for Free Europe,

On September 4, a few minutes before the opening of
the convention of the American Bulgarian League, I met Dr.
ngggg_in the lobby of the King Edwa»d Hotel, He {ook me aside
and told me that at the meeting in Springfield he had been
informed that the matters discussed there would have to be
reported to the proper authorities and that after the convention
of the League a second meeting would be held at which a definite
agreement would be made, He had been given a post office box
number in New York through which he was to keep in touch with
i -k, He did not mention any details neither did I ask
for them.

In reply to my question as to what his plans were for
the National Front, Dochev told me that at 5 P.M. on that day,
after the regular session of the convention, he would hold a
secret orgenizational meeting of the BNF in the Blue Room on
the second floor of the hotel. Delegates from the BNF orgenizations
in the United States and Canada would be present snd on Sunday,
at 12:30 P.N. he would hold a meeting at the Bulgarian Cathedrsl
in Toronto in protest of the Communist occupation of Bulgaria ten

I asted Dochsv whether it would be in ord:r for me to
attend the secret meeting without attracting unfavorable corment
on the part of the delegates.

The session of the convention lasted until 5:30 P.N. when

up., It was learned later that they were traveling by car and
had been involved in an accident. They arrived in Toronto the
next day.
The meeting started promptly. The door was guarded by
one of the Toronto members and outsiders were not admitted.
Among those present were Zanko Stankov from Pittsburgh, Kalin
Koychev from New York, Sngineer W. Welleff from Detroit, Dohchev
from Detroit and Angel Gundersky, chairman of the Toronto
branch of the BNF., The meeting was very orderly and Dochev was
in full control of the situation .
Dochev opened the meeting b& introducing the delegates
. by narie and place of residence. I was presented as a good friend
! from Boston. Before oroceeding with the business of the day,
Dochev said that if any of the delegates felt that they no longer
believed in the BNF and its ideals, they were at liberty to
withdrew and since, due to outside influences, people occasionally
do change their views, there would be no 111 feeling against them,
} i No one made a move to leave although as we shall see later some
= ‘ of the delegates have been assailed by doubts, Dochev then
reviewed the work of the BNF during the past year. The following
were the main points covered.
a) A noticeable improvement in the standing of the BNF
had taken place. The authorities both in Canada and the United
States had allowed the organization to function freely and a

number of important persons had shown considerable interest in

-
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‘ money was sufficient to keep the paper going unti

the work it was trying to do.

b) Dochev had applied for and received permission to
visit the United States in the name of the organization for
the purpose of holding meetings and had visited New York,
Detroit and Chicago.

¢) In Washington,D.C. the Committee for Freedom through
Liberation had denied admission to the delegation sent by G.M.
Dimitrov and had recognized the BNF delegation as the true
representatives of Bulgaria.

d) The lack of funds was cited as a great obstacle to
the work but at the same time Dochev remarked that work
accomplished under such circumstances is very much more valuable
than if subsidies were being received.

e) The publication of the pamphlet "Borba" (exhibit No 1)

was to continue in the future and it was hoped that it would be

considerably improved during the coming year. The Toronto branch
is to bear the expense and do most of the work while the United
States branches were to send about $35 monthly in its support
and were to contribute articles for publication.

f) The BNF paper published in Hurope would continue as

before, the United States and Canadian branches contributing

4200 to cover the expense of one issue during the year.
g) The Bulgarian People's Voice (exhibit Mo 2), paper
published in Canada, had been discontinued due to the lack of

funds. However, a few of the older Bulgarians had collected

enough money to enable Dochev to resume its publication. The

1 the end of

the year and it was to be distributed free of charge. The




delegates were asked to give the paper their support, to advertise
it and to try to collect five hundred subscriptions in order to
make its publication possible after January 1, 1955. The attention
of the delegates was called to page 2 according to which the
paper is no longer edited by a committee but by Dochev himself,

h) The Central Committee of the BNF had been working for
many years towards bringing together into one organization the
various Bulgerian immigrant groups and thus establishing one,

universally recognized, Bulgarian government in exile., There is

evidence that this will soon be accomplished. In the last number

of the BNF paper published in Burope, there was a notice

informing the members that should this come to pass, the paper

would be discontinued in its present form and the subscribers

would receive instead the new paper to be published in its place.
i) Dochev stated that it is very encouraging that Simeon

will soon be of age. There are indications that both he and his

mother are favorably disposed towards the proposal that he take
over the leadership in the work of liberation und head the
government in exile as pretender to the Bulgarian throne.
Dochev then took a few minutes to explain the stand of
| . the BNF with regard to the monarchy. The BNF is for the
reinstatement of the Tirnovo Constitution but has never stated
officially that it is in favor of the monarchy. After the
liberation the Bulgarian people themselves were to settle this
question,
At the conclusion of the review Dochev stated that there

would be no discussion of the various matters mentioned since
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its purpose was merely informative.

The real reason for calling the meeting was to let the
delegates know that the Central Committee was of the opinion
that the time had come for the BNF to get ready for more
active work both locally and on a world wide scale. The work
of the BNF is twofold. On the local basis it is educational
end has been limited to that up to the present time, However,
the main purpose of the organization is revolutionary in
character. In the future, it was felt, the revolutionary aim
should be stressed just as much as the local, educational,

The Central Committee is of the opinion that the time 1is fast
approaching when revolutionary activity will become necessary.

It may come in six months, in one year or later but come }t will,
The members should then be ready to put the @lans
into execution. Therefore, the Central Committee felt that the
members should be consulted in order to determine whether they
would be willing to prepare now for future action. The discussion
would be limited to this point. Other matters such as funds for
the work, a program for execution, etc. would be taken care of

by the Central Committee.

Many of the delegates spoke on this subject. It was stated
that due to the passage of so much time there is in Bulgaria
a whole generation of young people who know very little atout
their country as it was before September 9, 1944 and, also, that
a change has been and is still taking place among the Bulgarians
abroad. Many have become U.S. and Canadian citizens and the rest
hope to be naturalized in the course of time. To whom do these
citizens owe allegiance ? To their new country or to Bulgaria ?

If they participate in revolutionary activity for the liberation

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oi’ Balgarls, d2 they not face the denger of losing their new
citizenship ?

Dochev replied to these questions as follows, The Bulgarians
in the U.S, and Canada owe allegiance first of all to their new
countries., If they ere called to serve in the armed forces, it
would be their duty to do so. But, at the same time, since
participating in the revolutionary activities of the BNF would
mean taking an active part in the struggle against Commnism,
such action would have the approval of the United States and

Canada, Approval would, of course, be secured in advance and

nothing would be undertaken which might endanger the citizenship

status of any Bulgarian.
One of the speakers on this subject was Zanko Stankov

from Pittsburgh. He 1s a young man who has an excellent job with
the United States gteel Corporation, has recently purchased a
house and a car and is planning to get married in the near

future, Stankov said that his opinions have been undergoing a

change and that he no longer feels the way he did when he first

came to the United States. He finds 1ife here good and 1s becoming

more and more a part of it. Doubts have begun to assail him

about the various Bulgarian organizations and the work they are

doing. He has been asking himself, "yhy not forget the past and

become a permanent part of the American way of life ?" He 1is
afraid that if the BNF were to postpone muich longer
icipation in revolutionary

very much
the work of preparation and actual part
activity, he would be lost to the cause.

The delegates praised Stankov's sincerity and admitted

that each in his own way vas undergoing similar changes in

v, o ees s\
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point of view. The consensus of opinion was that the work of
preparation must begin at once and revolutionary activity

of some kind be undertaken before the nationalism of the
Bulgarian immigrants cools to such a degree that they would
no longer be willing to participate,

Next on the program was discussion of the relations
between the BNF and the American Bulgarian League. Dochev
reported that certain members of the Leagne were constantly
attacking the BNF and claimed that it was trying to take over
the League, The question was raised whether members of the BNF
should not withdraw from membership in the League. As a result
of the discussion which followed, it was agreed that the League
and the BNF are entirely different orgsnizations, that the aims
of the League are worth while and that all Bulgarians should
support it by becoming members., BNF members were advized to
keep politics out of the League and that being elected to office
in the League would be a matter of personal interest and abllity
to do a good job, The BNF organization would not attempt to
have its members elected to office for the purpose of taking over
control of the League. The majority desired to have all
difficulties between the two organizations settled amicably as
soon as possible.

Stankov expressed the opinion that the unfriendly relations
between the Macedonian Political Organization and the BNF were
due entirely to irritating and unfriendly acts on the part of
Dochev and a few other BNF members, that there is no sense in

such acts, that the BNF should seek to mske friends instead of

going out of its way to make enemies and that unless the BNF

The meeting was very
orderly, each delegate was allowed to express his opinions
fzjeely and,though in some cases these opinions were critical
of Dochev and the BNF, they were 1istened to attentively and
without apparent irritation, Dochev made no claims whatever to
any great accomplishments or to any backing of his activities,
financially or otherwise.

To colleot funds for pdblishing/a news-paper- the official
organ of the Government in Exile.

To colleot funda for the support of Bulgarian Fighting Units
subordinated to the King and operated INDEPENDENTLY from the Free Hatioms
set up in Europe.

Sinoe those are rather serious questions I took my time to study
them before I answer Dr. Docheff. I would answer his questions as Follow:

A.The funds question.

The American Bulgarian League lost its dirreotion,in the last
several years, andturned isto & footbell-field where the Bulgarian poli-
olans %o weigh their partisen strenght. The League is about to pass into
the hands of cae political group cnly and gradualy die of its natural
death. It ocould hardly be reoprganized to serve as a wniting organisation.
14s membership is open %o all Bulgarians and aotive provocators can not
be exoluded from membership.

Funds for a news-paper- Dr. Docheff was furnished with funds %o |
publish Ehe "Bulgarian National Voice". The fact that the paper is not
published any more shows,that there is no room for partisan news-papers
among the Bulgarian immigration in USA. Money is not the most important
factor for publishing a zood news-paper.

Be The USA Committee of the Government in Exile.
Thés, indeed, is a very serious question. As it deals with the I

future of the Bulgarian institutions, the Bulgarian enslayved people md\ & I

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the Bulgarian immijration, I feel, it should not belong to one political
group or individuals. It should be intrusted in the hands of the Sost
wise men the Bulgarisn immigsation has in this country. For on the out-
come of this question ocan very sasily depend the future of the King,

the future of the Free Bulgarian Churoh and the usefulness of the Bul-
garian immigration.

Andre Dide onoe said:"One a group of theories one can foumd a
school ,but om & group of values ocne can found a oulture,a oivilization,
a new way of living among men." Engrossed in theories,the Bulgarian po-
liticians have failed to grasp the scop of the Cold War and the pshycho-
logical aspeocts of modermn diplomacy. As the United States can mot produce for them
a magio formula and solve the world troubles with mathematical preoisiom,
like children they get mad and zo against their own inserests. As it is
to=day, the Bulgarian politicians can hardly be of great help to the
Bulgarian insitutions. On the contrary, they can very easily contribute
%0 their deotruction. Therefor, if a new Committee is fo should
be organised by Bulgarians who would work for lasting ulnnm for
politiocal gains.
