(7th Baron.) Sir Christopher Nugent, feventh Lord
Delvin, fucceeded his father. He married Elizabeth,

daughter of Sir Robert Prefton of Gormanftown, predecefTor

of the Vifcounts of that title, by whom he had iflue 'an only
ion.

(8th Baron.) Sir Richard Nugent, the eighth Baron of
Delvin, who married the Lady Elizabeth Fitzeerald,

daughter of the Earl of Kildare, and had ifTue Sir Chrifto-

pher Nugent, his eldeft fon and heir apparent, and Sir

Thomas Nugent of Carlanftown. Sir Chriftopher Nugent,
heir apparent to Richard the eighth Baron of Delvin, mar-
ried Marian, daughter to the Lord Howth, and had iflue by
her, Richard, who fucceeded his grandfather; James,
Oliver, Gerald, and Nicholas.

(9th Baron.) Sir Richard Nugent fucceeded his grand-
father very young, and was the ninth Baron of Delvin. He
was fucceeded by his fon

(10th Baron.) Richard, who married Elizabeth, daughter
of Jenico Lord Gormanftown. His ifTue were two fons,

Richard, who fucceeded him ; and William. He was Lord
Deputy of Ireland, in the year 152&, in the reign of King
Henry VIII. and conducted public affairs with great inte-

grity and honour, till taken prifoner by O Conner. He
had a fpecial livery of his lands, in 1545, in 1 55 2, and in

1558* King Edward YL made him a grant of many lord-
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flii-ps and lands, in 1553, with the Englifh of Athlone. He
conquered Thadeus Rufus Omeclaghlen, and expelled him
out of the country. He burnt the country of Mac C )ghlan,

Dinalh, lower Delvin, which territory, the better to defend

the Pale from the incurfions of the Irifh, he again laid wade,
in 1554, with fire and fword. He died in 1559, and was
fucceeded by
(nth Baron.) Sir Christopher Nugent, his fon, the

eleventh Baron, who, in 1563, had grant of the caftle and
lands of Ballycorbet, in the King's county, to him and his

heirs male. He was knighted in 1566, and made Captain
of Slewght William in the Annaly, which place his father

held for life; and he expreffed fuch forwardnefs and fidelity

in the fervice of the Crown, that, in 1567, articles were
made with his Lordfhip by the Queen, authorizing him to

extirpate the O Mores, fons of Ferrafle Mac RofTe, and
their followers ; but notwithstanding this commimon, and
his fervices to the Crown, he was fent prifoner to London in

1580, and committed to the Tower, on fufpicion of hold-

ing correfpondence with the rebels of Leinfter; but his in-

nocence being after fully proved, he was enlarged and re-

turned to Ireland ; and fo acceptable were his fervices to the

Queen, that befides divers leafes of lands, which had been
granted to him in 1 567, Ihe ordered him a grant in fee farm
of fo many manors, and forfeited lands in the Counties of
Cavan and Langford, as mould amount to the Crown rent

of iool. a year. He died Auguft 17, 1602 ; and having

married Mary, daughter to Gerald the eleventh Earl o|"

Kildare, had ifTue by her, fix fons and fix daughters, viz.

Richard, created Earl of Weft-Meath. Chriftopher,

died without ifTue. Gerald, who left Richard, his

heir, by the filler of Rory O Donnell, Earl of TyrconnelL
Thomas, died the 17th of Augull 1602, and was fuc-

ceeded by his eldeft fon

(ill Earl.) Richard, as twelfth Baron of Delvin, who
was knighted in 1603, and had a fpecial livery of his ellate

in 1606 ; but the year following he was arrefted, and com*
mitted to the Caftle of Dublin for high treafon, being
fufpe&ed of a confpiracy in concert with the Earls of Tyrone,
Tyrconnell, Mac Guire, &c. to furprize the Caftle of
Dublin, cut off the Lord Deputy and Council, diflblve the

State, and fet up a Government of their own. Having
efcaped out of the Caille, a Proclamation was publifhed

for apprehending him ; but the next year his Lordfhip fur-

rendered himfelf, and made his fubmiifion to his Majefty,

C 3 who
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who thereugon took him into favour, and directed a pardon
to be pafled for his life, lands and, goods, and ordered that

he mould enjoy the full benefit of all his former warrants

for granting lands to him by patent ; and he fo effectually

regained the King's favour, that, Sept. 4, 162 1, he ad-

vanced him to the dignity of Earl of Weft-Meath by patent,

with the annual creation fee of 20I. from the Crown re-

venues arifing out of the County of Weft-Meath. In 1634,
he fat in the Parliament, and was a leading man in the

Houfe of Peers ; but refufing to join with the Lords and
Gentry of the Pale, in the rebellion of 1641, a fevere

courfe was threatened to be taken with him for his denial

;

whereupon quitting his houfe, he was efcorted to Dublin
by a party of horfe, but being attacked near Athboy by a
thoufand rebels, he was obliged to yield ;

they feized his

plate and money to the value cf ioool. ftripped his Countefs
and her gentlewoman in a fhameful manner, maiTacred his

fervants, and damaged his houfes and lands to the amount
of 2o,oool. and he died of the wounds he received on that

occalion. He married Jane, daughter to Chriftopher the

ninth Lord Killeen, and filler to Lucas, created Earl of

Fingall, by whom he had two daughters, Bridget and
Mary, who both died unmarried; and five fons, viz. Chrif-

topher Lord Delvin, his heir apparent.—Francis, who died

without iflue.—John, who married Catherine, daughter to

James Dillon, Efq.—Laurence, died unmarried.—Colonel
Ignatius Nugent, who commanded a regiment in the French
jbrvice, and married Jane, daughter of Matthew the fifth

Lord Lowth.— Chriftopher married the Lady Anne M'Don-
nell, eldeft daughter to Randal Earl of Antrim, and dying
before his father, July 10, 1625, left ifTue by her, (who
afterwards married with William Lord Slane) an only fon,

(2d Earl.) Richard, fucceffor to his grandfather, and
fecond Earl of Weft-Meath. He was, in 1650, General of

the Irifh forces, raifed by the province of Leinfter againft

the rebels, and, in 1652, was excepted from pardon, for

life and eftate, by Cromwell's A61 of Parliament, for fettling

of Ireland; but his Lordfhip* with others of the Irifh party,

entering into certain articles, with the commiflioner of the

Government, leave was given him to tranfport one thou-

fand Irifh foot into Spain, and, in 1653, he had an order to

enjoy fuch part of his eftates as lay wafte and undifpofed of,

and after his return from Flanders, where he was in the fer-

vice of Spain with his regiment, the government being

credibly informed that the public peace was difturbed in

England,
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England, the Lieut. General of the army was required, in

Auguft 1659, to apprehend his Lordfhip, with other lead-

ing men, in the county of Gallway ; but furviving all thefe

troubles, he was confidered, after the Reftoration, as a

perfon meriting, in an efpecial manner, his Majefty's grace
and favour. He died in the year 1684, and by Mary,
daughter to Sir Thomas Nugent, had fix fons and five

daughters, viz. Chriitopher Lord Delvin. —Thomas.—

THE Right Honourable ANTHONY BRABAZON,
Earl of MEATH, Lord Brabazon, and Baron Ardee,

fucceeded his father, the late Earl, Dec. u, 1772. His

of Rofe Garland in the county of Wexford, Efq. by whom
he had ifTue, Lady Mary, born 18 March, 1759, married

June 23, 1 78 1 , Arthur Knox, Efq.— Chaworth, Lord
Brabazon, born 18 Auguft, 1760.—Lady Martha, born

20 Nov. 1 76 1 .—Lady Grace, born 15 Jan. 1764, fince

Brabazon, Prior of Tinmouth. Sir William married Joan,
daughter to Sir William Tru/lel of Marfton-Truffel, and
Lamport in the county of Northampton, and had two fons,

Sir John and Thomas ; of which, Sir John was of Sproxton,
and he marrying Agnes, daughter to Richard de Whatton,
by her had an only daughter Joan, his heir, who married
William de Woodford of Sproxton ; but the faid Sir John

THE Right Honourable RICHARD BARRY, Earl of

BARRYMORE, Vifcount Buttevant, Baron Barry of

Olethan, and Ibawne, fucceeded his father 1 Auguft 1773.

ifland of Barry, in the county of Glamorgan in Wales, (fo

called from Baruch an holy man buried there) and from
their great riches and eftates have been called by the people

Barrymore, or Barry the Great. William Barry marrying

word Cambria, which in old time was given to that part of

David's. Sir Robert, in the year 1 170, went into Ireland,

where he did great fervice for Dermont King of Leinfter,

againfl Donald King of Oflbry ; and Philip his brother

marrying the filler of Robert Fitz-Stephen, the faid Robert
gave to William the fon of Philip, three cantreds of land in

the county of Cork.

of DROGHEDA, Vifcount Moore, and Baron of
Melifont, and Knight of St. Patrick, born June 29, 1730,

1758, and married February 15, 1766, Lady Anne Con-
way, daughter of Francis, Earl of Hertford, by whom he
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has iffttS a fori, Charles, Vifcount Moore ; and a daughter
born Sept. I776.

This noble family, which is of French extraction, came
into England foon after the Conqueft, and made the manor

fTpHE Right Honourable GEORGE FORBES, Earl and

X Vifcount ofGRANARD, Baron of Clanehugh, and
Baronet, fucceeded his father, the late Earl, April 1780.

The furl confpicuous perfon of thjis family was one Alex-

ander Forbes, who, in the year 1303, reiolutely defended

MAULE, EARL of PANMURE.
THE Right Honourable JOHN MAULE, Earl of PAN-

MURE, Vifcount and Baron Maule, fucceeded his

brother, Jan. 1780.
This very ancient and noble family is originally French,

and derive their furname from the Town and Lordfhip of
Maule in France, eight leagues from Paris, upon the con-
fines of Normandy. Guarin de Maule came into England
with William the Conqueror, among the names of whofe
followers Maule is always found, particularly in Holingfhed,

and got the Lordfhip of Hatton de Ciiveland ; out of which
Robert de Maule, his fon, made a donation to the Abbey
of Whitby, in the reign of Henry T. from whom defcended

Serlo de Maule, who was a Baron of England in the reign

of King John, and named at the Coronation of King
Henry ill. Of this fame family was William de Maule,
who fided with David I. King of Scotland, in the battle of
the Standard, in 11 38; and, continuing to follow that

King's fortunes, obtained the Lordihlp of Foulis, out of
which he made donations to the Priory of St. Andrew; and
is witnefs to forne of the Charters made by King David,

and his fon Prince Henry, before the year 1 152. He dying
without iflue male, Sir Richard de Maule, his nephew,
carried on the line of the family, and was fucceeded by
his fon Sir Peter de Maule, who about the year 1224, in the

reign of Alexander II. obtained the Barony of Panmure,
by the marriage of Chriftian, daughter and fole heir of

William de Vaioignes, Lord Panmure, and Great Cham-
berlain of Scotland

; and, dying in 1254., left iflue Sir

William, his fncceflbr, and Sir Thomas, who was Governor
of Brechin, which he defended forty days againft King
Edward L and was there flain in 1303. Which William,

Baron of Panmure, was High Sheriff of the county of

Forfar
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Forfar at the death of King Alexander III. and one of the

Barons of Scotland, who did homage to King Edward f.

for his lands which he held of the Crown, in 1292 He
married Etham, daughter to John de Vaus, Lord Dir'eton,

High Sheriff of the county of Edinburgh, by whom he
left iftue Sir Henry de Maule, his heir, who was knighted,

by King Robert Bruce, whom he ferved in the wars againft

England : and married Margaret, daughter to William Hay
of Locherwert, anceftor to the Marquis of Tweeddale ; by
whom lie had Walter de Maule, Baron of Panmure, who
was Governor of Kildrummy in the beginning of the reign

©f King David Bruce, and had two fons, Sir William, and
Henry Maule of Glaller, anceftor to the family feated there.

Sir William, the eldefh Ton, married Marion, only daughter

to Sir David. Fleming of Biggar, anceftor to the Ear! of
Wigton, by Jane his wife, daughter to David Barclay

Lord 8rechin ; and had Thomas, his fucceftor, who was
knighted by King Robert IIL and was one of the Com-
manders of the Governor of Scotland's army at the battle

of Harlavv, where he was flain, with all the gentlemen of
his name, in 141 1. He had ifTue by Elizabeth, daughter
to Sir Andrew Gray of Foulis, anceftor to the Lord Gray,
a fon bom after his death, Thomas, Baron of Panmure, who
was knighted by King James I. and upon the death of
Walter Earl of Athol, and Lord Brechin, in 1437, laid

claim to the Lor-dfl'iip of Brechin, in righc of his great

grandmother, daughter to David Lord Brechin, and ob-
tained fome parts of the eftate of that family ; but was kept

out of the Barony, by the miniftry of King James II. which
after fome time returned to the family of the Maules. He

Kigh Sheriff of the county of Forfar, and Bailiff of Barry,

and had a licence from King James V. exempting him from
Parliaments. He was at the battle of Lithgow Bridge,

with the Earl of Lenox, for that King's liberty, in 1526;
and in Queen Mary's reign, with the Lord Gray, ftormed

the town of Perth, which held out againft the Queen's au-

thority. He was a great oppofer of the Union with Eng-
land ; and, after the battle of Pinkincleugh, ' was befieged

in his caftle of Panmure by the Englifh, wounded, and car-

ried prifoner to the Tower of London ; from whence he
Was releafed, after a year's imprifonment, and died May 2,

THE Right Honourable JAMES CAULFIELD, Ear!
and Vifcount CHARLEMOUNT, and Baron Caul-

field, in the county of Armagh, Governor of Chat county,
and Knight of St. Patrick, born Auguft 22, 1728, fuc-

ceeded his father James, the late Vifcount, April 21, 1734,
and was advanced to the dignity of Earl of Charlemount,
October 29, 1763. He married, in July 1768, Mifs Hick-
man, by whom he had a fon born, July 4, 1775.

Sir Toby Caulfield, defcended from a family of great an-
tiquity in the county of Oxford, taking to a military life,

performed many brave and heroic actions againft the ene-
mies of Queen Elizabeth, in Spain, the Low Countries,
and Ireland, particularly in the latter, again ft the Earl of
Tyrone. After King James's acceffion, he was knighted,
conftituted Governor of the fort of Charlemount, and of
the counties of Tyrone and Armagh, and had many grants
of lands, and other employments ; and, in 1614, was made
Mailer of the Ordnance, in 161 5, he was appointed one of
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the Council for the province of M 12 nfter ; and, in 1620, was
created Baron Caul field of Charlemount. Dying unmar-
ried, Aug. 27, 1627, aged 62, he was fucceeded, accord-

ing to trie limitation of the patent, by his nephew, Sir

William, fon of his brother, Dr. James Cauifield. Which

When King
James I. came to the crown, he had a great refpect for Mr,
Savile and his learning, and would have advanced him to

a higher place, either in church or ftate ; but he refufed it,

and accepted only of the honour of knighthood, at Wind-
for, 21 Sept. 1604; and foon after Henry, his eldeil fori,

dying, he bellowed much of his wealth in publiihing

books. He collected the belt copies of St. Chryfoilcm,

and employed learned men to tranfcribe and make annota-

tions on them, which he fairly fet forth at his own coil,

(computed at 8000I.) in a mofl beautiful edition. He was
an excellent mathematician, as witnefs his learned lectures

on Euclid, for which fcience he founded two lectures in

Oxford, allowing a liberal ialary to the Profeffors. He-

died in Eton college 19 Feb. 1621, and the univerfity of

Oxon erected in Merton college a fumptuous honorary mo-
nument to his memory. Elizabeth, his daughter and fole

heir, became the wife of Sir John Sidleyr of Aiiesford, in

Kent, Bart.

Sir John Savile, the elder brother, was made a Serjeant

at Law, 29 Nov. 26 Elizabeth, and afterwards one of the

Barons of the Exchequer, by patent, 1 July, 40 Elizabeth j

and King James continued him by patent, 4 April, in the

firft year of his reign. He married four wives; firft, Jane,

daughter of Richard Garth, of Morden, in Surry, by whom
he had Sir Henry Savile, who was created a Baronet : and

two daughters ; Elizabeth, wife of Sir John Jacklbn, of

Hickleton, Knight, and Jane, of Sir Henry Goodrich, of

Ribllon, Knt. He married, fecondly, Elizabeth, eldeft

daughter of Thomas Wentworth, of North-Emfall, widow
and relict of Richard Tempeft, of Bowling, Efq. by whom
he had a fon, named John, of whom hereafter. He mar-

ried, thirdly, Dorothy, daughter of the Lord Wentworth,

widow of Sir William Widmerpool, Knt. and Sir Martin

Forbimer, of Altofts, Knt, and fourthly, Margaret, daugh-

ter of Anibrofe Peate, citizen of London, and widow of
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Sir Jerom Wefton ; but by the two laft wives he had no
iftue.

Henry, the eldeft Ton of Sir John, was of Methley, in

Yorkshire, and created a Baronet, anno 161 1. He married

Mary, daughter and coheir of John Dent, citizen of Lon-
don, who furvived him, and was married a fecond time to

Sir William Sheffield, Knt. He had iflue feveral fons and
daughters that died young ; and a fori, John, who juft ar-

rived at age, and died in France in the life-time of his fa-

ther, who died 23 June 1632, in the 53d year of his age;
fo that the dignity became extinct, and the eilate defcended
to John Savile, Efq. his half brother, who alfo inherited

the fame by conveyance from Sir Henry, his uncle. This
John was High Sheriff of Yorklhire, 24 Charles I. and died
about the year 16$ 1. He married full, Mary, daughter of

John Robinfon, of Ryther, near Selby, in Yorklhire, by
whom he had iilue two fons and four daughters that died in

their infancy. He married, fecondly, Margaret, daughter
of Sir Henry Garraway, Knt. Lord Mayor of London, who
bore him, Henry, born 30 December, 1641, and died 20
December, the year following.—John, born anno 1644.

whereof John Savile, his eldeft fon and heir, married one
of the two daughters and coheirs of Sir John Banks, of
Aylesford, in Kent, who died in 1717, leaving two fons;
the eldeft, John Savile, was unfortunately drowned in

May 17 13. Charles, the fecond fon, was born in 1676,
and married Aletheia, daughter and coheirefs of Gilbert
Millington, of Felley-Abbey, in the county of Notting-
ham, Efq. by whom he had iiTue,

John, the late Earl of Mexborough, created September 8,

1753, Baron Pollington, and Dec. 27, 1765, advanced to

the dignities of Vilcount and Earl of Mexborough. He

of WFNTERTON, Vifcount Tumour, Baron Win-
terton, of Gort, in the county of Galway, was created a

Baron, March 28, 1761, and advanced to the dignities of

Vifcount and Earl, Dec. 28., 1765. He married, March 13,

1736, Anne, daughter of Thomas, late Lord Archer, by
whom (who died June 20, i 775>) ne fias four fons and
iix daughters, viz. Anne, married to George Brown, of

the ifland of Jamaica, Efq.—Edward Vifcount Tumour,
married Nov. 6, 1781, Jane, daughter of Richard Chap-
man, of London, Efq.— Catharine, married July 2, 1778,
William Bacon Forfter, Efq.— Sarah, died young.—Arthur.

Ifabella.— Maria, who died young.— Gerard.— Frances.

The name of this family, which has at times been written

Turnoure, Turnor, Tumour, &c. is derived from their an-

cient place of fettlement in Normandy, which being a black

caftle, was called Le Tour noir, whence the Lords thereof

were called Les Sires de Tour noir, and by contraction,

Tournor. In the lift of the lords, knights, and foldiers,

that came over with William the Conqueror, and received

eftates from him in England, as given at length by William
Tailleur, in his chronicles of Normandy, we find Le Sire

de Tourneur, which fignifies the Lord of Tournoir. His
defcendant, Edward Tumour, was feated at Haveril, in the

county of Suffolk, in the reign of Henry IV. married Mar-
garet, daughter and heirefs of —• Peverell, Efq. and had
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iftue Henry, who married the daughter of Conftable,

of Flamborough: his fon Henry married Joan, daughter
and heirefs of William GifYord, Efq. of Haveril. His
fon John married Thomafine, eldeft daughter and coheir
of Henry Caldebec, Efq. Lord of the manor of Plecheden,
alias Prifon-Hall, in EfTex. Their fon, Henry, married
Anne, the daughter of John Newport, of Suffolk, Efq. by
whom he had iffue William Tumour, Efq. who married
Mary, daughter of Beaumont, of Collerton, in Lei-
ceflerfhire, Efq. and had ifiue Henry Tumour, of Haveril,

Efq. who, in right of his great-grandmother, Thomafine,
was Lord of the manor of Plecheden, or Prifon-Hall, in the

parifh of Henham, and hundred of Clavering, in EfTex.

He married Anne, daughter of John Smith, and was fuc-

ceeded by his brother, Captain Edward Tumour, who was
one of the Benchers of the Temple, London. He married
Marc ha, daughter of John Hanchet, of Canons, Efq. (by
which marriage the manor of Canons became veiled in this

family) and had iflue a fon, Edward ; and a daughter,
Mary, who was firft married to Rowland Ramfton, Gent,
and after his death, to Thomas Sparke, Bachelor of Divinity,

by whom fhe had Chriftopher Sparke, of the Middle Tem-
ple, London ; and lies buried, with both her hufbands, and
fon, in Great Parendon church. Her father died 19 May,
1623, and is buried near the altar in the Temple church,

London. Edward, his fon and heir, married Anne, daugh-
ter of James Morice, of Ongar, in EfTex, Efq. and had iflue

Arthur, who was Treafurer of the Temple-Society, London,
and Serjeant at Law. He died July 1, 1 651, in the 63d
year of his age, and lies buried with his father. He mar-
ried Anne, daughter of John Jermy, of Gunton, in the

county of Norfolk, Efq. and had ifTue a daughter, Anne,
the wife of L'Eftrange Calthrop, of the Temple, London*
and feveral fons ; being fucceeded in his eftate by his eldeft

fon, Edward, who was bred to the law, and advanced to

the high dignity of Lord Chief Baron of the Exchequer.
He died March 4, 1675, and was buried with the greateft

pomp in the church of Little Parendon, in EfTex : Sir Ed-
ward, his eldefl'fon and fuccefTor, was knighted by Charles II.

20, 1724, was
created Baron Headfort, Aug. 19, 1760, Vifcount Headfort,
March 24, 1762, Earl Beclive, Odl. 28, 1766; and Knt.
of St. Patrick. He married July 4, I7<4» Jane, eldeft

daughter of Hercules-Langford Rowley, Efq. by whom he
has had ifTue, Elizabeth, who died youn£.—Thomas, Vifc.

Headfort, born November 18, 1757.— Hercules-Langford-

This noble Lord is defcended from Thomas Taylor, of

Battle in SufTex, who in 1602, purchafed of John Page and
William Delves, Efqrs. a large tracl of land in the manor
of Stonham, in the faid county, on which he lived, and
died in Sept. 1629, aged feventy, leaving ifTue two fons,

John and Nicholas. Nicholas, the younger fon, was of
Watling, in the county of SufTex, died in the year 1654,
without iiTue, and left his brother John his heir, who on
Aug. 13, 1627, bought of Robert James, of Hoe, the

lands of Thorndance, in the parifh of Battle. He died in

the year 1658, aged 65, having had iffue four daughters,

who all died young ; and one fon, his fucceflor, Thomas,
who went into Ireland in 1653, with Sir William Petty,

between whom a great friendfhip fubfifted, which had been

VILLIERS, EARL of GRANDISON.

THE Right Honourable GEORGE VILLIERS, Earl

of GRANDISON, of Dromana, in the county of
Waterford, and Vifcount Grandifon, fucceeded his mother
Elizabeth, in 1782. He was born July 12, 1750, married

February 10, 1772, to Gertrude Conway, daughter to the

Earl of Hertford.

This ancient and noble family is defcended of the houfe

ofVilliers, Seigniors of Lifle-Adam in the duchy of Nor-
mandy ; Sir Nicholas de Villiers, Knight, attended King
Edward L in his wars in the holy land; and bore for his

arms, fable, three cinquefoils, argent-, which he changed,
and bore the crofs of St. George, charged with five efcallop

fhells, or, which is now the paternal coat of this great fa-

mily: he married Maud, daughter to Sir Thomas Hyde,
widow of Thomas Jocelyne, and was fucceeded by Sir Fran-
cis, hiseldeft fon, who ferved the Kings Edward IL and IJf;

in their wars; but dying without iffue, Geoffrey,' his bro-

K 4 ther,
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ther, became heir; and in the 26th of Edward III. was
Knight of the fhire for the county of Leicefter; and to him
fucceeded John, his fon, who was Lord of Brookfby : he
married Joan, daughter and coheir to Simon Pakeman of
Kirby in the county of Lancaiter, Efq. and had three fons,

Richard, John, and Alexander. He was fucceeded by his

fecond fon John, who married Joan, daughter to William
Meering, and had two fons, John and William ; whereof,
the eldeft dying without ifTue, the youngeft in 1416, the

4th of Henry V. fucceeded his father : he married Joan,
daughter and coheir to John Bellers, a noble family, at

Kirby Bellers, in the county of Leicefter, and had John,
and Bartholomew, who married Margaret, daughter to

Thomas Holland, Earl of Kent, and coheir to her brother

Edmund. John, dying before his father, left ifTue by
Elizabeth, daughter to John Southill, of Everingham in the

county of York, Efq. a fon, John, who, in 1480, the 20th

of Edward IV. fucceeded his grandfather, and, dying in

1507, left ifTue by Agnes, daughter to John Digby, of

Colefhil in the county of Warwick, Efq. eight fons, Sir

John, George, Thomas, William, Edward, Leonard, Bar-

tholomew, and Anthony. Sir John, the eldeft, fucceeded.

He married Elizabeth, daughter of John Wingar ; but hav-

ing no ifTue male, George, his next brother, became heir;

who married Joan, daughter to John Harrington, of Bag-
worth in the county of Warwick, Efq. by whom he had
Richard, his heir, who died at three years of age, and
Elizabeth, who married Sir Edward Waterhoufe of Helm-
Head. bury in Hertfoidfhire. Thomas, the next brother,

fucceeded his nephew at Brookfby ; and to him fucceeded

William, who, dying in 1558, left ifTue, by Colletta his

wife, daughter and heir to Richard Clarke, of the county of
Huntingdon, Efq. and widow of Richard Beaumont, Efq.

of Cole-Orton in Leiceflerfhire, a fon, Sir George, who mar-
ried, firft, Audrey, daughter and heir to William Saunders,

of Harrington in the county of Northampton, Efq. by
whom he had two fons, Sir William Villiers of Brookfby,
Knight and Baronet, and Sir Edward Villiers, Knight (an-

ceflor of the prefent Earl, and was prefident of Munfler ;)

and having alfo three daughters, Elizabeth, the eldeft, was
married to John Lord Butler, of Bramfield in the county of
Hertford ; Anne, the fecond, to Sir William Wafhington,
of Packington in the county of Leicefter; and Frances died

unmarried. To his fecond wife, the faid Sir George mar-
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ried Mary, daughter to Anthony Beaumont of Glenfield in

EfTex, Efq. a younger fon of William Beaumont, of Cole-

Orton in the county of Leicefter, Efq. and by her (who
married fecondly Sir William Rayner, Knight ; and thirdly

Sir Thomas Compton, brother to William the firft Earl of

Northampton; and who, on July 1, 1618, was created

Baronefs Compton, and Countefs of Buckingham) befides

a daughter, Sufan, who was married to William Fielding,

the firft Earl of Denbigh, he had three fons, John, George,
and Chriftopher. John, the eldeft, on July 19, 1619, was
created Baron of Stoke, and Vifcount Purbecke ; he mar-
ried Frances, daughter to Sir Edward Coke, Knight, Lord
Chief Juftice of the King's Bench, and had a fon Robert,
who died without ifTue, which put an end to that line.

—

George was by King James I. firft made a Gentleman of his

Bedchamber, then Mafter of the Horfe ; after which, on
April 24, 161 5, he was elected a Knight of the Garter.

On Auguft 27, 1616, he was advanced to the title of Lord
Whaddon, of Whaddon in the county of Bucks, and Vif-

count Villiers ; and, on January 25, 1617, he was created

Earl of Buckingham, and, on January 1, 1618,* Marquis of
the fame place. On May 18, 1623, 21 James I. he was
created Earl of Coventry, and Duke of Buckingham. He
was likewife in great favour with King Charles I. at whofe
coronation he was Lord High Steward of England for the
day ; but on Auguft 23, 1628, was ftabbed at Por.tfmouth,

by J-;hn Felton, a Lieutenant of foot, to whom he made
promifes of preferment, but neglecled to perform them.
This Duke married Catharine Manners, only child and
heir to Francis the fixth Earl of Rutland ; and by her, who
afterwards married Randolph Macdonel, the fecond Eari
of Antrim, had three fons, and a daughter, Mary, who by
patent, bearing date Auguft 31, 2 Car. L had the title of
Duchefs of Buckingham limited to her, in cafe of failure

of iftue male of her father. She was firft married to Charles
Lord Herbert, eldeft fon of Philip Earl of Pembroke and
Montgomery; who dying before cohabition, fhe, fecondly,

married James Stuart, Duke of Richmond and Lenox, by
whom fhe had a daughter, Mary, who was married to

Richard Butler, Earl of Arran, but died without iiTuC;

and fhe married, thirdly, to Thomas Howard, brother to

Charles Earl of Carl ifle. Of the fons of the faid GeorgeDuke
of Buckingham, and Catharine his wife, Charles died an
infant — Francis, the youngeft, was ilain in the fervice of
King Charles I. July 7, 1648, unmarried.— George, the

eldeft, fucceeding his father, was the fecond Duke of Buck-
ingham.

and Lord Roos, and was allowed it. He married Mary,

who was the fecond wife of Sir William Jelfon of Coventry,
Knight. Sir William, the third Baronet, died in February

171 1, aged fixty-feven, without iffue, and the title became
extinct. And he fold the manor of Brookfby to Sir Nathan
Wright. We now return to Sir Edward, fecond fon to

Sir George, by Audrey his firft wife.

Edward- Henry Lee, Earl of Lichfield ; and Anne to Tho-
mas Lennard, Earl of SufTex, by whom fiie had Anne,
Baronefs Dacre in England. The fons were Charles, Hen-
ry, and George.

was Duke of Cleveland, as fucceffor to the faid Barbara
his mother.

having married Catharine, fecond daughter to Sir Edward
Villiers, Knight, filler to the firft Earl of Jerfey, and re-

lic! of Lewis-James La Vafcus, Marquis of PuilTar in

France; and a daughter, Audrey, married to Richard Har-
rifon,
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rifon, of Balls in Hertford fhire, Efq, and was mother of
Edward Harrifon, Efq. Governor of Fort St, George,

whofe daughter and heir, Audrey, became Dowager Vif-

countefs Townfliend. Edward, the eldeft fon, died before

his father, leaving iffue by Catharine, daughter and fole

heir to John Fitz-Gerald, of Dromana in the county of
Waterford, Efq. a fon John ; and two daughters ; Mary,
married to Brigadier Stuart, and Harriot, to Robert Pitt,

Efq. elder brother to Thomas Earl of Londonderry ; and
on January 6, 1700, Catharine their mother had a patent

granted by King William, to enjoy the fame titles and pre-

cedence, as if the faid Edward Villiers had furvived his fa-

ther, George Vifcount Grandifon, and had been actually

poiTefled of the honour and title of Vifcount Grandifon ;

ST. LAWRENCE, EARL of HOWTH.

THE Right Honourable THOMAS ST. LAWRENCE,
Earl of HOWTH, Vifcount St. Lawrence, and Baron

of Howth, in the county of Dublin, born May 10, 1730,
fucceeded his father William, April 4, 1748, and was ad-

vanced to the dignity of Vifcount and Earl, Augull 1$,

1767. He, November 17, 1750, married Jfabella, daugh-
ter of the Earl of Kingfton, by whom he had iffue William
Vifcount St. Lawrence, born October 4, 1752, married

June 1, 1777,. to Elizabeth, only daughter and heirefs of
the Earl of Louth ; and a daughter, Ifabella, born Auguft

30, 1751, married November \6, 1773, to the late Lord
Sidney, who died without ilTue, and the title became ex-

tinct.

This ancient and noble family, which is of Englim ex-

traction, was originally named Triftram, till, on St. Law-
rence's day

(iftLord.) Sir Almericus being to command an army
againft the Danes, near Clantarf, he made a vows to that

faint, that, if he got the victory, he and his pofterity, in

honour thereof, mould bear the name of St. Lawrence,
which has fo continued to this time ; and the fword where-
with he fought is now hanging up at the great hall at Howth,
the feat of the prefent Lord : and what is very remarkable in

this family is, that the eftate and barony they now enjoy

they have pofleffed near 600 years, without the leaft increaf-

ing or diminiming, during which time there never was an
attainder in it. His valour and conduct were fo remark-

able, and the fight fo fuccefsful, that the lands and title of

Howth were allotted to him for his part of the conquelt. In

this engagement he lolt feven fons, uncles, and nephews,
and had three large wounds, which caufed his life to be de-

fpaired of. In 1189, upon the removal of Sir John Courcy
from the government, by King Richard I. and fubftituting

Hugh Lacy in his room, the Irifli refolved to regain their

country from Courcy, now diverted of his power. Sir Al-

mericus, being then in Connaght with 30 Knights and
200
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2co foot, was defired to repair to the affiftance of Conrcy ;

but O'Connor King of Connaght, oppofing his March, all

the horfemen killed their horfes, that they might not be

tempted to flight, and engaging the enemy, which con-

filled of 20,coo men, killed icoo of them, but were over-

powered by numbers, and all perimed to a man. He mar-

ried the filler of Sir John de Courcy, Earl of Ulfter, and

left three fons ; of whom,
(2d Lord.) Sir Nicholas, the eJdefl, was fo defperately

wounded, in nine feveral places, that he was left for dead

;

but he happily recovered. He was fucceeded by his fon,

(3d Lord.) Almerick, to whom King John confirmed

the lands of Howth, which he left to his fon,

(4th Lord.) Adam, father of
(5th Lord.) Robert; father of

(6th Lord.) Nicholas ; father of

(7th Lord.) Robert; father of

(8th Lord.) Adam ; who married Ifabella, yougeft filter

and coheir to her brother, Robert Pylatt, by whom he had
two fons, Almerick, his fucceffor, and Adam of Caftleton

in Howth.
(9th Lord,) Almerick, died May 1, 1327, and was

fucceeded by his fon,

(10th Lord.) Christopher; father of

(iithLord.) Stephen; whofe fon,

(12th Lord.) Nicholas, in 1381, was appointed one
of the keepers of the peace in the county of Dublin. He
died November 11, 1404, leaving iffue by his Lady, of the

family of Fleming,
(13th Lord.) Christopher, who, dying in 1430, left

iffue by Anne Plunket, his wife,

(14th Lord.) Christopher ; he married Elizabeth

Bermingham, of the family of Lord Athenry, and had
(15th Lord.) Sir Robert; who, in 1470, 11 Edward

IV. was made Knight of the Garter, that moft noble order

being then eftabliihed in Ireland, but in 1494 it was fet

afide by a6l of parliament; and in 1483 he was made Lord
Chancellor of Ireland. He married Joan, fecond daughter

of Edmund Beaufort, Duke of Somerfet, and had four fons

and two daughters; Genet, married to Thomas Fitz Sy-

mons, Efq. Recorder of Dublin.—Anne, to Walter Gelding,
of Grange, Efq.

THE Right Honourable JOHN DENNIS BROWNE,
Earl of ALTAMONT, Vifcount Weilport, and Ba-

ron of Mount Eagle, in the county of Mayo, fucceeded his

father the late Earl, in 1780.
This n- ble Lord is lineally defcended from the Honour-

able Mr. Browne, a younger fon of the Lord Vifcount
Montague, of England, who went into Ireland, as Captain

of
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of an independent Company, in the fervice of Queen EHta*
beth, and fettling in the county of Mayo* was the firfl High
Sheriff of that county* and was killed during his office, in

endeavouring to reclaim the then barbarous natives to an

obedience to the laws. This noble family have fince their

firft fettlement in Ireland intermarried, and have been al-

lied, from time to time, with many of the noble families

and principal gentry of that kingdom.

THE Right Honourable RALPH GORE, Earl of
ROSS, in the county of Fermanagh, Vifcount Belafle,

Gore, in the county of Donegal, and Baronet, was created

a Baron, June 16, 1764, and Vifcount Bellifle, Auguft 2,

1768, and advanced to the dignity of Earl of Rofs, Jan. 4,

1772; he married in February 1754, Catharine the eldefl

daughter of William Conolly, of Caftletown, Efq. fhe died

in May 1771, without iflue. Oelober 23, 1773, he married

his fecond wife Alicia, youngeft daughter of Nathaniel

Clements, Efq. by whom he had a fon, born Oclober 3,

Sir Paul Gore, fon of Gerrard Gore, Efq, of London,

came to Ireland commander of a troop of horfe, in Queen
Elizabeth's army, in the year 1600; and his fervices to the

Crown were rewarded by King James I. with a grant dated

June 1, 1610, of efcheated lands, in the county of Done-
gal, which were creeled into a manor, by the name of
Manor-Gore; in the parliament which met 1613, he was
member for Ballyfhannon, and was advanced to the degree
of Baronet, by Privy-Seal, dated at Windfor, September
1621, and by patent at Dublin, February following.

THE Right Honourable WILMOT VAUGHAN,
Earl of LISBURNE, in the county of Antrim,

Vifcount Lifburne, and Lord Vaughan, Baron of Fethers,

fucceeded his father January 10, 1766, as Vifcount Lif-

burne, and was raifed to the dignity of Earl of Lifburne,

July 16, 1776. In 1755, he was chofen Member for Car-
diganlhire, and Lord Lieutenant of that county, and was
elected Member of Parliament for Berwick-upon-Tweed, oxk

the death of his uncle Thomas Watfon, Efq. who dying
January 6, 1766, left him fole heir to his eftate. His Lord-
fhip, in 1 7 6 S , was elected to reprefent the county of Car-
digan ; alfo in the Parliament called in 1774, and again
elected to the prefent Parliament, in 1780. He is alfo Lord
Lieutenant and Cuftos Rotulorum for the faid county. In

1768, he was appointed one of the Lords Commiflioners of

Trade and Plantations, and, in 1770, one of the Lords
Commiflioners of the Admiralty, at which Board he con-
tinued to fit till the general change in 1782. He married

to his firit wife, Elizabeth, fole daughter to Jofeph Gaf~
coyne Nightingale, of Mamhead, in the county of Devon,
and Enfield, in the county of Middlefex, Efq. by Elizabeth

his wife, eldeft daughter and coh?irefs to Walhington Earl

dren, who deceafed without ifiue ; but by his firft wife,

Lettice, daughter of John Stedman, of Strata-Florida, in

the county of Cardigan, Efq. he had three fons and one
daughter, who became the wife of John Stedman, of Stra-

ta-Florida, Efq. fon of John above mentioned. Of the

fons, Morris died unmarried, Henry was feated at Kilkin-

nin, in the county of Cardigan, and married Mary, fecond

daughter and coheirefs to John Stedman, of that place, Efq.

and dying in 1663, left three daughters his coheirefTes ; of
whom, Jane married Sir Matthew Price, of Newton, in the

county of Montgomery, Baronet; the fecond married Mor-
gan Herbert, of Havod, in the county of Cardigan, Efq.

and the third married Thomas Lloyd, of Lanlawtoy, in the

county of Caermarthen, Efq. John, the eldeft fon, who
proved a very learned lawyer and eminent patriot, was
educated at the King's fchool at Worcefter ; whence, after

iive years flay, he was removed to Ch rift-church, Oxon, in

the fifteenth year of his age, and thence, at eighteen, to

the Inner-temple, where, for fome time, he preferred his

academical fcudies of poetry and the mathematics to the

municipal laws of England, till at length falling into the

acquaintance of the incomparable Mr. Selden and others,

he was inftructed by them in the value of civil learning, and
applied clofely to a courfe of that ftudy, particularly of the

law, which he made his profefiion. His practice was moftly

in the Star-chamber, where he foon became very eminent.

In the parliament of 1640 he was chofen to reprefent the

town of Cardigan, and acted firmly with Selden, Pym, and
Hampden, in their noble and fpirited opposition to the ar-

bitrary meafures of Charles I, being much noted and admir-

ed for his learned fpeeches. Lord Clarendon, in a charac-

ter very invidioufly drawn of him, mentions, that he looked

moft into thofe parts of the law that difpofed him to lead

reverence to the Crown, and moft to popular authority,

but without any inclination to any change of government

;

which proves the very contrary to the noble hiilorian's pur-
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pofe, and will in thefe times be remembered to his honour.
He perfevered in the fame principles as a Judge in the reign

of Charles II. when he was appointed Lord Chief Juftice of
the Common Pleas, of which he has left memorable proofs
in his judgments from the bench, and died in this high
flation, December 3, 1674. He was buried in the Temple
church, near the grave of his friend Selden ; part of whofe
fortune he inherited as one of his executors. A marble
monument is erected to his memory, on the fouth-weft end
of the faid church.
He married Jane, eldeft daughter and coheirefs of John

Stedman, of Kilkinnin, in the county of Cardigan, Efq.
by whom he had one fon, Edward, and one daughter, mar -

ried to Richard Herbert, of Swanfea, in the county of Gla-
morgan, Efq. Edward, the fon, ferved in feverai parlia-

ments for the county of Cardigan, and diftinguilhed himfelf
by his learned fpeeches again ft a corrupt and arbitrary court.

Many of his fpeeches, upon the molt intei efting points, are

printed in the Parliamentary Debates, and in Anchxtel Grey's
collection. Bifhop Burnet, in the Hiftory of his Own Times,
ranks him amongft thole eminent men who preferved the

conftitution in that critical feafon, and bears teftimony to

his great integrity and the public fervice he did. He pub»
lifhed the Reports of his father, with a Preface written by
himfelf, and died at Ludlow, in Shropshire, in 1683, leav-

ing iiTue by Letitia, his wife, daughter to Sir William
Hooker, Knight, two fons and three daughters. Of the

daughters, the eldeft was married to Robert Davies, of
Llanerth, in the county of Flint, Efq. and fecondly to—— Pennant, Efq. Thefecond daughter was married to

John Owen, of Cundover, in the county of Salop, Efq.

and the youngeft daughter died unmarried. Of the Tons,

Selden died unmarried ; and,

(ift Baronet and Vifcount<) John, the eldeft, was, by
King William, created by patent, bearing date June 2$,

1695, a Baron and Vifcount, by the titles of Vifcount Lif-

burne, Lord Vaughan, Baron of Fethcrs, in the kingdom of
Ireland. He reprefented the county of Cardigan in feverai

parliaments, of which he was appointed Lord Lieutenant
and Cuftos Rotulorum at the acceffion of George I. He
married Mallet Wilmot, third daughter to John Earl of
Rochefter, fifter and coheirefs to her brother Charles Earl

ofRochefter (me died in 1716) and his Lordlhip dying in

1 7 zo, left iiTue by her three fons and three daughters. Of
the daughters, Anne married Sir John Prideaux, of Nether-

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ton in the county of Devon, Baronet; and Elizabeth died

unmarried. Of the fons, Henry died unmarried ; and
(2d Vifcount.) John, the eldeft, fucceeded his father.

In 1721, he was appointed Lord Lieutenant and Cuftos Ro-
tulorum of the county of Cardigan; and, in 1727, was
chofen to reprefent that county in parliament. He married

to his firft wife, the daughter of Sir John Bennett, Knight,

Serjeant at Law ; and (he dying July 3 1, 1723, he married,

in 1725, his fecond wife, Dorothy, daughter to Richard

Hill, of Henblas in the county of Montgomery, Efq. by
whom he had one daughter, born in 1727, and now de-

ceafed; and a fon, who died young. His Lordfhip died at

Croffwood, in the county of Cardigan, January 15, 1741,
without iflue male, and was fucceeded by Wilmot, his fe-

cond brother,

(3d Vifcount.) Wilmot, the third Vifcount, was ap-

pointed Lord Lieutenant of the county of Cardigan, in 1 744,
and was Captain of an independent company of foot. In

Dec. 1734, his Lordlhip married Elizabeth, eldeft daughter
of Thomas Watfon, of Berwick-upon-Tweed, Efq. and
dying at Croflwood* January 19, 1766, left iflue two fons

and one daughter, Elizabeth, married to Thomas Lloyd,

of Abertrinant in the county of Cardigan, Efq. Of the

fons, John, the fecond fon was, in 1746, appointed a Cor-

net in the 10th regiment of dragoons, and proceeding

through the feveral ranks, ferved the laft war in Germany,
North-America, and the Weft-Indies, particularly at the

taking of Martinico, where he commanded one of the

battalions of grenadiers, that dillinguifhed themfelves in the

redu&ion of that i fland. On the nth of May, 1775, he

was appointed Colonel of the 46th regiment, which being

ordered to North- America, he ferved as Brigadier and
Major-General on that flaff. On the 29th of January,

1777, he was appointed Major-General on the Britifh

eftablifhment, and led the grenadiers to the attack of the

Rebels at Brooklyn, in Long Ifland. At the landing on
New-York ifland, he firft advanced at the head of the fame
torps, and in afcending the heights was wounded in the

thigh. He commanded the attack at Fort Montgomery,
on the north river, where his horfe was killed as he was
difmounting to lead the troops to ftorm that Fort, in which
he fucceeded, and is noticed by Sir Henry Ciinron's orders,

dated the 9th 0£l. 1777, in thefe words, ' Fort Clinton is

henceforth to be diftingaifhed by the name of Fort Vaughan,
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In memory of the intrepidity and noble perfeverance, which
Major-General Vaughan fhewed in the aflault of it.' After

the campaign, in 1779* he returned to England, and was
in December appointed Commander in Chief of his Maje*
ffy's forces in the Leeward Iflands. On the 3d of February

1781, he took the ifland of St, Euftatius, in conjunction

with the fleet under Admiral Lord Rodney, and refigned

that command the fame year. In 1779, he was appointed

QROSBIE, EARL of GLANDORE.

THE Right Honourable JOHN CROSBIE, Earl of
GLANDORE, and Vifcount Crofbie, LordBranden,

in the county of Kerry, fucceeded his father Maurice, the

late Lord, April 11, 1781, was born May 255 1752, mar-
ried, Nov. 26, 1777, Diana, the daughter of Vifcount
Sackville, by whom he has had ilTue a fon and a daughter,

both of whom died foon after their births.

This noble family, defcended from the Crofbies of Great
Crofbie, in Lancafhire, firft came into Ireland in the reign

ef Queen Elizabeth ; and about the latter end of that reign

there were two brothers refident there, viz Patrick, and
John, the anceftor of the prefent Earl. Patrick was the

father of Sir Pierce Crofbie, who was bred to arms, and
ferved under the Duke of Buckingham at the liege of
Rochelle, and under Guftavus AJolphus, King of Sweden,
in his German wars. On his return to Ireland he incurred

the difpleafure of the Earl of Strafford, for oppofing his

meafures, and was again obliged to quit the kingdom, till

the trial of that nobleman occafioned his return, to appear
againfthim in fupport of the charges. After the execution

of the Earl, Sir Pierce continued in Ireland, and dying
without iffue, left the whole of his eilates, which were con*
fiderable, to his uncle's fons.

John, younger brother to Patrick, was bred to the

Church, and by Privy Seal of Queen Elizabeth, Oclober2 #

1600, had the epifcopal fees of Ardfert and Aghadoe, in

the county of Kerry, He died 1621, having married Wi-
nifred, the daughter of O Lawler, in Qoeen's County, by
whom he had iffue two fons, Walter and David.

Walter was created a Baronet of Nova-Scotia, April 24,
1630, and was Member of Parliament for the county of
Kerry, in 1634. He was anceftor to Sir Edward Crofbie,

Bart, and father of Sir John Crofbie, Bart* who by Bis at-

tachment
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tachment to his fovereign forfeited a very confiderable

eftare, foon after the troubles of 1 64 1

.

David, the younger fon, anceftor to the p*efent Earl*

was Member for Ardfert in 1639, and Governor of Kerry
in 1 641. He married a daughter of Dr. William Steer,

Biihop of Ardfert, by whom he had two fons, Thomas and
Patrick, the latter of whom was anceftor to the Crofbies of
Tubrid.
Thomas, the eldeft fon, was knighted by the Duke of

Ormond, in conlideration of the loyalty of his family during

the Civil Wars. He was thrice married, firft to Bridget,

daugh er of - Tynte, Efq. of the county of Cork,
by whom he had four fons and two daughters, viz. David,
his fucceiTor.—William, a Major in the army.—Walter,

—

Patrick; all three of which lad died without iflue.—Sarah,

the eldeft daughter married Henry Stoughton, of Ratoe,

Efq. and Bridget, the youngeft, married Thomas Morgel,
Efq. Sir Thomas's fecond wife was Lady Wilfon, by
whom he had no ifTue. His third wife was Elizabeth,

daughter and coheirefs of Hamilton, Efq. of King's

County, by whom he had iffue four fons, viz. Thomas,
John, Pierce, and Charles ; and a daughter, Anne.

David, his eldeft fon by his firft wife, married Jane Ha-

1768, Pyne, daughter of Sir Henry Cavendilh, Bart, by
whom he has a fon, William, and three daughters, viz.

Anne, Pyne, and Dorothea. Of the four daughters of

Lord Brandon, Jane, married Thomas Mahon, Efq. of

Strokeftown , in Rofcommon.— Anne, married Bartholomew
Mahon, Efq. of Clonfree, in Rofcommon.—Elizabeth, mar-
ried Lancelot Crofbie, Efq. of Tubrid, in Kerry.—Doro-
thea, married the Rev. Dr. Richard Pigot, of Cork, and
died in 1782. His Lordfhip died January 20, 1762, when
he was fucceeded by his eldeft fon,

(ift Earl.) William, born May 2, 1716, who was
chofen, in 1735, to reprefent the borough of Ardfert, which
he continued until his father's death, when he was fworn of
his Majefly's mod honourable Privy-Council in Ireland, and
on October 18, 1771, was advanced to the dignity of a
Vifcounr, by the title of Vifcount Crofbie, of Ardfert, in

the county of Kerry, and on the 2zd of July, 1776, was
created an Earl, by the title of Earl of Glandore, in the

county of Cork. His Lordfhip married, rir/t, November
26, 1745, Theodofia Bligh, third daughter of John firft

Earl of Darnley (by Lady Theodofia Hyde, in her own
right Baronefs Clifton, of Leighton-Bromfwold, and daugh-
ter of Edward third Earl of Clarendon) and by her, who
died May 20, 1777? had irTue two fons, viz.

three fons, who died infants.

His Lordfhip is defcended of a branch of the family of
Lord Vernon, ofKinderton, in England, and was nephew
and heir to the late Admiral Vernon.

James Vernon, Efq. father of Eirl Shipbrooke, married

Arethufa, daughter of Charles Clifford, fon of Richard,

Earl of Burlington, by whom he had iffue, Henry, who

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STRATFORD, EARL of ALDBOROUGIJ.

npHE Right Honourable EDWARD STRATFORD,
JL Earl of ALDBOROUGH, of the Palatinate of Upper

Ormond, Vifcount Amiens and Aldborough, and Baroa
of Baltinglafs, in the county of Wicklovv, who was chofen
for Taunton, at the general election, and reprefented Bal-
tinglafs, in the four lall and prefent Parliaments. He is

alfo governor of the county of YVicklow, F. R. S. He fuc-

ceeded his father John, May 29, 1777, and married Bar-
bara, fole heirefs to the late Honourable Nicholas Herbert,
of Great Glenham, in the county of Suffolk, uncle to the
Earl of Pembroke, and Lord Porchefter, by Anne North,
other wife, Herbert his wife, coheirefs of Dudley North, cf
tittle Glenham, E r

q.

This nobleman is of a very antient and noble family,

paternally of Englifh and maternally of Irifh extraction.

The Stratford (or Englifh.) of mixed origin, the Qneals
(or Irim) fcarce to be traced to its fource. Of the former
Gualtera de Lupella, vulgarly called Lovel, or Tonci, ac-
cording to Cambden, are from Amiens, the capital of Pic-

ardy in France, who as Sir Thomas Chatterton the anti-

quarian aliens, came to England with William the Con-
queror, and was at the battle of Fadings, as appears by
the Stowe roll ,of Battle Abby. This Gualtera, married
Allotte de Ewe, of the city of Ewe, in Normandy, and his

iffue mixing with the Strat fords of Saxon defcent, formed
the common ancellor of this houfe, who took the name of
the female, as was cuflomary in thofe days, if the maternal
was of a more diftinguifned lineage than the paternal. The
name of Stratford is, however, clearly of Grecian import,

and is derived from %paif>j®?i; 9 i. e. a ieader or the fong of
armies ; from Sftpaltta Excercitus, and oS», Cantos ; and
the rather as the arms of the noble peer are the fame as

thofe of Alexander the Great, which atchievement or bear-

ing his feveral generals wore on their banners, and a(Turned

at his death, on their divifion of his mighty empire. The
Saxon branch flourilhed in the reign of Alfred the Great,

from whence this family is eafily traced. They were con-

jlderable during the Heptarchy, long before the Conqueft,

for Edward Stratford, built at his own expence the church
of Old Stratford, in Barlichway Hundred, anno 1000,

which is 66 years before the conqueft, as afierted by Dug*
dale ;
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dale ; who alio fays, that Edward Stratford poffeffed Bifhop-

ftone and Drayton before the time of Canute the Dane.
Stratford on Avon was founded by Stratford, 300 years

before the Conqueft, agreeable to the authority of the fame
antiquarian. The monaftery of Stratford, in the fee of
Worceiler, was founded by Stratford, anno 872. Edward
Stratford, of Anfley, in Warwick fh ire, married Anne
Bracebridge, anno 1057, according to Cambden, who alfo

mentions 15 towns and 2 hundreds in England of the name
of Stratford. Clapton, in Warwickshire, which contain-

ed 10 hydes in the Conqueror's furvey, belonged to Robert
de Stratford, according to Dugdale ; who alfo fays, that

Morton Bagot came to Robert de Stratford by the Con-
queror's gift. He alfo poffeffed Wolverton in the Con-
queror's time. Robert de Stratford, founded Stratford

Tonci, in memory of his anceftor, in Wiltfhire, in Rich-
ard IPs reign. He poffeffed aifo Horton Limofi and Wool-
verdinton, now Hampton, the 13th of John, 1211, and a
Stratford owned Willy, in Edward Fs time. Thomas Strat-

ford, Archdeacon of Gloucefter, owned the manor of
Shottery, the 3 1 ft of Edward I. and alfo Dodwell, Ryvine,

Clifford, Stratford, Bifhops Manor, of Old Stratford,

Brufhwood, Wooton, Bifhopfden Warren, and divers other

manors and lordfliips in Berks, Northampton, and Stafford-

fnire ; andWighorn, Lincoln, Orford in Suffolk, bellowed

on him by the Conqueror, and defcended from that great

and noble family of the Tonci totius Normandiae Signifer.

Mockley alfo belonged to him, and Allenhole, Butler,

Whitley, Langley, Edllone, Bearty, and Ufford, as report-

ed by Cambden ; by which it appears, that this antient

and renowned family founded many towns, and were pof-

feffed of many manors at very early periods, in the coun-
ties of Chefhire, Stafford, Warwick, Gloucefter, Wor-
cefter, Northampton, Wilts, Berks, Bucks, Herts, Bed^
ford, Somerfet, Middlefex, Effex, and Suffolk, which to

this day bear their name ; and the prefent noble Peer hath

added to their number, having founded in the center of one
of the principal ftreets of Weftminfter, Stratford-place,

one of the principal ornaments of the metropolis, and
erected a fuperb edifice for his refidence at the upper end of

the ftreet and fquare, which form a cul-de-fac, anno 1772 ;

and alfo a town in Ireland, in 1775, called Stratford-upon

Slaney, confiding of four ftreets, laid out at right angles,

and an oclagon area in the center of 260 feet ; and has

obtained a grant for two fairs and a weekly market. He
hath
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hath alfo confiderably augmented his corporation town of

Bakinglafs. His Lordfhip has alfo much improved the

manfion feat at Belan.

The Stratfords alfo poffeiTed Aldborough-Tunftal, Black-
fel, Farnham, and Stratford upon Aid, in Suffolk, which
went by a female into the family of the Glenhams, as ap-

pears by their arms quartered with the Stratfords on a brafs

monumental infeription, at Glenham-Hall parifh church,

and it is remarkable, that as the Stratford and Glenham
eltates came at length to the Norths, in whom the laft were
veiled ; fo by the marriage of the prefent Earl, with the

heirefs of Mrs. Herbert, otherwife North, heirefs to her

brother, Dudley North, they will on their death be again

properly reinvefted in the Strafford. The arms of Aldbo-
rough (granted to Stratford by William Hervey, Clarencieux

King of Arms, 1561, viz. a fhip of three mafts in full fail

on the waves of the fea, having the mainfail charged with
the Stratford lyon, rampant) being the bearing of that fa-

mily. The forefail is charged with a crofs of St. George

;

and on the round-top of each malt, four fpears, with their

barbs upwards.
This family has produced many eminent prelates and

ftatefmen, an Archbifhop of Canterbury, Bifhops of Win-
chefler, London, Durham, Chichefter, and Chefter ; Lords
Regents and Treafurers, Jufticiary of England, feveral Lord
Keepers of the Great Seal and Lords Chancellors. They
have alfo reprefented the counties of Glouceiter and North-
ampton, and county of Warwick, in 42 parliaments ; the

city of Coventy in 52, and the town of Taunton, the coun-
ty of Wicklow in 2, and the boroughs of Harriftown and
Baltinglafs in feveral other parliaments, as may be collecl-

ed from the parliamentary rolls, regifters, and journals of
each kingdom, and other public records.

It would exceed the limits prefcribed us to give the whole
of the pedigree of this antient houfe, which can regularly

trace its defcent from the time of Alfred, through forty ge-
nerations, many of whom have intermarried with the prin-

cipal families of the two kingdoms, and from whom have
originated a great number of our prefent nobility, &c. and
the prefent family has a great number of quartering9 in

their arms, of the heireiTes they have married, and whofe
eftates it now enjoys.

Robert Stratford, a younger branch of the houfe of
Merevale, and the flrll of the name who fettled in Ireland,

1660, was one of the original burgeffes in the charter con-

figuring
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flituting Baltinglafs a borough, and afterwards Knight of
the mire for the county of Wicklow, where he was fa

careffed and efteemed, that the body of the county, befides

choofing him their reprefentative, deiired he would name
his colleague. He married, 1662, Mifs Walfri, daughter

to Oliver Walfh, Efq. of Bally killcavin, in Queen's coun-

ty, from whom defcends Colonel Hunt-WaKh ; the faid

Robert purchafed feveral eitates, and held feveral lands,

copyholds, and farms, in the provinces of Leinfter and
Munfter, and counties of Limerick, Tipperary, Dublin,
and Wicklow. He left two fons and,feven daughters. Ed-
ward the elder!:, who fucceeded his father in his eftate, was
born Jan. 28, 1663-4.— Francis, born 1667, was Conful
at Bourdeaux, and partner with his uncle Francis, of the

city of London, fecretary to the Duke of Chandos, Pay-
mailer of the Forces, and Secretary at War to Queen Anne.
He married, and died without iilue.—Grace, born May 2,

1666, married Samuel Burton, of Burton-Hill, Efq. in the

county of Catherlough, father to the Right Honourable
Benjamin Burton, CommirJioner of the Revenue, married

to Anne Ponfonby, lifter to the Earl of Beiborough, and
alfo to Vifcountefs Nettervjlle, mother to the prefent Lord.
— Elizabeth, born Sept. 27, 1672, married to Thomas
Evre, of Eyreville, in the county of Gahvay, Efq. from
whom Stratford Eyre, Governor of Galvvay, and his bro-

ther Thomas, his Majcfty's furveyor and engineer general,

are defcended,— Anne, born April 6, 1675, married.,, to

Robert Perfe, of Roxborough, in the county of Galway,
Efq.—Jane, born June 5, 1674, married to John Carleton,

of Darling- Hill, in the county of Tipperary, Efq. — Abigal,

born 20, 1673, married to George Canning, of Garvagh,
in the county of Donegal, Efq. who dying, Ihe married,

fecondly, to Major Cadmore.—Mary, born April 1, 1668,

married to Robert Hickman, Efq. of the county of Clare.

—Catharine, bom May 3, 1676, married to John Spencer,

Efq. of the city of Dublin. Robert their father died 1699,
having been a very confiderable fufFerer in the devaltations

which then unfortunately prevailed in the kingdom, Ed-
ward, fon and heir to the laid Robert, purchafed the fee of
the feveral farms and leafeholds his father held, and added

the lordfhip and manor of Great Belan, Little Belan, Pill,

and Grangford, in the county of Kildare, purchafed from
Lord Fitz-Harding and Doclor Weliefley, and divers other

eitates to them. He married Elizabeth, daughter to Eufeby
Baifley, of Ricketltown, in the county of Carlow, by whom

1 he
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he had iiTue three Tons and one daughter; and, fecondly,

Penelope, mother to Sir Robert Eckiin, by whom he had
no ifTue. To his Tons Robert and Eafeby he left his Queen's
county eftates, and the reft of his eftates to his third foa

and heir, John, the late Earl. His daughter Anne, mar-
ried to Charles Plunkett, of Dillonirovvn, in the county of

Louth, Efq. Ton of Matthew, the feventh Lord Louth,
who dying before the title came to him, left by the (aid

Anne Stratfurd, five daughters, viz. Anne, married to

Alexander, Earl of Antrim, by whom fhe left ifTue, the

prefent Earl, and two daughters.— Elizabeth, married to

Mr. Lethieulier, and afterwards to Mr. Shadvvcll ; by nei-

ther of whom had fhe ifTue.— Frances, married to Henry
Meredyth, Efq. Tecretary to the Lords Juftices.—Charlotte,

married to Mr. Rofs.—Penelope, unmarried.

Edward, the elaeft Ton, as well as his father Robert,

having been involved in the troubles fubfifting in Ireland in

James the IL's time, were very ferviceable to, and inftru-

mental in, the eitablifhment of the houfe of Orange and
Hanover fuccefflon ; he furnimed King William's army with
two thoufand fheep, and two hundred oxen, entertained his

Majefty at Belan, and maintained fuch of his forces as were
quartered near him with bread and beer, for which King
James's adherents threatened their lives, plundered their

Munfter eftates of their (lock, and did other confiderable

damages; difpoflefled them of their houfes, and deprived

them of their property and feveral years income of their

eftates. The then commiftioners, by order of the King,
fent public letters of acknowledgment to them for their

great aids to him, expreffing at the fame time his concern
at his inability in thofe diftrefTed times to make any re-

compence for their lofTes and fufferings on his account.

A Peerage was offered to Edward foon after his father Ro-
bert's deceafe, which, for family reafons, he chofe to de-

cline accepting of. He died Feb. 23, 1739-40* and was
fucceeded by his third fon

( 1 ft Earl,) John, who reprefented the borough of Baltinglafs

till moved to the Houfe of Peers. He ferved the offices of

High Sheriff of Carlow, Wexford, Wicklow, and Kildare,

was a Truftee of the Linen Manufacture, a Member of
the Dublin Society, and a Col. of the militia horfe. Fol-

lowing the example of his father and grandfather, having

a predilection to the Houfe of Commons, he often refufed

the honour of Peerage, till induced to accept a transfer of

it from his fon and fuccefibr, Edward, to himfelf (who de-

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clined preceding his father) May 10, 1763, under the title

of Baron Baltinglafs ; and was further advanced by his fon's

means, to Vifcount Aldborough, June 26, 1776; and raif-

ed by the fame intereft to the dignity of Earl of Aldborough
and Vifcount Amiens, Jan. 29, 1777, His Lordfnip mar-
ried, Martha, one of the coheirefles of the Rev. Benjamin
Oneal, Archdeacon of Leighlin, by Hannah Paul, coheir-

efs of Colonel Jofhua Paul, by whom he had iffue five fons,

and nine daughters ; Edward the prefent Earl.— John, mar-
ried to a daughter of Archdeacon James Hamilton, by
whom he has feveral daughters.—Rev. Francis-Paul, un-
married.—Benjamin Oneal, late a Captain in the army,

THE Rif/ht Honourable RICHARD FITZ-WILLIAM,
Vifcouir. FITZ-WILLIAM, of Merion, Baron Fitz-

William, of Thomcaftle, born in Auguft 1745, and fuc-

ceeded his father, May 25, 1776.
Of this family, who were laid to be coutin in blood to

King Edward the Confcfibr, was Sir Wiilianv Fitz-WiIHam,
knight,
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knight, who attended King William the Conqueror, as

Marfhal of the Army, when he entered England.
King Edward III. in the 2zd of his reign, 1348, par-

doned William, thefon of Richard Fitz-William, all tranf-

greffions, &c. and the faid William having built the caftle

of Wicklow, he became Conftable thereof ; and in the

49th of that reign was Commander in Chief of all thofc

parts.

In the 5th of Richard IT. 1381, his fon William Fitz-

William was Sheriff of the county of Dublin, and in the

7*h he had a grant to be Senefchal of all the temporalities

in the faid county.

In the faid 19th of Richard II. the King pardoned John,
the fon of the faid William, all tranfgreffions ; who, being
Hain the next year, left ifTue by Chriftiana, his wife, a fon,

Henry ; who was fucceeded by his fon, Thomas, who was
Conftable of the town of Swordes, and left a fon Richard,
living at Donnybrook, near Dublin, in 1432, and was fa-

ther of Philip, to whom King Henry VI. granted a fum of
money out of the Crown-Rents, which was to pay for

Thorn-caftle, to rebuild a fort there, which was in 1437
deflroyed by the King's Irifh enemies.

He was fucceeded by Stephen Fitz-William, who in 1463,
held the manor of Thotn-caftle ; and to him fucceeded

William, who married Anne, only daughter to Thomas
Cruife, in the county of Dublin, Efq. and left Richard,

his heir; who married Gennet, daughter to Holly-

wood of Tartaine, Efq. and had Thomas, his heir; who
in the 3d of Henry VIII. was made Sheriff of the county
of Dublin, and died in 1529. He married Eleanor, daugh-
ter to John Dowdall, Efq. third fon to Sir John Dowdall,
of Newton, and coheir to her mother, Margaret, daughter
and heir to Sir Jenico d'Artois, a Gafcoign, by his wife

Maud, daughter of Chriftopher Lord Killeen, and had iilue

three fons and two daughters ; Richard, his heir.—Sir

William, Clerk of the Hanaper.— Sir Nicholas, a Prieft,

and Treafurer of the Church of St. Patrick's, in Dublin.

Seal not being then in the power of that Prince, this Patent
was never completed.

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Lieutenant General to the Marquis of Ormond, and Gene-
ral in Ireland, at which time he gained the battle of Rof-

commor, and being Baron of Thorn-cattle, and Vifcount

to William Vifcount Grimflon. Her Ladyfhip died in

It appears, by the Heralds Office, that the family of Shute
is originally Norman, and was fettled there while the Kings
of England were in pofTeffion of that duchy. They ferved

thofe Princes with reputation and fuccefs, both in the field*

and as governors of fortrefles. The remains of a caflle,

bearing the name of Shute, and formerly belonging to the

family, were extant in Normandy fo late as the beginning
of the fixteenth century, as alfo monuments of the Shutes

in feveral towns of that duchy.

THE Right Hon. HARVEY-REDMOND MORRES,
Vifcount and Baron MOUNTMORRES, of Caftle-

The family of Morres's or Marreis*s, being of that of

Mountmorency's, afterwards conftables of France, came
over from Normandy with William the Conqueror, and
having lands granted to them in Wales, fettled, foon after

at Beaumaris. Harvey-De-Monte Marifcoe, who lived at

Beaumaris, being nephew to Richard Earl of Chepftow,
commonly called Earl Strongbow, came over with his

uncle in Henry II.'s time, and on the reduction of Ireland,

had feveral lands granted him, in the counties of Wexford,
Kerry, and Tipperary ; fome of which remain in the family

to this day ; but the greatell part were carried by inter-

marriages into the families of Ormond and Kildare. The
faid Harvey was married, in 1175, to Nefta, daughter of
Maurice Fitz- Gerald, anceflor of the Earls of Kildare, but

died without iffue, having founded, and largely endowed,,

the monaftery of Dunbrody, in the county of Wexford,
where he was buried ; and the Monks of that monaftery,

erected to his memory, as their founder, a flately monument,
which remains to this day. Harvey left the remainder of

his large eflate to his brother, Geoffry de Maris or Marifcor

who was Lord Juftice of Ireland, as were feveral of his de-

fendants afterwards, and one of them in Edward II.'s time

was created a peer, by the title of De Monte Morrefco, but
he, with his fon, was killed foon after in the fea-f?ght againffc

pirates, who then infefted the coaft of Ireland, Another
was, by King James I. created a Baronet on the fir ft crea-

tion of that order, which honour remains in the family to

this day.

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Cambrenfis, Ware, Baker's chronicles, and feveral old re-

cords, in Birmingham tower, and the pedigrees of the

Ormond and Kildare families.

This family is of Scotch defcent, being a branch of the

houfe of Frendraught, tranfplanted into Ireland in the reign

of Charles I. Abraham Creighton, grandfather of the late

Lord Erne, was the firft of this family who came into this

country. He went early into the army, and rofe to the

command of a regiment of foot, at the head of which he
had the honour to diftinguifli himfelf for King William III,

at the battle of Aghrim, and other battles fought in the

time of the Revolution, 1688:; and in 1692, was returned

to Parliament, one of the knights of the fnireJor the coun-
ty of Fermanagh. He married Mary, daughter of James
Spotfwood, Bifhop of Clogher, by whom he had David,
father of the late Lord Erne, and many other children.

David Creighton, father of the late Lord Erne, in 1689,
then about eighteen years old, acquired great reputation

by his gallant defence of Crum-Caftle for feveral days with
,a handful of men, his father's tenants and neighbours.,

again ft an army of fix thoufa&d chofen troops of King
James II. which with fome artillery had laid fiege thereto ;

but upon advice being received by their general, that a body
of two thoufand Ennilkillers were put in march, and were
advancing fad towards them, in order to relieve the Caftle,

they broke up the liege fuddenly, after a very great lofs,

and abandoned their defign. In 1692, he was returned to

Parliament one of thevburgelTes for the borough of Ennif-

skillen, and in the reign of King George I. was promoted
to the command of a regiment of foot. At the time of his

•death, in 1728, he was a Major^General and Governor of
the Royal Hofpital near Kilmainham.

THE Right Honourable BARRY MAXWELL, Vif-

count and Baron FARNHAM, fucceeded to the

Robert King, Efq. of Drewflown, by whom he has ifTue

John-James, born in 1760; and now reprefents the county

The anceflors of this noble family appear to have had
large poffeffions in Ireland for feverai centuries paft. John
Maxwell, Efq. of the county of Cavan, the firft Lord,
father of the late and prefent Lords, was bred to the Law,
and, on April 27, 1756, was created a Peer, by the title

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of Baron Farnham, In the county of Cavan. His Lordfhip
had three fon% who furvived him, viz. Robert, his eldeft,

who fucceeded on the death of his father, Auguft 6, 1759,
and, on the 26th of Auguft, 1760, was created Vifcount
Farnham, and on the 30th of April, 1763, was advanced to

the title of Earl of Farnham. He married, in December

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The flrft of the Luttrell's mentioned in the annals of

this country, we find among the Norman chiefs, who at-

tended William the Conqueror in his expedition in 1066,

and, according to the lift of Battle Abbey, was prefent at

the vi&oiy of Mailings. Soon after the conqueft, the

Luttrells became Lords of Hooton-Pagnel, in Yorkftiire ;

ana in th* reign of King John were Barons by tenure; in

that of Henry III. they inherited the Barony of Irnham,
in Lincoinmire, together with large poffeflions in the weflern

counties, from Mau :ce de Gaunt, one of the mod power-

ful fubjecls of his time ; they paid fines in the fame reign

for a confiderable property in Ireland; and Ralph Luttreii

was Lord Chancellor of that kingdom anno 1237. In the

twenty-third year of Edward I. 1295, Robert Luttreii,

Baron of Irnham and of Hocton -Pag nel, was fummoned
by writ, and fat alio in the King's Council, Sir John
Luttreii was a diilinguifhed leader at the battles in France,

under Edward I IF.

THE Right Honourable JOHN DE COURCY, Baron
of KINSALE, in the county of Cork, and Baron

Courcy, of Courcy, and Baron of Ringrone, in the faid

county, fucceeded his father, the late Lord, March 12,

1776. His Lordihip married Oct. 31, 1763, Sufannah,
daughter of Conway Blennerhaffett, of Cattle Conway, in

Kerry, Efq. who is defcended from the ancient family of
BlennerhafTett, in Cumberland, and in the female line,

from the ancient family of Conway, of Conway, in Wales

;

by whom his Lordfhip has ifTue, four Ions and three daugh-
ters.

Richard de Courcy, Lord of Courcy, was one of the

Noblemen that accompanied William Duke of Normandy,
into England, in his expedition for the conqueft thereof,

and was prefent with him in the battle of Haftings, Octo-

ber 14, 1066, where King Harold was flain, and the fate

of the kingdom decided in the Duke's favour. He was re-

warded by the Conqueror for his fervices with a great num-
ber of Lordfhips in England, particularly the Lordfhip of
Stoke, in the county of Someriet, called from him Stoke

Courcy, which he held with ieveral others per Baroniarm
The faid Richard de Courcy died in the year 1098, and was
fucceeded by his fon, Robert de Courcy, Lord of Courcy in

Normandy, and Baron of Stoke-Courcy, in England ; he
was Steward of the houfehold of King Henry F. and was by
the faid King created one of the great Barons at Weftmin-
iter, in n 33. He was founder of the nunnery of Canning-
ton, in SomerfetuYire, and left five fons ;

William, the eldeft, was Baron of Stoke-Courcy, and
Dapifer to King Henry I. but, dying without ilfue, was
Succeeded by his brother,

Robert de Courcy, Baron of Stoke-Courcy, who in the

reign
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reign of King Stephen, was a principal Commander at the

battle of Northampton againft the Scots. He married
Avicia, one of the two daughters and coheirs of William
de Mefchines, Earl of Cambridge, and Lord of Coupland
and Harewood, fecond fon of Randolph de Mefchines, Earl

of Carlifle, and Lord of Cumberland and Weftmoreland.
By this Lady he had a fon,

William, who fucceeded ; in the 12th year of King
Henry II. upon the aid then levied for marrying of the

King's daughter, certified the Knights fees of his Barony,
which his father and grandfather held, to be twenty-four
and three parts de veteri FeofFamento, and four and a fifth

de novo, and thofe of the Barony of William de Mefchines,
his mother's father, to be feventeen ; for all which de veteri

FeofFamento, in the 14th of the faid King, he paid fixteen

pounds ten millings, and fifty-fix millings for thofe de
novo. In the i 8th of Henry If. he was Lord of Iflip, in

the county of Oxford, and Juftice of Ireland. He alfo

founded the Priory of Stoke-Courcy, in the county of
Somerfet; and married Juliana, daughter of Richerius de
Aquila, a great Baron of England, in the reign of King;

Henry L and dying in 1171, left iftue a daughter, married
to Sir Almerick Triftram, anceftor to the Lord Howth, and
Sir John de Courcy, Knight, Baron of Stoke Courcy, who
ferved King Henry II. in all his wars ; and in Ireland, at

his own charge r fought five remarkable battles, whereby
he conquered the Province of Ulfter, and a great part of
Connaught. In the year 1181, he was created by King
Henry II. Earl of Ulfter, and Lord of Connaught ; from
the year 117$ to 1

1 79, he was Joint Governor of Ireland £

and from 1185 to 1190, fole Governor; but being in thae

year accufed by Hugh de Lacy, Earl of Meath, of cifrefpecl

to the King, was fent prifoner to London, and confined in.

the Tower for about a year, when a difpute arofe between

John, King ofEngland, and Philip-Auguftus, King of France^
about the title to the dutchy of Normandy, the which was
referred to two Champions to decide. The French Cham-
pion was ready, but none of King John's fubjects would
anfwer the challenge: upon which the King was informed^

that John de Courcy, late Earl of Ulfter, who was then a

prifoner in the Tower of London, was the only man in his

dominions who could do it, if he would undertake it.

The King fent twice to the Earl for that purpofe, but he
refufed it each time, by reaion of the ungrateful returns

made for his fervices, in imprifoning him, unheard, at the

fuit
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fuit of his rival and enemy, Hugh de Lacy; but the King
fending the third time, he made anfwer, that for the crown
and dignity of the realm, he would hazard his life.

The day of combat being appointed (in Normandy) the

Earl's own fword was fent for out of Ireland ; but when the

day came, and every thing was ready for the fight, and the

Champions were entered the liils, in the prefence of the

Kings of England, France, and Scotland, the French
Champion, not liking the ftrong proportion of the Earl's

body, nor the terrible weapon he bore in his hand, when
the trumpets founded the laft charge, he fet fpurs to his

Iiorfe, broke through the lids, and fled into Spain, from
whence he never returned. The French Champion thus

taking his flight, the victory was adjudged to the Earl of

Ulfter : but the King hearing of his great ftrength, and
being willing to fee fome trial of it, then ordered an helmcc

of excellent proof, full faced with mail, to be laid on a

block of wood, which the Earl with one blow cut afunder,

and ftruck his fword fo deep into the wood, that none there

prefent but himfelf could draw it out again ; which f*vord,

together with his armour, are to this day preferved in the

Tower of London. After this noble performance, the King
reftored him to his former titles and eltate, which was valued

at that time at twenty-five thoufand marks flerling, per

annurn (a vail income in thofe days) and likewife bade him
afk for any thing elfe in his gift, he had a mind to, and it

fhould be granted ; upon which the Earl replied, he had
titles and elrate enough, but defired that he and his fuc-

ceffors, the heirs male of his family (after him) might have

the privilege (after their firft obeifance) to be covered in

the royal prefence of him and his fucceffcrs, Kings of Eng-
land ; which the King granted, and the faid privilege is

preferved in the family to this day.

The Earl died about the year 1210, leaving ifTue by
Africa, his wife, daughter to Godred, King of the J lie of

Man, and of the weiiern Ifles of Scotland, Miles, his heir

and fuccefTor.

(iftLord.) Miles, who fucceeded, was kept out of the

Earldom of Ulfter by Hugh de Lacy, who had a grant of
it from King John, on taking Earl John, and fending him
prifoner to London ; for Miles claiming the Earldom after

his father's death, the faid Lacy, replied, that he would
maintain King John's laft grant of it to himfelf, fince Earl

John never returned into Ireland to r'everfe his outlawry ;

and the faid Lacy being a great favourite of the King's,
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and a very powerful man, Miles was forced to quit his

pretentions : hut was created Baron of Kinfale, and living

afterwards altogether in Ireland, he never claimed the Ba-

rony of Stoke-Courcy ; but, dying in the beginning of

King Henry Hl.'s reign, was fucceeded by his fon,

(2d Lord ) Patrick de Courcy, Baron of Kinfale ;

who married the daughter and heir of Miles de Cogan,
who was one of the great Conquerors of Ireland To this

Miles de Cogan, and Robert Fitz-Stephen, and to their

heirs, King Henry II. in a Parliament held at Oxford, in

the year 1 177, did grant the whole kingdom of Cork to be
held of him, and his fon John, by the fervice of fixty

Knights fees ; the half of which kingdom, Patrick enjoyed

in right of his wife; for in the twentieth of King Henry Iff.

he was (tiled Dominus medtetatis Regni Corcagiae. He was
fucceeded by

(3d Lord.) Nicholas de Courcy, his fon, who divided

the chief rents of his Barony of Kinfale, with the then

Bifhop of Cork. By Mabella, his wife, he had three fons,

and was fucceeded by the eldeft,

(4th Lord.) Edmund, who dying without ifiue, was
fucceeded by his brother,

(5th Lord.) John de Courcy, who, with his brother

Patrick, and moft of their company, were flain in the iiland

of Inchiduiny in the county of Cork, in the year 1290, by
Daniel Moel Mac Carty Riegh. To him fucceeded his fon,

(6th Lord.) Miles de Courcy, and by Johanna, his wife,

who furvived him, he had a fon,

(7th Lord ) Miles de Courcy, who overthrew Florence

Mac Carty More, with a great army of his followers, Hs
married Annora O'Brien, and, dying in the 32! of King
Henry III. left ifTue by her,

(8th Lord.) John, at that time in his minority; who,
dying about the 10th of King Richard II. was fucceeded by
his fon,

(9th Lord.) William, to whom the fara King Rich-
ard II. (in 1397) granted a fpecial licence, by patent, to

buy a fhip to pafs and re pafs whenever he plealed, between
England and France; and by Letters Patent of that King
received a confirmation of the honours and titles of Baron
Kinfale and Ryne Rone. To him fucceeded his Ion,

(10th Lord.) Nicholas de Courcy, and to him his

fon,

((ith Lord.) Patrick:, who lived in the reigns of the

Kings Henry V. and Henry VI. He !e:t two fons, Nicholas-,

lated to the See of Rofs, September 26, 1494, and died in

1518.
(12th Lord.) Nicholas de Courcy, died in February

1474, the 15th of King Edward IV. and left iffue (by Mora*
daughter to O'Mahony, chief of an ancient family) four

fons, James, David, Nicholas, and John.
(13th Lord.) James, the eldeft, not being prefent in a

folemn proceffion, loll his precedency of the firft Baron of

Ireland, which Henry VII. gave to the Lord Athenry.
This Lord died in 1499, and left iffue, by Ellena, daughter
of David Vifcount Roche of Fermoy,

(14th Lord.) Edmund de Courcy, his only fon ; but

he dying without iffue, was fucceeded by his uncle,

(15th Lord.) David de Courcy, who married Joan,
daughter of Edmund Roche, Efq. and left five fons, John,
Edmund, James, Nicholas, and Maurice.

( 1 6th Lord.) John de Courcy, the elded, fucceeded his

father; he married Sarah, daughter of Donogh Mac Carry,

and dying in 1535, the 27th of King Henry VIII. left an
only fon,

of Patrick, Earl of Lucan) by Mary, daughter of Charles H.
and fifter of James Duke ofMonmouth, which Earl of Lucan
was one of King James's bell commanders. His military

fkill and addrefs at the fiege of Limerick, made King Wil-
liam raife the fiege, and forced him to fign the articles of
Limerick ; he was afterwards killed at the battle of Landau,
in Flanders.

THE Right Hon. ALEXANDER MACDONALD,
Lord MACDONALD, Baron of Slate, in the county

of Antrim, v/as fo created July 17, 1776. His Lordihip,

who is the lineal heir male of the Earls of Rofs, and
Lords of the Ifles in Scotland, married, May 3, 1768,
Elizabeth-Diana, eldeft daughter of Godfrey Bofville, Efq.

of Gunthwaite, in Yorkfhire (by Diana, eldeft daughter of

Sir William Wentworth, Bart, of Bretton) by whom he has

had Alexander Wentworth, born December 9, 1773.—.
Godfrey, born October 14, 1775,— Archibald, born May
21, 1777* — Another fon, born January 1783. — Diana,

born September 28, 1769; and Elizabeth, Annabella, and
Julia, who died young.

This family has always been reputed the moft powerful
of any in the Highlands, being filled Kings of the Ifles for

many generations (under which titles they granted their

charters) and were acknowledged as fuch by many foreign

Princes, with whom they entered into leagues ofTenfive and
defenfive ; and they were for many generations fuccefsful in

afTerting their independence.

he added the^Ebuds, or Weftern Xfles, to his fortune, by the
marriage of the daughter of Olaus, Lord thereof, where-
upon he aiTumed the title of King of the liles. He was en-
countered by Walter, High Steward of Scotland, and flaia<

anno 1164. He was fucceeded in his polTefiions by
(a) Reginald ; always called •* Filius Sorleti, dominus de

" Ergyle et Inchgael." He founded the abbey of Sandal,
within the territory of Cantyre, for Ciftertian Monks, and
gave thereunto the lands of Glaftadil and Baltebean, with,

the lands of Calken, in the ifle of Arran (b). To the mo-
nailery of Paifley he gave very great donations, that he and
Fonia his wife might be entitled to all the privileges and
brotherhood in that convent, and of the whole rights and
order of Cluny(r). He granted charters of certain lands
in Lovat to Billet, in which he lliles himfelf Rex Infularum,.

He was fucceeded by his fon

(d) Donald, who imitated his father's munificence to the
church, particularly to the Monks of Paifley, on condition^

judged to have the neareft right in bleed to the deceafed

King. Alexander III. (b) owned Baliol's title ; he ratified to

the Monks of Sandal the donations of his anceftors, adding
many more of his own ; ratified his father's grant of the

church of Kilkerran, to which he appended his own feal,

in conjunction with Laurence, Biihop of Argyl, and Ro-
bert Bruce, Earl of Carrick, for the more certain verifica-

tion of his deed. He died in 1303, fucceeded by
Angus More, or the Great Angus, who entertained King

Robert Bruce at a time when he had been refufed an afyluni

clfewhere. He raifed 2000 men, with whom he engaged
at the battle of Bannockburn, where King Edward "II. was
defeated ; he difplayed much gallantry and courage, which
Mr. Barber has celebrated in thefe lines

Angus Oig, or the younger, Lord of the Ifles, who mar-
red the daughter of O'Cane, the Chief of a very powerful
family in Ireland ; this Lady brought with her from that

country, by way of a marriage-portion, a number of very

handfome young men, whofe pofterity are yet in the ifles,

and are known by the difference of their names, to belong
to that race, which have never undergone any alteration.

He had by her a fon

fuch hip-h favour and elleem with King Robert II. for his

conftant attachment to him m the beginning ol his reign,

that he gave him in marriage the Lady Margaret, his daugh-
ter.

Donald, Lord of the Ifles. The hiftory of this great man
is very remarkable. In the reign of King Jac. I. Robert
Duke of Albany, by an unwarrantable act of power, endea-
voured to difappoint him of the Earldom of Rofs, his law-
ful inheritance. He prevailed upon Euphem", the young
Countefs, who had rendered herfelf a religious in Nortli

Berwick Nunnery, to furrender the Earldom in favour of
John Earl of Buchan, his fon, in prejudice of this Lord's
wife, who was aunt to the faid Countefs of Rofs, and con-
fequently undoubted heir of that Earldom after her deceafe.

The Earl of Rofs had a penfion of 200I. from King Edward,
which was confiderably greater than the Duke of Glou-
cefter's. It does not appear that this confpiracy was ever put
in praclice ; and as fifteen years elapfed between the confe-

deracy and the forfeiture, the Earl of Rofs was not aware
of his danger, and King Edward forgot that part of the

ftipulation where it was exprefsly provided, that no peace

was to be made between the two Kings, without his being

included. In the interim he kept at a diftance from Court,

and did not lit in Parliament; the caufe of his difguft was
owing to fome offences from the guardians of the young
King during his minority, and being excluded from an in-

timate concern in the adminiftration of publick affairs, to

which his propinquity in blood entitled him. The Earl of
Athol was commanded to attack him with a powerful fleet,

but he previoufly wrote to the Earl to fubmit to the King's

clemency, which advice he prudently followed, and Sub-

mitting himfelf accordingly, the Earldom of Rofs was an-
nexed to the Crown, Nov. 27, 1475 ; but King James re-

ftored him to the Lordfhip of the Ifles, at the requeft of

the Queen and whole Parliament affembled at Edinburgh,

July 25, 1476. This Earl married Elizabeth, daughter

of James Lord Livingfton, Lord High Chamberlain of Scot-

land, by whom he had no ifTue. The Lordfhip of the Ifles

devolved upon Donald, his grandfon, fon of Angus, his

natural fon, by Ifabel, daughter of Colin, Earl of Argyll,

who dying unmarried, King James V. afTumed the lord-

fhip of the Ifles, though according to the Ad of Reftoration

it was provided to his heir male, confequently the right of

fucceffion came to the family of Slate, the descendants of
Hugh of Ifle, brother of John Earl of Rofs, whofe defen-
dants have been always diftinguifhed from the other tribes

of the name, and called Macdonalds abfolutely and by way
of eminence. John Earl of Rofs gave " cariffimo fratri

" fuo Hugoni Alexandri de Infulis domine de Slate, terras

" de Skirhoug, &c." By his wife, daughter of Macean,
of Ardnamurchan, he had a fon John, who fucceeded him

X 2 without
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without ifTue, dying in 1^03; but by his fecond wife, W
daughter of the Chief of the Clan Guan, he had

Donald, who died a young man about 1506, leaving a
fon, Donald, by Macdonald, a branch of that name
in the kingdom of Ireland, which

Donald, furnamed Grumack, or the fwarthy, of Dun—
ikaigh, by which title he was called in the Letters of the

Privy Council, directed to him by the Earl of Murray,
married a daughter of Macdonald, of Moidant, or Clan-
ranald, by whom he had Donald, who fucceeded him ; he
died anno 1^34, which Donald, upon the death' of Lord
Donald of the lfles, in 1 535,- claimed the lordmi-p of the

Mes, as next heir male of John Earl of Rofs ; but King
james V. refufcd to grant him pofTeifion, whereupon he re-

foived to alfert his right by force of arms, and raifing a

band of his vaffals, he laid fiege to the cattle of Elandonan,
where he was (hot dead with an arrow ; his corpfe was car-

ried to an adjacent ifland, which to this day is called Labby
Macconiel, or Macdonald's bed; he was carried to the ifland

of Sky, to he transported from thenee to Icolmkill, the

ancient burying place of his anceftors, the Lords of the lfles,

but the wind proving unfavourable, his remains were de-

pofited in the church of Kilchrift, in Strath, leaving by
Margaret, his wife, daughter of Roderick Macleod, of the

Lewes, anceftor of the Earls of Cromarty, a young childc,

his fon

Donald Gorme, called Safunach, or the Englifhman,
from his education in that kingdom in the reign of Queen
Elizabeth, who is faid to have been particularly kind to

him. He made no claim to the lordfiiip of the lfles, by
reafon of the diltracled Hate of the kingdom, occafioned by
the civil wars in the reign of Queen Mary, which broks
out in 1567. This gentleman a&ed a very loyal part, and
continued in her fervice till the end of the war. He wed-
ded Mary, daughter of He&or Maclean, of Dowart, and
dying anno 1585, left iflue three fons, Donald, Archibald,

and Alexander; which Donald, called More, or the Great,

was a happy inftrument of King James VL (who much fa-

voured and efteemed him) in fuppreffing the irregularities

of the Macleods of Lewes, and other diforderly Highland-
ers. He married Margaret, fitter to Colin M'Kenzie, Lord
Kintuel, anceftor of the Earl of Seaforth, by whom he had
210 ifTue. He had three other wives, by whom he had na
iiTue, all of whom he fucceflively repudiated; in 1585, he

entered into a folemn league offenfive and defenfive with

1 1 the
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the moll powerful Clans in the Highlands, againft all

deadly, excepting the King's Majeity, which Hrengthened

his authority, and enabled him to do acceptable fervice to

his Majefty King James VI. and departing this life fine prcle,

in Dec. 1616, his fortune came immediately to his nephew
Donald, fon of his brother Archibald, by his wife Marga-
ret, daughter of $)neas Macdonald, of Duniveg and Glynns,
in com. de Argyll, anceftor to the Earl of Antrim.

Which Donald, called Donald Gorme Gig, had a liberal

education at Oxford, where he made a proficiency in ufe-

ful knowledge, and Handing much in favour with King
Charles I. his Majefly was pleafed to create him a Baronet
by letters patent, bearing date at Windfor, July 14, 1625,
his patent having this remarkable fpeciality :

" Quod di&us
" dominus Donaldus Macdonald de Slate, hasredes fui maf-
" culi et aflignati locum habebunt ante unumquodquc
" alium Baronettum excepto Joanne Gordon, de Gordon-
** Hon, nen obftante quod ipiorum literae paten-tes fub £-
4 ' gillo noftro hactenus expedites funt." When the civil

war broke out, anno 1639, the King thought his affiftance

of fo much confequence to his affairs, that he. wrote him a
letter {a) dated June 1 !, in that year, from the Birks before

Berwick, where his Majelly was then encamped promiiing

him his lands of Punard and Ardnamurchin, the lands of
Strathordill, the ifiands of Roume, Muck, and Cannay,
which were to accrue to him by the forfeiture of the Earl

of Argyll, Sir Dougal Campbell, and M'Kinnon, feeing

that the faid Sir Donald at this time ftood out for the good
of his fervice, and was refolved to undergo the hazard of his

perfon and eftate for the fame.; all which he promifes on the

word of a King to ratify to the faid Sir Donald and his

heirs, in any manner they fkali think proper, provided that

he ufe his beft endeavours in his fervice at this time, ac-

cording to his commiffion granted him to that purpofe.

He made fome difcoveries of the fecret deiigns of the Cove-
nanters, of much importance to his Majefly, but died in

Oct. 1643, at a time when he expected Col. Alexander Mac-
donald, commonly called Colonel Kitta, kinfman to the

Earl, afterwards Marquis of Antrim., who was to land upon
his eftate with a confiderable force from Ireland, for his

Majefty's fuccour
; they had agreed to furnifh man for

snan. By Janet his wife, commonly known by the name of
the fair Janet, fifter to Colin, firft Earl of Seaforth, he had

When the Loyalilts were

univerfally fuppreflfed, and the King had fubmitted to his

fate, he retired into the Ifle of Sky, where he lived with

that circumfpeclion which was neceflary in fuch time*. The
Lord Broghill, who was in Scotland during the Ufurpation,

in a letter to Mr. Secretary Thurloe (a) writes, that he had
converfed with Sir James Macdonald, whom he reprefents

as a man of very great abilities, and of great intereft among
his people, and of good intelligence abroad. On King
Charles IPs reftoration, he was fined to a very large amount,
at the inftigation of the Earl of Middleton, Secretary of

State, who had a grant of his fine, a practice which he

fuccefsfully ufed againft many families who incurred his

difpleafure. The Privy Council fent Sir James a commif-
fjon to purfue and punifh the murderers of his kinfman,

M'Donald, of Keppoch, who had ufurped his pofTeflions.

Sir James fent their heads to Edinburgh, and received the

thanks of the Privy Council by letier from the Earl, after-

wards Duke of Rothes, who fignified that he had done moll
acceptable fer vice to his Majeiiy. His firft wife was Mar-
garet, daughter of Sir Roderic Mackenzie, of Tarbat, an-

ceftor to the Earls of Cromarty ; by her he had, Sir Do-
nald, his fuccerTor.—Hugh, of Glenmore.—Sorlie, or So-

meried, of Sartie.— Catharine, wife of Sir Normand
Macleod, of Bernera. — Florence, wife of John Macleod,
of Macleod. His fecond wife was Mary, daughter of Ro-
deric Macleod, Efq. of Macleod, by whom he had one fon,

John Macdonald, ofBachny, and dying Dec. 8, 1678, was
fucceeded by his eldeft fon,

Sir Donald Macdonald, Bart, who married Mary Douglas,
only furviving child of Robert Earl of Morton, (by Anne,

leaving

Sir Donald, who furviving his father a very fliort time,

and dying a young man, was fucceeded by his uncle, James
Macdonald, Efq. of Oranfay. In confideration of his con-
duel in 17 1 8, the fum of ten thoufand pounds was granted
to his children by Acl of the 8th of George I. He married
Mary, daughter of Alexander Macleod, Efq. of Grilher-

nifii, by whom he had two fons, Alexander, and John, who
died young ; alfo three daughters. He died at Forres,

anno 1719, and was fucceeded by his fon,

Sir Alexander Macdonald, Bart, who was much in the

etteem and confidence of His Royal Highnefs the late Duke
of Cumberland, who honoured him with his correfpondence,

and the moft friendly afTurances of regard. He married,

Margaret Montgomery, daughter of Alexander, Earl of
Eglintoune, and dying fuddenly at Bernera, in his way to

London, to wait upon his Royal Highnefs the Duke, No-
vember 1746, aged thirty-fix, left three infant children,

Sir James.— Alexander, now Lord Macdonald.—Archibald,
a potthumous fon, Counfellor at Law, married, Dec. 26,

1 777, to Louifa Levefon Gower, eldett daughter of Earl

Gower, by whom he has had ifTue, a daughter, Margaret-
Caroline, born November 26, 1778, who died young ; two
other daughters now living ; and S j fauna, who died young.

Sir James Macdonald, was one of the moft accomplifhed
fcholars of the age; and died at Rome, July 26, 1766,
aged twenty-four, and was interred there with the higher!:

Dying unmarried, he was fucceeded
by his brother, Sir Alexander Macdonald, now Lord Mac-
donald.

THE Right Honourable WILLIAM MAYNE, Baron

NEWHAVEN, of Carrickmayne, in the county of
Dublin, was created a Peer, July 18, 1776. He married,

July 15, 1758, Frances, daughter and coheirefs of Jofhua,
Vifcount Allen, by whom he had a fon s who died young.
The lirname of Mayne is of great an iquity in Scotland,

and in former times was varioufly written, Maign, Mayne,
and Main, though all the fame name. It appears from re-

cords, that there has been free Barons of that name in the

ibuth and north parts of this country feveral centuries ago,

viz. the Mains of Auchtuchry in Aberdeenfhire ; the

Mayns of Auchterhoufe in Forfarfhire ; the Mayns of
Lochwood in Clydefdale, whofe armorial bearings are upon
record.

Sir Walter Maign, Knight, lived in the reign of King
David Bruce, from whom he gbt a charter under the great

feal, " Domino Waltero Maign, Militi Terrarum de
Auchtuchry in Vici Comita de Aberdeen," dated Oft. 3,

1370*
John Mayne, of Auchterhoufe, had a fon who fucceeded

him, and a daughter, Mary Mayne, who married Duncan
Primrofe, progenitor of the Earls of Rofeberry.

Jafper Main, got a charter under the great feal, from
King James IV. of fome tenements of land about Edin-
burgh, dated anno 151 1.

Lord Newhaven is a younger fon of the late William
Mayne, of Pcwillogie, in the county of Clackmannan, and
Shire of Perth, where they have been fettled fince the mid-
dle of the 14th century, and is defcended from the ancient

Houfe of Mayne, of Lockwood, as appears by the regifler

of Lyon's Office. At the acceiTion of his prefent Majefty,

he represented the borough of Carysfort, in the Irifh Parli-

ament s
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ament ; and in April 1763, was created a Baronet of Great
Britain. In March, 1776, was appointed a Privy Coun-
fellor in Ireland ; and in the rlrfl odennial parliament, for

that kingdom, was again the reprefentative for Carysfort,

On Oft. 27, 1744, he was returned reprefentative for Can-
terbury, in the Britifh Parliament; and now in the fame
parliament, reprefents the borough of Gatton, in Surry.

THE Right Honourable WILLIAM-HENRY LYT-
TELTON, Baron WESTCOTE, of Balamare, in the

county ofLongford, and a Baronet, was created a Peer, July 21,

1776. In 1760, he was Governor of Jamaica; and Oft. 1766,
appointed Envoy Extraordinary, and Plenipotentiary to the

court of Portugal. On June 15* 1777, ^e was conftituted

one of the Lord Commifiioners of the Treafury, at White-
hall, which he continued till the general change of the Mi-
niftry, March 31, 1782, when he refigned. He married in

June 1 761, Mary daughter and coheirefs of James Macart-
ney, Efq. of Longford, in Ireland, by whom he had a

daughter born in Jamaica, March 17, 1762, named Hefter,

and two fons, George-Fulke, born Ocl. 27, 1763 ; and
Charles-Adam, born Dec. 28, 1764, bred to the fea, and
fceing a Lieutenant of the Robufle fhip of war, was flain near

the Capes of Virginia, in an engagement, March 16, 1781.

His Lordftiip's wife died May 28, 1765, in Jamaica; and
he married, fecondly, Feb. 13, 1774, Caroline, daughter

of John Briftow, Efq. late of Quiddenham, in Norfolk, by
whom he has had iflue, Carolin»e-Anne, born Nov. 20*

1774.—Edward-Henry, born December 4, 1775, who died

June 15, 1778.—William, born November 10, 1776, who
died October 26, 1777.—John, born September 29, 1779*
^—Meriel, born Nov. 7, 1780, and died March 13, 1781.

•—William-Henry, born April 3, 1782.
This family appears to have been of very ancient {land-

ing and confiderable rank at South-Lyttelton and Frankley,

in Worcefterftiire ; for fo early as 9 Edward II. Thomas
du Luttelton or Lyttelton, was chofen Knight of the Shire

for
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for that county. His Ton, Thomas, was Efquire of the

body to King Richard II. Henry IV. and Henry V, and
his great grandfon, Thomas, was Knight of the Bath, and
Judge of the Common-Pleas. This Sir Thomas Lyttelton,
vvas the author of the famous Treatife on Tenures, which
Lord Coke fo learnedly commented upon ; and ftiles its

author, the Englifh Juftinian and Father of the Law. He
flouriftied under King Henry IV. and King Edward V.

Sir Thomas, grandfather of the prefent Lord, married
May 8, 1708, Chriftian, daughter of Sir Richard Temple,
of Stow, in Buckinghamshire, Bart, by whom he had fix

fons and fix daughters, George, born Jan. 17, 1709, who
was created in 1756, Baron Lyttelton, and married June 15,

1742, Lucy, daughter of Hugh Fortefcue, of Filleigh, in

Devonfhire, Efq. by whom he had iftue, Thomas, the late

Lord; and a daughter Lucy, married May 10, 1767, to Ar-
thur, Vifcount Valentia, who died in 1783. Their mother
dying, Jan. 19, 1747, he married a fecond time, Auguft 10,

1749, Elizabeth, daughter of Field-Marmal Sir Robert
Rich, Bart, by whom he had no illue ; and deceafing Au*
gufl 22, 1773, was fucceeded by his fon, Thomas, who
dying in 1779, without iffue, the title became extinct, and
the title of Baronet defcended to the prefent Lord Weftcote.

UPTON, LORD TEMPLETOWN.
THE Right Hon. CLOTWORTHY UPTON, Baron

of TEMPLETOWN, in the county of Anirim, in

the kingdom of Ireland, was created a Baron, July 27, 16
Geo. III. anno 1776. He married, Augufi 25, 1769, Eli-

zabeth, daughter of Shuckburgh Boughton, of Poiion, in

Herefordfhire, Efq. by whom he has had iffue three fon3

and four daughter?, viz. Augusta, died young.- John-
Henry-Upton, firft fon, born Nov. 3, 177 1.—Fulke-Gre-
ville Upton, fecond fon, born April 2, 1773.—Arthur-
Percy Upton, born June 12, 1777.—Elizabeth Albana,
born Aug. 16, 17 75.— Caroline, born Oft. 1778,—Sophia,
born Sept. 1780.

This noble and antient family is defcended from the

Uptons, of Upton, in the county of Cornwall, as appears

by entry and record made in the Herald's college, London,
from whence this pedigree, or the greaiell part, is taken

;

and which is further confirmed, by a vifitation made by
Ralph Broke, Rouge Croix, who, as appears by the war-
rant, vifited for Clarencieux, in the year 1 591, in Somer-
fetfhire, where a branch of this family was feated.

The firft of whom, on record, was John Upton, of

Upton, who had iffue Andrew Upton, father of Hamdyn
Upton, whofe name appears to a deed bearing date 2 Henry
III. 1218. He had iffue Edward Upton, of Upton, living

12 Edward L anno 1284, anc* was father of Richard Upton,
who
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who lived 4 Edward III. anno 1331, and married Agnes,
daughter and heir of Walter Carnother, by whom he had
ifiue Juhn Upton, his only fon and heir, who married Mar-
garet, fifter and coheir of John Mules, and had iflue Tho
mas Upton, fon and heir, living 28 Henry VI. anno 1450,
who married Joan, daughter and heir of John Trelavvney,

and by her he had ilTue, John Upton, fecond fon, of Tref-

lake ; and tuft, William Upton, who married Joan, daugh-
ter and heir of Richard Palmer, of Launcefton, by whom he
had ilTue, John, who married Elizabeth, daughter of—
Leverfedge, of , and was father of GeofFery Up-
ton, who married Margaret, daughter and coheir of Robert
Hone, Efq. who had iflue George Upton, of Wells, Efq.

living 1591, who married Frances, daughter and heir of

John Newton, of Hartree, Efq. by whom he had iflue,

Frances Upton, daughter and heir.

We fhall now return to John Upton, of Treflake, in the

county of Cornwall, fecond fon (of Thomas Upton, and
Joan Trelawney) who married Elizabeth, daughter and
heir of William Mohun, of Poftlinch, in the county of
Devon, Efq. by whom he had iflue two fons, both chriflened

John. John the eldeft had Poftlinch, in right of his mother,

and married Elizabeth, daughter of John Burley, of Chen-
comb, in the county of Devon, by whom he had ilTue, three

fons and two daughters, John Upton, the eldeft fon, mar-
ried Elizabeth, daughter of Patrick Bedlow, and died

without iflue. Nicholas, the fecond fon, married Edelbo-

rough, daughter of— Troile, of Hampmire, Efq, and
died without iffue. '* This Nicholas is fuppofed to be the

famous Civilian ; but whether he was of L'Upton, Poft-

linch, or of fome other branch of the Upton family, is un-

certain. Dr. Thomas Fuller, Weficot and Rifdon, fay,

exprefsly, that he was of this county (viz. Devon.) He de-

voted his younger years to learning and war. He followed

that famous General Thomas Montagu, Earl of Salifbury,

into France, and was with him at the fiege of Orleans
;

who, taking a view of the city from a window, was wound-
ed by a mot in the head, of which wound he died, Nov. 3,

1428. His friend, the great Earl of Salifbury, being dead,

Humphry Duke of Gloucefter, the general patron of learn-

ing in thofe days, obferving the talents and parts of Mr.
Upton, perfuaded him to lay afide the fword, and take up his

books again. He returned to the Univerfity, and too* the

degrees of Bachelor and Do&or of the Civil Law. By the

iniercft of his patron, Humphry Duke of Gloucefter, he was
made
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made canon of the church of Wells, then of Sarum, and
afterwards chanter of Salifbury. He was a perfon of that

piety and learning, that he was chofen and fent by the church

of Sarum, to Pope Nicholas V. to move him, that Ofmund,
their Founder and Bilhop, might be canonized and inferted

rn the catalogue of Saints. He compofed a book of He-
raldry (Fuller fays, the firft of that kind) which, in a dedi-

cation, he prefented, as a teftimony of his gratitude, to the

Duke of Gloucefter. The titles of his works are, De Officii

William Upton, third fon, became heir, and married
Mary, daughter of Thomas Kirkham, of Blackdown, in

the county of Devon, and had ifTue two fons and one daugh-
ter; George Upton, frrft fon; and John Upton, iecond

fon, who died unmarried. George, the eldeft, married
Philippa, daughter of John Wray, of Trebitts, in Corn*
wall, and had iflue,. four daughters and two fons. The
fbns were, William and George. William Upton, the

eldeft, married Amey,= daughter of Richard Loves, oF
Bereden, in Cornwall, Efq. and was living in 1626, and
had iffue two fons and four daughters. The fons were, firft,

Mark Upton, aged feventeen years, in 1620; and Rich-
ard, the ftcond fon.

We (hall now return to John, the younger fon of John
Upton and Elizabeth Mohun ; which faid fon, John, the

younger, married Agnes, daughter of Nicholas PenneiJsr
and filter and heir of John Pennells,. by whom he had ifTue*

one fon and one daughter. The fon, named William, was
feated at L'Upton, in the county of Devon, and married
Joan, daughter of John Pont, of the county of Derby, by
whom he had ilfue two fons and one daughter. The fons

were John and Thomas. John Upton, the eldeft, married

Joan, daughter of Simon Rowley, of Fardell, in the county
of Devon, by whom he had iffue, three fons and two daugh-
ters, John, William, and Nicholas, the third fon, who was
a " Knight of Malta. The firft date we have of him, from
authentick records at Malta, under the Great Seal, in pof-

feftion of the prefent Lord Templerown, is by leave granted
to him to return to England, dated the 20th of Od. 1537*
feven years after the Order had taken pofllffion of the

iftand. By the fame records we find that he was appointed
to thecommandry of Ripfton, the 15 th of November, 1547.
He was inflituted one of the eight Conventual Bailiffs, the

8th
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8th of November, 1548, and raifed to the dignity of Tufe
copulerius, the 17th of October, 1549, a rank attached to

the Englifh nation only, and which gave a feat in the

Council of State. He was at Malta when the attack was
made on the ifland by the Sultan Soliman II. in the year

j 55 1. Vertot, in his Hiftory of the Knights of Malta,
fiys, that he was one of the braveft knights of the Order ;

that, at the attack here mentioned, he put himfelf at the

head of thirty other knights, and five hundred inhabitants

of the ifland, and prefented himfelf boldly on the beach,

near the Bourg, to oppofe the landing of the Turks, which
he effected at the place where he commanded. He died

not long after the retreat of the Turks, of an illnefs occa-

fioned by the great fatigues that he had fuftained during
that important fiege." Vide Boffio, Bifhop of Malta, bro-

ther to the famous commander, Boffio.

Of the fons above-mentioned, John, the eldeft, married
Anne, daughter of Cooper, of Somerfetfhire, Efq*

^nd widow of Thomas Allen, of Glalienbury, and was fa-

ther of Arthur Upton, of L'Upton, in the county of Devon,
which Arthur married Gertrude, daughter of Hugh For-

tefcue, of Filley, in the county of Devon, and had iffue

four fons and one daughter. The fons were, firft, John ;

fecond, Henry, who went into Ireland, and was anceitor of
the prefent Baron of Templetown ; Hugh, third fon ; Ar-
thur, fourth fon. John Upton, the eldeft fon, " whofe
extraordinary piety and virtue are recorded on a marble

monument in the pariah church of Brixham, to which
L'Upton belongeth, dated ivpo," was feated at L'Upton ;

and married —
,
daughter of Sir Anthony Roufe, of

Halton, in tie county of Cornwall, Knight, by whom he
had iffue, feven fons and eight daughters. The Tons were,

Arthur Upton, who was recommended, September 29, 1645,
by the Houfe of Commons, to be Governor of the fort and
ifland of Plymouth. John, Ambrofe, Anthony, Gilherr,

Hugh, and Thomas, who died in 1641. Arthur Upton,
the eldeft, married Elizabeth, daughter of William Gould,
Efq. and widow of Robert Heyden, and had iffue three

fens, John, Arthur, and William ; and died in the year

1660. John Upton, the eldeft, married Urfula, daughter

of Sir John Lycott, Knight, and died without iffue ;

" which Urfula erected a marble monument to his memory,
in the north aifle of the parlfh church or Brixham, in the

county of Devon, with the following infeription : In me-
mory of John Upton, of L'Upton, Efq. who pioufly and

religioufly
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religiouily ferved God and his country in his private

and public ftation, whilft a Juftice of Peace, and Burgefs

for Dartmouth, in three Parliaments, at his proper coll

and charges, died September 7, retatis 43, anno 1687."
Arthur, fecond fon, died unmarried ; William Upton, third

fon, married Catharine, daughter of Sir John Otvvay, Knt.
by whom he had iiTue three fons, and two daughters. Of
the fons, William the eldeft, and Arthur the younger!,

died unmarried. John Upton, the fecond and only fur-

viving fon, married Elizabeth, daughter of Tho. Boucher,
of Twickenham, in the county of Middlefex, Efq. by
whom he had one fon, and one daughter. John Upton,
the only fon now living, feated at Ingmore-Hall, in the

county of York, married Mary, daughter of George
Noble, in the county of Durham, Efq. and had iffue one
fon, and two daughters, viz. John Upton, Mary, and Jane,
now living.

John Upton (fecond fon of John Upton and Dorothy,
daughter of Sir Anthony Rowe) married to his firlt. wife

Elizabeth, daughter of John Bence, of London, by whom
he had one daughter, His fecond wife was Jane, daughter
of Sir John Lytcott, of Moulfey, in the county of Surrey,

Knight, by whom he had iiTue four fons, and three daugh-
ters. The fons were, firlt, Arthur Upton, living in

1687 ; Nicholas, fecond fon, died unmarried ; Anthony,
third fon, one of the Judges of the Common Pleas in Ire-

land, anno 1717; John, fourth fon, was a merchant of
London, in 1687, and married Mary, daughter of William
Warren, of London, merchant, by whom he had illue

four fons, and one daughter. The fons were, John, who
died an infant; William, John, and Anthony.
We mall now proceed with Ambrofe Upton, third fon of

John Upton and Dorothy Roufe, which laid Ambrofe was
Canon of Chrift Church in Oxford. He married Mary,
daughter of Francis Charleton, of Apley Cattle, in the

county of Salop, by whom he had three fons and four

daughters, and died in 1668. Of the fons. Ambrofe Up-
ton, firft fettled in Dublin ; he having- married Jane,
daughter of William W right, of Oxford, Efq. had by her
five fons, and one daughter. The fons were, Ambrofe,
William, Richard, Arthur, and Thomas. Francis Upton,
the fecond fon, was fettled in London, as Doctor of Phyfick.

He married Sarah, daughter of Robert Norman, before-

mentioned, by whom he had John, who married Elizabeth,

daughter of John Hill, of Luggerdine, in the county of

A a Hereford,
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Hereford, Efq. and had iftue one fon, John, a Captain in

his Majefty's army, Lieutenant-Colonel in his Majefty's

fervice, in India, and Lieutenant-Colonel in the Hon^
Eaft-India Company's fervice, and who died in India, un-

married, in 1779. Mary, only daughter (of Francis Up-
ton) married to John Upton, Colonel in the army, and
father to the prefent Lord Templetown. Arthur, third

fon, a merchant at Barbadoes, married Sarah, daughter of

Clement Home, of Norfolk, Efq. by whom he had two
fons, Arthur and Anthony, and three daughters.

Having gone through the feveral defcents from John
Upton and Dorothy, his wife, daughter of Sir Anthony
Roufe, Knight, I mall return back to Henry Upton, fe-

cond fon of Arthur Upton, of L'Upton, and Gertrude,

daughter of Hugh Fortefcue, of Filley, in the county ofDe-
von, which laid Henry went into Ireland, a Captain in the

army, under the command of the Earl of EfTex, in 1598.
He eftablifhed himfelf in the county of Antrim, and was
chofen a reprefentative for the county and town of Carrick-

fergus. He married, September 13, 1628, Mary,, daugh-
ter of Sir Hugh Clotworthy, Knight, and fitter of John
Clotworthy, firft Vifcount MaiTareene, by whom he had
four fons, and three daughters; Arthur, eldeft fon, born

May 31, 1633; John, fecond fon; John third fon, and
fecond of that name ; and Henry, the fourth fon, who died

unmarried. Arthur Upton, of Caftle-Upton, eldeft fon

and heir, whofe principles about civil Government were full

of untainted loyalty, and a dutiful refpecl to the Royal
Family, of which he gave many undeniable evidences.

When he was fummoned by the Commiffioners to Carrick-

fergus (during the exile of Charles the Second) to take the

oath of fidelity to the commonwealth of England, without

King and Houfe of Lords ; he (though a Diffenter) pofi-

tively refufed it ; and for his refufal, and other non-com-
pliances with the courfes of thofe times, he was to have

been tranfported to fome diftant part of Ireland, but news

foon arrived of Oliver's taking upon him the title of Lord

Proreclor, to the no frnaH confufion of the CommifTioners,

and the fatisfaclion and reputation of Mr. Upton, who con-

tinued firm in the allegiance' to his lawful Prince. The
Government thought him fit to be a Magiftrate ; and his

country to be a member of Parliament for above forty years ;

n which capacities he was faithful both to God and man,
adhering to the interelt of religion as a good Chriftian, af-

ferting the liberties of his country as a true patriot, and
maintaining
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maintaining the authority and honour of Government, as a

faithful fubje£t. He was not to be biaffed againft his

confeience, neither by frowns nor fmiles. He hated a tern-

porifing fpirit, and flattery and diffimulation were his aver*-

fion. He had courage to alTert his own principles, and ad-

here to his perfecution in the worft of times, in face of the

greateft oppofition. He lived under diverfe revolutions,

both of civil and church government, and was uniformly the

fame. He was appointed by Government to defend the

county of Antrim, and the contiguous northern counties,

at the time of the rebellion, which he did, by frequently

repelling and routing the rebels. He was a representative

for the county of Antrim. He married Dorothy, daughter
of Michael Beresford, of Colerain, in Ireland, Efq. by
whom he had iffue eight fons, and ten daughters.

Of the fons, Henry Upton, the eldeff, was born Auguifc

1^, 1654, and died unmarried. Michael, fecond fon, was
born Dec. 18, 16^6, and died unmarried. Arthur, third fon,

born Oclober 26, 1658, a Captain of foot, was flain at

the battle of Aghraim, in Ireland, 1691, unmarried. Clot-
worthy Upton, of Cattle Upton, in the county of Antrim,
fourth fon and heir, was born Jan. 6, 1665, and Succeeded his

father in the honours of the county. At the liege of
Limerick he raifed a party of men, and joined the army of
King William III. before that town, attacked the breach

with the Forlorn Hope, entered it iingiy fword in hand ;

and, moft of the men being cut off, he mixed with the

enemy, and was undifcovered till the affair was over, when
he furrendered himfelf a prifoner to the commanding officer

of the place, with whom he had been formerly acquainted.

He married to his ruff, wife, Mary, only daughter of Roger
Boyle, Earl of Orrery, by whom he had no iffue. He
married, fecondly, Margaret, daughter of William Stewart,

of Killimoon, who died alfo without iffue. He married to

his third wife, jane, daughter of John Ormfby, of Athla-

cea, in Ireland, Efq. by whom he had Elizabeth, married
to Hercules-Langford Rowley, of Somerhill, Efq. and was
created Vifcountefs Langford, to her and her iffue male,
by patent, dated Feb. 19, 1766.

Arthur Upton, the fecond of that name, and fifth fon,

was born January 25, 1669, and died unmarried. John,
the fixth fon, of whom hereafter, Hercules Upton, feventh

fon, born September 24, 1673, died unmarried. Thomaa
Upton, eighth fon, born Augufl 4, 1677, was King's

Council and Recorder of Londonderry, He married Sarah

A a 2 Rowley,
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Rowley, daughter of Hugh Rowley, of Tubbermore, in

the county of Derry, and had ifTue Dorothy, married to

Thomas Tennifon. Efq. fecond Juftice of the Common-
Pleas in Ireland. He was Representative of the county of
Antrim, and afterwards chofen for the city of London-
derry, which he reprefented to his death. John Upton,
above-mentioned, of Caftle-Upton, fixth fon, was bom
April 19, 1671. He was a Captain in King Wiliiam'3

army, and afiifted at the florming of the citadel of Liege,

where he was wounded. He was engaged as Lieutenant-

Colonel of Dragoons, at the memorable battle of Almanza,
under Lord Galway, who, for his fpirited conduct that

day, gave him the command of the regiment, upon the

death of Colonel Killegrew, killed at the beginning of
the action. He was afterwards a Colonel by brevet. He
was twice Representative for the county of Antrim, and mar-
ried, on the 10th of March, 171 1, to Mary, only daugh-
ter of Francis Upton, before-mentioned, by whom he had
ifTue three fons, and five daughters. Of the fons, Arthur
Upton, of Caftle-Upton, eld eft fon and heir, was born Jan.

9, 17 1
5. He ferved twenty-fix years in Parliament, was

Deputy-Governor of the county of Antrim, and was ap-

pointed a Member of his Majefty's moll honourable Privy-

Council in Ireland. He married, firft, Sophia, daughter

of Michael Ward, of Cattle- Ward, in the county of Down,
and one of the Judges of the King's Bench in Ireland, by
whom he had no ifTue. He married, Secondly, Sarah,

daughter of Pole Cofby, of Lix, in the Queen's County,
Efq. by whom he had no ifTue. Arthur Upton, aforefaid,

died in October 176S. Francis Upton, fecond fon, born
January 3, 1720, was a commander in the navy, and was
in feveral engagements, and among others, in that with
Lord Hawke, off Cape Finifterre. He commanded the

Ferret floop of war at the blockade at Louifbourgh, and
perifhed with his fhip and crew, in the dreadful florm,

which difperfed the Britifn fleet off that port. He dying
unmarried, the eflatc devolved on Clotworthy Upton, the

third and laft fon, now Baron Templetown, born March
14, 1721, who was appointed, in 1761, Clerk Comp-
troller of the Houfehold to her late Royal Highnefs the

Princefs Dowager of Wales, which employment he held to

the time of the deceafe of her Royal Highnefs.

N. B. The feveral heads of the Upton family in Ire-

land have ferved near one hundred and forty years in Par-

liament, without intenniffion. They were leaders of the

Diffenting
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Diffenting Intereft, and had a very extenfive influence in
the north of Ireland ; and being firmly attached to the
illuftrious Houfe of Hanover, as the ftrenuous fupporters of
the civil and religious liberties of the nation, they con-
ftantly exerted themfelves in thofe northern counties with
the greateft zeal, activity, and fpirit, in that caufe.

MASSEY LORD MASSEY,

THE Right Honourable HUGH MASSEY, Baron
MASSEY, of Duntryleague, in the county of Lime-

rick, was created a Peer July 8, 1776.
This noble Lord's great grand-father, Hugh Mafley, Efq»

came into Ireland with a principal command in the army,
lent to fupprefs the rebellion, anno 164 1 ; and was ad-

vanced to confiderable poffeflions in that kingdom ; where

he became the founder of feveral opulent and honourable

families, of whom his Lordfhip is the chief.

The faid Hugh Mafley was of a very ancient and ho-

nourable defcent ; being defcended from theMaffies who here-

tofore have flourilhed in Normandy, and were Lords of

Mafley there from the time of the conqueft of that duke-

dom by Rollo, about the year 876 : they were afterwards

of chief eminence in Chelhire ; having been Barons of

Dunham-Maftey there, for many generations after the con-

queft of England, in 1066.

His Lordihip (who, before he was created a Peer, had
ferved feveral fefficns in Parliament for the county of Lime-
rick) married firft, Mary, daughter and heir of Colonel

James Dawfon, of New-foreft in the county of Tipperary

(who had been Governor, and High- Sheriff, and alfo a

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Knight of the Shire for the faid county ; and was defcended

from a family of considerable note and antiquity in Eng-
land ;) by whom he hath iiTue three fons, and one daugh-
ter, viz.

the breach made by the Springing of the mines was very in-

com pleat; however defperate, it was refolved, as a 1 aft re-

fource, to rlorm the fort.

lorn hope, which confuted of about forty, two-thirds were
killed, but they were the whole that fell in this extra-

ordinary attack, the boldnefs of which entirely confounded
the Spaniards, Four hundred out of eight hundred of the

garrifon were put to the fword. It is well known the

Havannah being commanded by the fort, it furrendered in.

conftquence of this fuccefsful attack. Lieutenant Daniel
Holroyd was buried on the Glacis of the Moro caflle.—

f* The eftate and manor of Sheffield in Suffex, from which his Lord-
fliip takes his title, are very confiderable, and give name to the hundred.
The houfe is large, elegantly ornamented, and fituated in a beautiful

and extenfive park, midway between Eaft-Grinftead and Lewes. The firft

foundation is not known, but it has undergone great alterations, and
efpecially within a few years has been very much beautified. It is in the
beft Gothic ftyle, and in a battlemented frize, which goes round the
houfe, are introduced the arms of the poilelfors of the lordfhip or manor
of Sheffield, from the year 1068, when the Conqueror granted it to his

half-brother Robert de Mortaigne, or Morton, to the prefent time, in-

cluding thofe of the families of Lancafter, Norfolk, Dorfet, Abergaven*
ny, Delawarr, &c. Before the conqueft it belonged to Earl Goodwin.
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the month of March of that year, under the command of

the Duke of Richmond, he entered into it as Major. In

the fummer of the year 1779, when the Combined Fleet was
upon the coaft of England, he offered to raife a regiment of
Light Dragoons without expence to the public, which offer

was gracioufly accepted by his Majefty, and he was per-

mitted to nominate his own officers. The regiment was
compleated in a few weeks, and called the Suffex, or 2 2d
Regiment of Light Dragoons, In February 1780, he was
elected Reprefentative in Parliament for the city of Coven-
try without oppofition. In June, of the fame year, during
the mo ft extraordinary infurrection and difturbances in Lon-
don, he diftingui fried himfelf by his activity. At the head
of a detachment of Northumberland militia, he was the

firft to put a flop to the riotous and outrageous violences

of the mob at Mr. Langdale's in High Holbourn, and at

Holbourn-Bridge. At the general election in September,
the fame year, through the proceedings of the corporation,

of Coventry, and by the means of the fheriffs, his re-

election was prevented, and no return made. After a
long hearing before the Houfe of Commons, the Sheriffs

were committed to Newgate for their conduct. A new
election was ordered, which began the latter end of No-
vember, and through the management of the corporation,

the poll was continued four weeks and two days, and not-

withftanding a great majority in, favour of Col. Holroyd,
and Mr. Yeo, Sir Thomas Halifax and Mr. Rogers were
returned ; but on petition to the Houfe of Commons, the

two latter were declared not duly elected, and Col. Hoi-
-joyd and Mr. Yeo were declared duly elected.

His Majelly, by Letters Patent, bearing date the 18th of

This noble Lord is defcended from the Earl of Glen-
cairn's family in Scotland, which family branched out in

Edward VI. ?
s time, by a younger fon, William, who was

Bifhop of Argyl, in Scotland, whofe grandfon, Dean Co-
ningham, came over into Ireland, about the latter end of

James LV reign, to fue for a confiderable eftate, which he

recovered. He left ilTue Halbert Conyngham, who was

knighted in King Charles II. 's reign ; and at the head of a

regiment, which he raifed at his own expence, joined King
William at the battle of the Boyne, which regiment the

King eftablimed the day after the battle, for their gallant

behaviour, and gave him the command thereof ; but he

was foon after killed near Kilioony, in the county of Sligoe.

His fon Henry was Major in Lord Mounrjoy's regiment of

foot, at the battle of the Boyne, and for his gallant beha-

viour, King William foon after ordered him to raife a regi-

ment of dragoons, with a power to nominate his own offi-

cers* and gave him the command thereof. At the battle of

St. Stephen's, in Spain, in 1705, he was killed, where he

*~|pHE Right Honourable JOHN PENNINGTON*
A Lord MUNCASTER, was, September 20, 17835,

created Baron MUNCASTER, in the county of Cum-
berland, with remainder to his brother Lowther Pen*
nington.

This family originally was a Lancafhire family, fettled

upon an eirate and manoF, named after themfelves, and
which is to this day in the pofTeffion of the prefent Lordi
whereon are the remains of the old manfion of the family,

and which went to decay* from the family removing from
this county into that of Cumberland, about 40 years

before the Conquell. They derive their pedigree from Ga~
inel de Pennington, -who was a very considerable perfoa

before and at the Conqueft, as appears by feveral ancient

rolls,
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rolls, regifters, and records ; from whom the prefent Lord is

derived in a lineal defcent of numerous anceftors of note*

And to inflance fome of them, in the 20th Edward I. lived

Sir William de Pennington, Knight, to whom that King
granted a free chace in both the counties of Lancafhire

and Cumberland, a favour of great mark and diftin&ion

in thofe times. He was fucceeded by Sir John de Penning-
ton, Knight, in the 17 Edward II. Sir Allan de Penning-
ton, Knight, lived 4th Henry IV. 'and married D. Prefton,

by whom he had ilTue, Sir John (the fecond) de Pennington,
Knight, who fucceeded his father in the 4th Henry VI. to

which unfortunate prince this Sir John was much attached,

and gave him afecret reception at Mealcafter, or Mulcafter,

now Muncafter, for fome time, when in his flight from his

enemies. In return, that King gave him acurioufly-wrought
glafs cup, with this blefling to the family, that they mould,

ever profper, and never want a male heir, fo long as they

fhould preferve it unbroke, which the fuperftition of thofe

times imagined to carry good Fortune, and called it, The
^uck of Muncafter, and the family have the glafs ftill, as a

teftimony of that prince's good * will to them. This Sir

John de Pennington is likewife reported in a book, in-

tituled, Hiftoria Anglo Scotica, printed 1703, to have been

la Ikilful warriour, as may be feen p. 227. Ocl. Edit, in the

reigns of Henry VI. of England and James II. of Scotland ;

and that he commanded the left wing of the Englim army,
in one of our expeditions into Scotland, when the Earl

o£ Northumberland led the main body.
The next Knight of this hotife was Sir John (the third)

de Pennington, grandfon of the laft Sir John, who is alfo

-mentioned in the aforefaid book, p. 265. in the reigns of

•Henry VII. of England and James IV. of Scotland, to

have gone with the Bifhop of Durham and the Earl of

'Surry to the relief of Norham Caftle, which they ac-

complished, and afterwards invaded Scotland with fuccefs.

The fame Sir John had likewife a command, about fixteen

years after, at the battle of Flodden Field, in the 4 Hen-
ry VIII. where James IV. was killed, and the flower of the

nobility and gentry of Scotland either flain or taken pri-

soners; and Sir John and his followers brought fome booty

back with them. The next knight was Sir William de

•Pennington in 3-8 Henry VIII.

The next was Sir John Pennington, Admiral to King
Charles I. of whofe integrity the King was fo confident,

^that on his judgment he principally relied, in all his ma-
ritime
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ritime anions, and whofe memory is celebrated by the
hiftorians of thofe unhappy times ; and in a particular man-
ner by Sir Waiter Raleigh, in a letter of his to King James.
M. le Neve in his MS3. mentions this ag a very ancient
family, and after citing feveral records to prove their an-
tiquity, goes on to Jofeph Pennington, of Pennington in

Lancashire, and Muncafter in Cumberland, Efq. who died
about -640, leaving iffue by Label, daughter ofAlveryCopley,

3765, Ann-Sufannah, the daughter and heir of Lieutenant-

General Warburton, of Winnington, in the county of
Chefter.

This family is defcended from Tudor Trevor, Earl of
Hereford, who married Angharad, the daughter of Howel
Dda, and lived about the year 942.
They fettled in Flintshire, in the reign of Henry the

Fourth, and took the name of Pennant, in Henry the Sixth's

time.

In the war between Charles the Firft and the Parliament,
